Karpis was sentenced
to the State prison at Lansing,

Ten-Year Record

Known as a deadly man behind

& gun, whose calmness, coolness,
and thoughtful deliberation made
him doubly dangerous, Karpis was
wanted in connection with crimes
ranging from bank robbery and
motor vehicle thefts to kidnapings
and murder. Only 27, he was re-

; garded as one of the most danger-
ous criminals in the country.

The ‘“‘wanted” card distributed
by the Justice Department on Kar-
pis showed that his criminal rec-
ord dated back to 1926, when he
was sentenced to 10 years in the
Kansas BState reformatory on
burglary charges. He escaped
from that institution in 1929, but
was caught and returned the fol-
lowing year.

Then began his real career as a
gangster. He was loose again
within a short time, finally re
turned again, and ended by being
