On the morning of Fetruary 7, 1935, Spec}al Agents D. A. Bryce
~end V. R. Clary, who were conducting investigetion/at Pittsburg, Kensas,
looking to the location and &pprehension of Jess)Doyle end Edna Murrey,
were advieed that the car reported to be in Ahe poscession of Doyle
perked in the resr of the home of Harry C.)/Stenley, brother of Edng/Murray.
The Agents, together with Chief of Police’Ross Armstrong of Pittsburg,
Kanses, proceeded to this asddress, and while awaiting the arrivel of
other members of the Pittsburg Police Department, observed the Buick suto-
mobile belonging to Stanley leave the premises. A Chevrolet occupied by
Doyle followed. The Agents, accompanied by Chief Armstrong, trailed both
of these cars until they drove into a blind street. Both cars turned
around and the Buick belonging to Stanley was permitted to pass. The
blind street waes then blocked with the Bureau Budson, and Speciel Agent
Bryce left the car with a machine gun. Subject Doyle drove over the curb
on to the levn and circled around the Hudson, at the szme time reaching
for a gun on the seat. After ordering him to stop, Agent Bryce opened
fire with the machine gun, firing 14 shots, nine of which were later found
to have struck the car, four of these lodging in a gun case containing
severel guns loceted imnediately behind Doyle's head. Dcyle apoarently
fell over at the time of the shooting, tut righted himself and continued
in flight, dissppearing from sight before the Burezu Hudson could be
turned around. Chief Armstrong elso fired five shots at Doyle'e car
vith a rifle, cne chot teking effect in the car. Agent Clery was driv-
ing the Burezu Hudson and was unable to participate in the shooting.

Following this shooting, the Agents and members of the locel
police department returned to the home of Stenley where Edna Murrey was
taken into custody. Leter, Doyle surrendered by telephoning the Sneriff
et Girard, Kansas. The car in which he had fled from Pittsburg, Kansas
became mired, and when he observed the bullet holes in the car, advised
that he lost his nerve and decided to surrender.

I telephoned Mr., Nathan at the Kansas City Office with reference
to his tefegram received this morning et the Buresu regfrding the finding

in the jfe box in the apartment of JesZZﬁoyle of the/ffonds stolen from the

bank a exel, Missouri. I advised h} that it wasfthe desire of the
Directdr to be advised as to why the ite box was noif searched by the Bureau
represantatives. Mr. Nathan said, "Well, I haven't any explanation, Mr.
Tamn, Just wasn't done." He stated that the place was thoroughly searched
with the exception of the food compartments.

Mr. Nathan stated that the following Agents participated in the
first search of this place: Mr., Nathan, Tralnor, Shanahan, Dietz and Parry.
After a somewhet hurried search, Mr. Nathan left the last three nemed Agents
at the plece with instructions that they were to make a thorough search.
Later in the afternoon, Agent Miller was sent out there, and Agents Miller,
Trainor and Dietz remained in the apartment for the remainder of the night.
They could conduct no search , however, for the reason that they were in-
structed to remnain in the apartment with the lights out antiéipating the
return of Jess Doyle. I informed Mr. Nathan that in any event it was the
responsibility of the Special Agent in Charge to see that a thorough search
in instences of this kind is conducted. Mr. Nathan stated that he is aware
of this responsibility.

I instructed Mr. Nathan to prepare at once a complete memorandum
covering the above matter in which the full details concerning the names of
the Agents perticipating, under whose supervision, and the procedure, etc.,
were to be set forth. I furthek instructed him to send this by special
delivery to the Bureau after a telegraphic summary had first been submitted.

» of Voln a from the custody of Agents Trainor o
Stakem; that these two agents were occupied in bringing Davis into Chicago - -
from Kansas City by plane; that the plane had been forced to make a landing -
about forty miles from Chicago mear Yorkville, Illinois, and that Davis had
escaped at this point. Mr. Quinn stated that the details are not very clear =
as yet but it appears that the Agents removed the leg irons and handcuffs from
Devis in order that he would not be conspicuous and that he managed to escape
in an automobile. . Hoover stated that it was outrageous to let this man
escape; that in thb first place it was extremely unwise and inadvisable to
only have two agents accompany & man of Davis' character and that, of course, .
the rgmoving of the leg irons and handcuffs could not be excused. Mr. Hoover
stated that Agents Trzinor and Stakem should be ordered suspended without pay
pending en investigation into the matter; that they should be ordered to
return to Kansas City immediately and upon their arrival there they should
submit a full and detailed explanation for their actions and a deatiled repart
of the whole matter. Mr. Hoover further instructed Mr. Quinn to obtain all

of the facts possible from Mr. Nathan at Kansas City concerning the orders he
gave concerning the transportation ot this man.

Mr.Quinn further advised Mr. Hoover that llr.Connelley is
on his way to the place where the escape took place and is taking with him
a large squad of men in the hope of being able to round Davis up. Mr. Hoover
stated that all men available should be furnished to Mg. Cunnelley if he needs
then.

Mr. Hoover then talked to Mr. Tamm and instructed him also
to see that Mr. Connelley was given sufiicient men to take care of the situstion;
and not to contact the local officers. Kr. Teamm advised Mr. Hoover that Agent
Trainor had elready contacted the Sheriff and advised him that a dangerous
criminal had escaped and the information was subsequently broadcasted to nearby
officers.
