I tolc him that the Agents
meke no explanation of this, steting that if they had it to do over, they
would do it differently. Mr. Hoover then asked what explention Stakem offers
for buying the beer for Davis. Mr. Steskem, according to Mr. Nathan, states
that Devis merely asked him to purchase him & beer, to which request Mr.
Stekem complied.

Mr. Hoover then reguested when the complete stetements of these

two men are being received &t the Division. I stzted thet Mr. Nathen informed
me that the stztements were being sent both by regular mail and by eir meil,
both specisl delivery. Mr. Hoover stated that these statements should have
been sent either by telegraph or tele-honed to the Division. Mr. Hoover stated
thet with the eir mail not goirg through, it will reguire et least two days
for the regulzr mail to reach Weshington from Kansas City. Mr. Hoover stated
that the situation e&s it stends now is thet the Attorney General of the United
Stetes is asking for certein information which the Division should have and
vhich es a matter of fact is not our knowleige. Mr. Hoover stated that there
is no excuse for the buying of beer for a prisoner; we have no Justification
for sending only two men with & man as dangerous as Volmey Devis, and this is
the sort of procedure thet is going to wreck the organization. Mr. Hoover

stated that it seems that everything that should not heve been done has been
done in this case; for instance, teking the prisonct with an inadequate number
of men, teking the irons off him, enterteining the prisoner with a glass of
beer, and further, no report at the Division as yet.

¥ith reference to the report of the activities of the Agents at
Sausalito, Celifornias, I informxe d Mr. Hoover that the report of this affair
was on his desk &t this time; that the report arrived Vednesday, and the memo-
rendun vient through to hies desk yesterdey; that the Agents involved are
Voltz and uchee.
