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DETAILS:

An article appeared in the Nashville "Banner," a
daily newspaper published in Nashville, Tennessee, on June
21, 1956, which stated that BERNARD FENSTERWALD, Jr., 2 State
Department lawyer, and his mother, Mrs. BERNARD FENSTERWALD,
Sr., Clarendon Avenue, Nashville, would leave the following
Friday on a 3-week vacation trip to Russia.

BERNARD FENSTERWALD, Jr., was quoted in the article
and he indicated that it was strictly a vacation trip and that
he and his mother were curious to see what was going on behind
the Iron Curtain. He stated that they planned to visit Lenin-
grad, Moscow, Stalingrad, Rostov and Kiev, and that they were
more interested in seeing the industries and the people than
in browsing through art museums. It was stated that this was
to be BERNARD FENSTERWALD's first trip to Russia, but his
mother was said to have visited there under the Czarist regime
just before World War I. The article further stated that BERNARD
FENSTERWALD had recently returned from a year and a half in
Western Europe, chiefly spent in studying at Cambridge Univer=-
sity. He described himself as an international lawyer. He
was further described as having been a State Department offi-
cial since 1950, and as being in the United Nations Affairs
Section of the Office of the Legal Adviser to the Secretary of
State.

In connection with another matter, the following
information was received from Memphis confidential informant
T-1, who advised on June 24, 1957, that she had been acquainted
with RALPH FENSTERWALD, an uncle of BERNARD FENSTERWALD, Jr.,
for a period of twenty to thirty years., This informant said
that RALPH FENSTERWALD was approximately sixty years of age,
is five feet eight inches tall, grey hair, medium complexion,
and brown eyes. She stated that he was retired from business;

She advised that within the past
two years, his sister-in-law, Mrs. BERNARD FENSTERWALD, also
known as Mrs. Blanche Fensterwald, and her son, BERNARD
FENSTERWALD, Jr., have made a trip to Europe, during which
they visited some countries behind the Iron Curtain. She
stated she also understands that his daughter, ELAINE FEN-
STERWALD, has recently left the United States for a trip to
Europe and that she plans to visit some of the countries behind
the Iron Curtain. Informant stated she feels that RALPH
FENSTERWALD will become interested in such a trip, inasmuch
as he has always followed the suit of his family, and that
probably he and his wife, LUCILLE FENSTERWALD, will be making
such a trip in the future. :

Informant stated that she knows of no Communist
affiliations or sympathies on the part of RALPH FENSTERWALD
or any of his relatives, and stated that these trips are
strictly tourist or pleasure trips and are not made because
of any ulterior motives. She stated that RALPH FENSTERWALD
and his wife are very high type people who are extremely well
educated and have a high degree of intellectual airiosity. She
pointed out that their daughter, ELAINE FENSTERWALD, is an
attorney at law in New York City and is regarded as a very
intelligent person. She stated the FENSTERWALDs are well off
financially and that their travels are designed to satisfy
their intellectual curiositye.

On July 11 , 1957, Memphis confidential informant
T-1 advised that RALPH FENSTERWALD and his wife were scheduled
to leave Nashville, Tennessee, on July 16, 1957, to go on an
extended trip to Europe.

For your informtion there is attached a summary prepared
concerning applicant-type investigations conducted by the Bureau on
Fensterwald in 1949 and 1959, While generally favorable, this summary

He pointed out that although the Director of the FBI has insisted for
years that it taps only in national security cases and then only on instructions
from the Attorney General, it was revealed that the ¥FBI had been tapping all over
Kansas City in its drive on gamblers.

In the office of Rernard Fenster-
wald, JIr.. chief counsel for Sen.
Fdward V. Long's investigation inte
the mvasion of privacy, there hangs
a framed placard that was discover-
cil by committee field men in the
Bell Telephone Laboratorics in New
Jersey, On the lefthand side of
this cxpressive poster there is the
large replica of a telephone with
dangling receiver (it has obviously
just heen lifted off the hook), and
alongside runs this large-type in-
Junction:

“Rementher
No CrassiFiEp CONVERSATIONS.”

When Bell Telephone finds it
necessary to advise its employees
to heware of its own most hallowed
device, Big Brother has indced
moved into our lives. Just how
virious and unprincipled is ‘that
invasion Scndtor Long's investiga-
tion is steadily documenting. It is
mircovering a world dedicated to the
proposition that power provides its
own jusiification.

Dgvotion to  the theology of
power is producing many weird
manifestations.  Fensterwald  and
Senalor Long werce shocked when
the Sccretary of the Treasury re-
fused to let them question certain
Internal Revenue agents. For the
fivst time in history, as far as Fen-
sterwald could determine, it he-
came necessary for a Congressional
commillce to subpoena federal

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agents to get them to testify —
and cven then testimony at dmes
flew inu the face of truth. Almost
cvery phase of the investigation has
been marked by the obvious deter-
mination of government employees
on the witness stand to uphold de-
partmental policy and deeds at any
cost. “The thing that has impressed
me most,” says Fensterwald, “is the
casc with which federal agents can
lic under oath.”

The imperviousness of agents 1o
any consideration except the de-
mands made upon them by theic
bureaucratic superiors runs like a
police-state theme song through the
testimony of witness. afler witness.
Scnator Long points out that mhany
revenue agents got permission, and
sometimes the help of specialists,
to install wire taps on the phones of
suspects from the office of the
deputy chief of Intelligence in the
Internal Revenue Service.

Yet the deputy chief’s records gave -

no indication of such activity, Ask-
ed why, the deputy chief replied,
“if T had kept a record for any
of my superiors, if T had asked
them. they would have said. ‘You
know the regulations, anybody who
The dep-
uty chief explained that his supe-
riors knew the wire tapping was
going on, that they cven discussed
it from time to time, “particularly
when we got caught.” Deseribing
this testimony in The Sawiurday
Foening Post, Senator Long com-
mented: “What a remarkable code
ol conduct for ‘devoted and cou-
rageous’
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Fred J. Cook

—go ahead and break the law, hut
don't get caught!”

The police-state mentalitv that
infects so0 many federal igeus
showed perhaps most cleardy in
the committee's Miami hearvings.
Questioning an JRS agent, Senator
Long asked whether he would break
a state law if ordered to do so by
his superiors, Without hesitation,
the agent answered,“Yes, sir.” Did-
n't he’ realize, Long wanted 1o
know, that the essence of a police
state was for an officer to violate the
law on the pretext of enforcing it?
“That may be the basis of a police
state; I do not know,” thc agent
answered—and it ‘'was obvious to
Senator Long that he didn't care.
All that mattered was that his or-
ders should be carried out,

This “super gung-ho attitude,”
as Fensterwald calls it, produces
results with shocking overtones. In
onc Boston case, Jack Harris, an
Internal Revenue Scrvice under-
cover man, was indicted in a $1,500
bribery case and suspended. Ln-
raged by what he claimed was a

. frame-up. he came to the commit-

tee and spilled a lot of details about
investigations carried out by the
Boston IRS office. His principali tale
dealt with surveillance of one Ber:
nard McGdrry, a Milton,” Mass.,
tavern owner,

As Harris later teslified before
the committee, McGarry had a hos-
tile ncighbor who -made his barn
available to the revenue sleuths,
The agents set up a logkaul station
in the barn loft, and with :;uuopu-
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#-pes and other long-range degias
Wi, the, McGarry home u
constant observation. According o
Tlarris, they even watched Mrs.
McGarry as she took a sun bath.
The IRS agents had learned that
the McGarrys had a large vault in
the basement; and when thev saw
from the barn loft that the whole
Lanby was absent, Haris entered
the house and padded downstairs
to the vault,

Instead of a cache of illicit loot
which the revenue boys had hoped
to find, Harris discovered that the
vault was unlocked and was being

used for nothing more nefarious
than the storage of the family’s
coats - and {fur pieces. ile dutifully
copicd down the names of the
clothicrs and furricts on the labels
and left tne presises little wiser
than he came. :

He hadd, of course, fractured the
Iaw by thus unauthorized entry into
what is supposed to be a man's
castle, and his account of the ex-
ploit threw IRS into a tizzy, Har-
ris” boss at the time, Robert Fer-
rick, acknowledged that the Mec-
Garry home had been kept under
observation from the barn loft—
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.‘:t only, he insisted, o _yead the

W cnse numbcers of cars coming 10
the house, not to obscrve a lady
sun-bathing. There had never, never
been such an episode as the illegal
entry and snooping Harris had de-
scribed!

This was a head-on collision of
testimony, and  the comnniive
never could determine the orkin
though there were some i -
tions as to where it might e
“There was one part of the unedir-
cover man’s story that secmed 10
check out,” Fensterwald says. “\Vao
learned that IRS had contacted the
furriers and clothiers whosc names
appeared on the labels in an at-
tempt to find out how much the
McGarry family spent for clothing.
And then there was one other
thing. . ., " To wit:

Harris, in his testimony, bad
told the committee that, when he
entered the McGarry home, anoth-
er IRS agent had been stationed
outside, patrolling the street in a
radio car and keeping in constant
two-way contact to guard against a
surprise return home by the family.
Fensterwald promptly demanded
that the IRS produce this witness,
John Crowe. The next day, the
service compilied, but Fensterwald
was shocked by the appearance of
the man when he was summoned
to the stand.

“His face was flushed as if thc
bhlood was about to pop through the -
skin,” Fensterwald recalls. “And. as-
he testified, his head kept lolling
back as if he was about to pass.
out on the witness stand. I made
up my mind to get him off the’
stand as quickly as possible and
50 I asked him only the most es-
sential questions.” '

Under these circumstances,,
Crowe promptly upheld his super-
visor, Ferrick. Harris had been
wrong, he said. No revenue agent
had ever entered the McGarry
home, Fensterwald was about to
excuse this obviously ill witness
when he received an anonymous-
riote from the audience: “Ask him
if he's under house arrest.”
Fensterwald shakes his hend at
the recollection. “Well, one thing
've leariied i this iavestigation.”
he says, “is not to disregard such
tips—too many of them hkare
panned out.” So he turned baci to
the witness stand and demandcd:
“Are you under  house arrest?”
Crowe sat there silent, obviously
stunned by the questiofl; "
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“He was mute for a good h'

minuie,” Icnstcrwald recalls, “then
Lie shook his head and muttered
weakly, *No, I wouldn’t say so.” His
manner clearly sweore at the an-
swer he gave and convinced me
that he was under house arrest.”

Not daring to cross-examine
Crowe the way be would a healthy
witness, Fensterwald excuscd him,
but he determined to delve into
this new aspect of the case. “We
Jearncd.)” he says, “that this man
had been flown down 1o Wash-
ington under guard; he had been
kept under guard in his hotel room;
he had been conducted to the hear-
ing under guard by a man who
denicd he was armed, but who
exhibited a mighty suspicious bulge
undcr his jacket.”

After the hearing, Crowe tried
on a couple of occasions to ap-
proach some of Fensterwald's in-
vestigators. “But he could never
get the chance,” Fensterwald says.
“Every time he approached one of
our pecple, the guard came up
and broke it off.”

Fensterwald protested to IRS
about forcing a man so obviously
ill to take the witness stand; he
made it clear he wouldn't have
called Crowe if he had known _
about his precarious physical condi-
tion. Oh, think nothing of it, IRS
replied; Crowe wasn't seriously ill,
he just had a little upset stomach.
A few weeks later, Crowe died of a
Licart attack.

Everywhere Senator Long’s
committee has turned, it has come
across the dinosaur tracks of Big
Brother. Invasions of privacy, it has
established, are legion and permit
the average American almost no
security of thought or communica-,
tion. But to get the truth about
such snooping and prying has of-
ten proved infinitely difficult. Take,
for example, the behavior of the
Post Office Department.

The committee was greatly in-
teicsied in the process known as

the “mail cover.” Under the buddy-
buddy system that exists among
fonieval agencies, the Federal Bu-

appears on the oatside of lettcrs—
details like the names and address-
es of correspondents and the origin
of the mail. Fugitives from justice
are sometimes tracked in this way
when they try to get in touch with
rclatives, and in such cases legiti-
mate ends may be served. But even
then, according to stated policy,
the contents of ithe cnvelope are kept
inviolatc.

This picture of a scrupulous de-
partment zealously guarding our
rights while it indulges in only the
most necessary snooping against
persons involved in actual crimcs
was fed to the committee on Feb-
ruary 23, 1965, the day after
George Washington's birthday, by
Chief Postal Inspector Henry B.
Montague. “The scal on a first-class
piece of mail is sacred,” Montague
intoned in a carefully prepared
statement. “When a person puts
first-class postagc on a piece of
mail and seals it, he can be sure

that the contents of that piece of '

mail are secure against illegal
search and secizure. The only time
first-class mail may be opened in
the postal service is when it can
neither be delivered as addressed
nor returned to sender. Then, it .is
treated by trusted employees in the
dead-letter office to determine
whether it contains any informa-
tion to establish ownership. .
Mail is neither delayed nor opened.

. . Citizens must have confidence
in their mail system or they lose
it in other governmental institu-
tions.” (lItalics added.)

Montague acknowledged that the
postal form on which the details
of the mail cover were recorded
was to be destroyed afier the deed
was done, but he saw nothing
Surveillance is a
very secretive business, and you just
naturally don't leave anything lying
around that might indicate to the
object of your attention that he
has been watched. Fensterwald
floted that the form also contained
space for recording detail on sce-
ond-, third- and fourth-class mail,
all wvpes that can be 1,)p|oprmtcly
opened for postal inspection, and
wondered if porhaps inspectors ever
privd into such cuvelo;es,

FeNsTERWALD: In the case of a
mail cover do you cver cxamtine
mail whichh you legally have the
right to exanine?

The committee was suspi-
cious, but on March 1, Postmaster
General John A. Gronouski wrote
Scnator Long explicitly: “The mail is
ncither delayed nor opened, and the
contents of First-class mail are »ol
in connection with a
mail cover.” The Postmaster Gen-
eral italicized that “not.”

By April 13, these positive and
explicit assurances from the high-
est Post Office officials had acquir-
ed a decidedly tarnished look. On
that date, Rep. Durward G. Hall. of
Missouri, appeared before the com-
mittee and testified that first-class
mail was indeed being opencd. llc
had received a complaint from a
constituent, the Congressman said;
and though he couldn’t believe it,
he knew the complainant as a
responsibie Individual. So he check-
ed with both the Post Office De-
partment and Internal Revenue. He
was assured at first, as the com-
mittee had been assured, that no
such thing ecould ever happen. Pin-
ning the departments down to the
one specific case, the Congressman
asked them to put their denials in’
writing—and suddenly he encoun-
tcred a strange shyness toward the
printed word. It developed that
there was, indeed, a procedure by
which the sanctity of first-class mail
was being violated. In cases where
Internal Revenue had securcd tax
liens against defaulting taxpayers,
Tirst-class mail was being delivered
by the Post Office to IRS and was
being opened by IRS agents to see
whether it contained assets or
clues to assets. Just how wide-
spread was this practice? Repre-
sentative Hall discovered that no -
one seemed really to know. He tos.
tified:

The Post Office Department ad-
vises me thai since Decewber of
1962 there have hecn fourtcen such
scizrres. The Internal  Hevenue
Commissioucr. on the otfer ficond,
advised me on Friday of last weck;
that there had been thirty scicores
since December of 1962 as jur uas
their national office hnows. ... Nor
iy this the ouly couflict. OQuce e
hand is caught in the cookic jar,
the conlradictions multiply. .

On Friday of last week, four days
after I advised the HOuse v/ wiat
was happening and noved’ for cur-




reclicoe action on the aniuaal (tmu\._
prictions Lill, the Postmaster Gen=
cral is quoted as saying that he lhim-
self discouered the scizure of mail
oy long ago as last August, and ke
said he picked up the phone and
agreed with Doug Dillon that it vas

a bad thing and we stopped it.

It is interesting to note that, fuse,
the Postmaster General waited half
a year to disclose this, and then only
ufter someone else called attention
to it,

Bui uncxplained, and second, Mr.
Chairman, is if the Postmaster Gen-
cral found out about this wviolation
of the law as long ago as August of
1964, and ordered it stopped, how
does it happen that the General
Counsel advised wme, in writing,
that the last seizure, a speocific
instance, took place almost three
months later on Qctober 27, 19647

And. one might feel impelled to
ask., how did it happen that both
Chief Inspector Montague and Post-
‘master General Gronouski were as-

suring Senator” Long’s committee,

in the most explicit terms, in late
February and early March, 1965,5
that {irstclass mail was always
regarded as sacred and was not (the
Postmaster General's italics) open-
ed?

Caief Inspector Montague, who.
fuilowed Representative Hall on the
wiiness stand, had' the unhappy
.ask of trying to reconcile past
pretenses with present disclosure.
It went like this:

SENATOR LowG: Let me ash you,
Mr. Montague, youiave known for
some time, of course, that the Inter-
nal Revenue Service did levy on
mail—first-class mail of the citizens
were opencd by people other than
the addressec?

MoNTAGUE: I know that there was
such a thing—I was aware that
there was such a thing as a levy
on mail; yes, sir,

SENaTOor LonG: How long have
~ you been aware of that, Mr., Monta-
gue?

MONTAGUE: I think that I first
became aware of it bach in—I don't
kuow, 1962 or 1963.

SENATOR LonG: Were you ‘aware
of that when wyou testified before
onr continittce some weels ano?

MonTaGUE: It did not come o
my mind, but I did lnow there is
such. a thing as a mail levy, yes.
(ILmphasis added.)

Montague conceded that the de-
poasaent kaew of thirty-four cases
se. a4 mail had been opened
ang os o mined by Internal Revenue

v peing forwarded to the re-
voaes b bt he argued that “levies”

“eenl from the  “wail

. .
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his .previous testimony; that the
Post- Officc’s legal brains had as-
sured him levies were legal, not
illegal, and he had been dealing
in his testimony only with “illegal”
practices. Scnator Long, exasperat-
ed by what be called this quibbling
with terms when the truth had
been one thing and the initial pre-
tense virtually the opposite, finally
snapped: “The further we get into
this investigation, the more I am
impressed with the idea that the
Post Office should deliver the mail
and not pry into it.”

Hardly anyone believed that
the full story had been told or that
the only mail being opened was

‘that “levied” upon by Internal Rev-

enue. Fensterwald's  investigators
privately developed quite a dossier
on things that can happen to the
maii—and presumably do. Penetra-
ting solutions can be rubbed on the
back of envelope flaps to loosen
the gum and enable a1 snooper to
open a letter without trace. One of
the best methods, Fensterwald says,
is still the old one of steaming
open the flap. Another simple way
of spying is to immerse a letter in

-a solution of cleaning fluid. This

brings up the contents, but one

must be careful not to wiggle the

letter around in the seclution Ilest.
the envelopc become softencd and
messed up. A much inorc sophis-
ticated method borrows a device
from the medical laboratory, the
cystoscope. Insert one end of this
pencil-thin instrument under the
flap of a letter, switch on the cys-
toscope's powerful light, and you
are examining in great detail not
the human bladder but the contents
of “sacred” first-class mail.

How widely are these methods
used? That question the committee
has not yet answered and perhaps
can never answer. Representative
Hall testified that he had some in-
formation that the Post Office De-
partment was tampering with mail
other than that “levied” upon by
Internal Revenue, but he had not
yet been able to verify his infor-
mation. .

Verification is, of course, extreme-
Iy difficult; One may yee, as I have,
firsi-class mail arriving at his home
miysteriously unscaled—-and  third-
or fourth-class mail showing up
with flaps ripped apart, sometimes
s0 badly that it scems likcly some
of the contents have been lost —
but how is onc. going to prove that
this swvun doiie deliberately by the

+ambper's paw? All that gan be said
1> that a lot of detectives and knowl-
edgeable persons in other walks of
life today distrust the mails — and
the patent evasions of the highest
officials of the Post Office Depart-
ment bcfore Senator Long's com-
mittee did nothing to holster con-
fidence.

It must not be supposed that
such activities are confined to the
Post Office and the Burcau of In-
ternal Revenue. No one has yet

N
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compiled a definitive list of all
the federal agencies engaged in
prying into the private affairs of
citizens, but even the skimpicst sur-
vey shows that it must be an un-
holy lot. -What the military and
such super-secret outfits as the Cen-
tral Intclligence Agency arce up to,’
no one knows, for they arc all
wrapped in the cocoon of national
sceurity, A former military intelli-
sence agent has recently revealed
G nation-wide {elevision that the
hotel rooms of Mrs. Eleanor Roose-
velt were bugged every time she
visited . Chicago during World War
1L.

Mrs. Roosevelt maintained con-
tact with a lot of labor ang liberal
leaders—and that, apparcitly, was

into Kansas City FBI headquarters.

With the saunctity of* tele-
phone lines being violated at the
merest nod of an official head, the
inevitable has happened: a general
impression has been fostered that
there isn't anything much wrong
with the game and that everybody
might as well get into it. Private de-
tectives in Kansas City joined in the
wire tapping free-for-all and quickly
learned that they could get all the
information they needed by brib-
ing telephone company employees.
George W. Robinson, one of the lo-
cal private cyes, told the Long com-
mittee frankly that he had tapped
telephone lines, and said that he al-
ways got the necessary information
about the number of the “pairs” and
the location of the terminal box
from a confederate m51de the com-
pany.

FensTERwALD: Did you have to
pay for them?

Ropinson: I have.

FensteawaLp: Could you tell me
what the going rate is?

RosinsonN: In the vicinity of be-
tween $50 and $100; it all depends
on the man’s attitude when you
mahe the contact.

When the rampant wire tapping
of Kansas City became known, the
man on the spot was the telephone
official who had authorized so much
of it. He was Arthur S. Brewster. a
lawyer and the division security su-
pervisor for Southwestern Bell ( his_
- primary responsibility, as he him-
self described it, was to make cer-
tain of the security of company
property and service, including the
_ privacy of customers). He testified,
however, that he had worked hand
in glove with the FBI “ever since I
have been in,this job.” Senator Long
wanted to know if tapping didn't
raisc “some question about the in-
vasion of privacy and the violation
of the constitutional rights of any
citizen that any agent might peint
his finger at.” “I would assume that
question could be raised,” Brewster
replied, abmost primly.

The  telephone company's man
siid ihat any time Chief of Delec-
tives Newman or the FBI asked himi
to breach eecurity, he cooperated,
Lo Bie aelied implicitly on their
futessire - e runming  special
bowes anto FBI headguarters to facill
tute the tapping, Brewster attempted
to avgpe ghat this was a regular
company service, advertised and

available to all comers. Senator Long
hopped on the rationalization. Then,
he demanded, the company would
provide such accommodations for
private detectives, wouldn't it? Oh,
no. said Brewster, obviously horri-
ficd. Why not? If this were a
purely commercial transaction, why
shouldn't it be sold to anyone who
had cash in hand? Brewster pro-
tested that private detectives and
other agencies “"don't have the
charge and the responsibility of the
Bureau.”

Long kept hammering away.
Didn’t this performance by the
telephone company in permitting,

even helping, to tap its own lines
raise “a great question of apprehen-
sion of your subscribers over the
city as to whether their telephones
are maybe being tapped or bugged?”

“Sure, it certainly does,” Brewster
replied.

The telephone company's security
man then read into the record a long
list of work orders hc had approved
dealing with the installation of spe-
cial lines to facilitate the widespread

FBI wire tapping.

SENATOR LONG: Did- your em-
ployees go with the FBI men when
they were disguised as telephone
company employees?

BrewsTER: I will put it this way.
I think there were some Bureau men
who went with the telephone com-
pany people.

SENATOR LoNG: Disguised as tele-
phone employees?

BrEwsTER: They had on old
clothes and those things. I think [
loaned one of them a pair of — ~

SENATOR LoNGg: Mr. Brewster, this
work is so dangerons and so dis-
agrecable Lo your men that you have
to asl for volunteers, don't you, to
ga out ani handle this type of situa-
tion?

BrewsTter: | have nrever had to.

SenvatTon Lowe: I think Mr.
Schmiet or Mr. [Willlam] Hare [two
tclephone employees who had pre-
vipusly testified] could answer that
question for me. Could cither one of

-

.ou gentlemen answer it for mc?‘f%
. ; 7

Harw: Yes. sir.
SEmaTon Long:
got so dangerous,

stopped volunteering.,

BrewsTER: [t might lave been.

The ethical dilemmas in which a
telephone company official becomes
involved when he makes the FBI
his master were highiighted in a
final, farcical exchange between
Senator Long and Brewster. Long
asked Brewster what happened
when telephone subscribers hecame
suspicious and asked the company
to determine whether their phones
were being tapped. Well, said Brew-
ster, the company sent men out to
check poles in the vicinity of the °
terminal box in question, and twice
in the past year, as a matler of fact,
they had discovered taps. Then it
went like this:

SenaTOR LowNG: You have found
those. What did you do with the
equipment that you found?

BrEwsTER: Our instruciions to
our people are, who actually make
the inspection, remove the equip-
ment and give it to the customer
aned advise them to contact the law
enforcing officers, preferably the
FBl. (Emphasis added.)

SENATOR LonNGg: What would you
have dene if you got a call from
the Acme Jobbing Company, I be-
lieve you said, down at 2512 McGee
Street? {This was one of the loca-_
tions that Brewster had helped the
FBI to tap.] What would you have
done if you had gotten a call that
their line was being tapped?

BrewsTER: 1 don’t hnow, to be
frank with you.

SeNaToR LonNc: Would you havc
gone dowrr to checl it?

BrewsTER: I just don’t hnow,.

This seems like an appropriate
note on which to close this account
of the world of Big Brother. Frece-
dom can hardly endure, despite all
the platitudes of stump-shouting
politicians, unless people can feel
free to exchange their private
thoughts and indulge in uninhibited -
discussion. And who can fecl free
in a world in which government em-
royees spy on a sun-bathing wife,
snoep through mail, tap telephones,
bug the most private areas of the
home—and then, if it suits official
purposes, take "the witness stand
and, superior to the law, blithely lie
about it? The subterrancan world
that the Long committee investiga-
tion has been exposing is in irrccon-
cilable conflict with the traditions
of our past and is incalculably men-
acing to 'any continuance of a
healthy democracy.
