integral member of the Internationel Union of Students (IUS),
Prague, Czechoslovakia, in October, 1360, and elected to the
IUS Executive Committee, and since October, 1961, had maintained
& representative, NARCISO RABELL MARTINEZ, in Prague as a
member of the IUS Executive Committee, his salary and expenses
paid by the IUS. Accord.ng to the source, the propaganda
activities of thc FUPI in the international field have
followed the "anti-imperizlist" theme of the IUS.
