LIENCRANDUL POR THE ATTORMEY GENZRAL

Re: Parole of Italian secanen and civilian internees

The Immigration and Faturalizstion Service plans to close
the internment camp at Ft. Hisscula, lontana, in the next fow waeks
and experience has damonstrated that Oermans and Italians carnct be
interned in the same camp satisfactorily. This situalion presents a
gocd occasion to review the whole question of keeping these Italians
interned as alien enamles, '

Ttalian seamen, - Host of tho seamen are here involuntarlly,
have no ties lcre, asha any allegianc is to Itzly although, of course,
at present such allegiance is a confused political nmatter.

You will recall that in my memorandum of August S, 19L6, I strongly
recommended that appropriate legislation to correct the lack of statutory back-
ing for the detention of persons dangerous to the security of the United States
be prepared for submission either to a special session of Congress, which might
be called in the event of such emsrgency, or to the repgular session whioh con=-
vened in January 1947. Since that time, not only has the intemational
situstion become more tense, but the Communists in the United States have in-
creased their efforts to penetrate those fields of our industry, i.se., machine
building, transportation and electrical equipment, where acts of sabotage
would be most dangercus %o our defense, I &gain urge that appropriate legls~
letion be in readiness, at least, for the next session of Congress. Should
hostilities commence with a M"aneak attack" against the United States by elther
atomic or bacteriologlcal weapons, Congressional enactment of such a program
might thereafter be physically impossible, or, at least, too late.

I feel, as I am sure you do, that néither the Department nor the
Bureau can afford to delay in such planning as this any leénger.

There are attached excerpts concerning the above-
captioned case taken from ""The FBI Story, A Report to the People,"
by Don Whitehead published by Random House, 1956.

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Such was lhc. case in the decision to move some 120,000 Japanese-
y Americans from their homes and farms on the West Coust to relocation
centers. 1t was a tragic uphcaval which Hoover looked upon as a mix-
ture of politics and hysteria and not as an_urgent measure of national
defense. .

The FBI Director first heard of the cvacuation proposal when he
was called to the office of Sccretary of the Treasury Morgenthau on ¢

the evening of December 10 for a talk with the Sccretary and two \'

other Treasury officials. A memorandum of the meeting written by
Hoover 1o Attorney General Biddle tells the basic story:

. .. The Sccretary stated that he had been in communication with his
representatives in San Franciseo and as a ‘result had ascertained that the
task which they were carrying on [freczing Japanese assets and busincsses)
was an cnotmous one and that he believed more drastic measures should
be taken in order to adequately cover and complete it. The Sceretary then
put in a call 10 Mr, X, one of his representatives in San Francisco, and
this conversation was heard by all in the Sceretary’s oftice . . . It was the
opinion of Mr. X that there should be a round-up of the Japanese in San
Francisco, Los Angeles und in the bay citics of San Francisco, as well as
in cerfain sections of the San Joaquin Valley . . . The Sccretary inguired
of me as to whether this could be done . . .

I suggested 1o Secretary Morgenthau that he call you by phone. I told
the Secretary that 1 felt that you would be reluctant to approve any such
program unless there were suflicient facts upon which to justify lhcg
cases of the persons arrested, as I believed you would be opposed to any;
“drag-net” or “round-up” procedure. 1 pointed oul to the Secretary that;

With the hysteria there were the cold
calculations of men who wanted the Japanese moved for economic
reasons and because of racial prejudices. The decisions for the move-
ment were made in the upper reaches of the Administration. And so it
was that tens of thousands of loyal Japanese-American citizens made
the sad journey from their homes after a directive was issued giving
the Army authority for the roundup.

Hoover put his finger on the real reason for the evacuation when he
told Biddle in 2 memorandum:

The nceessity for mass evacuation is based primarily upon public and
political pressure rather than on factual data. Public hysteria and, in some
instanccs, the comments of the press, and radio announcers, have resulied

in a tremendous amount of pressure b Fae arnn brouoh!’ 1o bear on f‘r“_.mrnnr

The Japanese aliens ard
rested totaled 5,428, Of these, 1,532 were interned; 2,423 were paroled: 955
were released; 415 were repatriated; and 88 died. In 15 of these cases the
dispositions were unresolved. The number of Italian alicns arrested was
3,567. Of this number, 367 were interned; 861 were paroled, 2,237 were re-
leased; 87 were repatriated; and 14 died. There was one ease in which the
disposition was unresolved. These figures include 802 German scamen and
1,271 ltalian seamen who were apprehended before the United States en-
tered the war, In addition, 24 Hungarian, Bulgarian and Rumanian alien
encmies were apprehended, Of these, 8 were paroled and 15 were rcleased.
