Previously, The Sun, in its issue of November 20,
reflected the -decision of Congress on Racial Equality (CORE) to
test the good faith of 35 restaurants along Route 40 who had
previously taken the position that they would be willing to serve
all people regardless of thelr race. CORE indicated that they would
test these restaurants on Thanksgiving Day.
