Educated as an economist Schlesinger was graduated :
summa cum laude from Harvard in 1950. After a year's travel in
Europe on a fellowship, he returned to Harvard to take a doctorate
in economics, completing it in 1956. From 1956 to 1963 he taught
economic$ at the University of Virginia, eventually becoming an
associate professor. At the University of Virginia he concentrated
on the budgetary side of national security and defense policy, and
also authored a book titled, "The Political Economy of National
Security."

In part as a result of the book's favorable notice among
experts in the national security field, Schlesinger was offered a job
at the Rand Corporation, a California think-tank, and worked
there during the years 1963 to 1969, the last three years serving
as its director of strategic studies. During this time period the
Rand Corporation carried out much of the defense establishments
computer-based analysis of defense systems. Also, while at Rand,
Schlesinger headed 3 study of nuclear arms proliferation, and worked
on a study of the role of "systems analysis'" in political decision
making. That work brought him to the attention of the Nixon
administration in 1969, when he left Rand and became assistant
director of the Budget Bureau, one of several positions he served in
during the Nixon years.

During the Nixon administrations and Watergate years
Schlesinger served as chairman of the Atomic Energy Commission (AEC),
August of 1971 to January, 1973. 1In February of 1973 to June of
the same year he was named Director of the Central Intelligence
Agency. Still in the same year, in July he was appointed Secretary
of Defense, remaining in that post until November of 1975, when he
became a consultant on an intermittent basis until January of 1977.
Also during this respite from government, he became a visiting
scholar at Johns Hopkins University School of Advanced International
Studies in Washington, D. C.

Schlesinger returned to government during the Carter
administration, heading the Department of Energy from January 1977
to July 1979. Schlesinger is currently a fellow at the Center for
Strategic and International Studies, Georgetown University,
Washington, D. C., a local think-tank.

A thorough search of Bureau files regarding background
checks of Schlesinger conducted for his various government
appointments revealed nothing which would in any manner reflect
unfavorably against him personally, his loyalty to the United States
or his qualifications for a position of trust and confidence with
the U. S. Government.

Chosen by President Nixon
yesterday to succeed Richard
M. Helms as director of cen-
tral intelligence, Schlesinger
will be giving up the post of
chairman of the Atomic En-
ergy Commission.

His first job in the Nixon
administration assistant
director of the Budget Bureau
(later during his tenure re-
named the Office of Manage-
ment and Budget)—led to pri-
mary responsibility for reor-
ganization of the intelligence
apparatus of the federal gov-
ernment.

Accomplished In 1971 the
changes streamlined budget-
ing procedures and, more im-
portantly, concentrated the
process of coordinating and
assessing intelligence dafa in
the hands of presidential ad-
viser Henry A. Kissinger, and
h

The mzamzatmn gave the
direcior ot Lentr™3 >  ~ once
full budgeting responsﬂnhty
for all of the intelligence serv-
ices—enhanced authority
which Schlesinger himself pre-
sumably now inherits.

Schlesinger had joined the
Nixon administration in Feb-
ruary 1969, primarily as a
budget-watcher. His main as-
signment was to oversee the
Pentagon’s budgeting proce-
dures, during a period when
mxhtary spending was easing
off the massive levels of the
Vietnam war’s peak years. He
is reputed to have shown the
Pentagon in one year how to
trim $6 billion out of its budg-
et. -o

Although much of his profes-
sional and governmental life
seems fo have involved nation-
al security in one way or an-
other, he also has a reputation
for being sensitive about envi-
ronmental issues.

The chairmanship of AEC
tested his devotion to ecology.
Although environmental orga-
nizations strongly criticized
his full support for the Am-
chitka atomic blast, they have
praised his stand on the se-

called Calvert Cliffs case.

Pressed by the atomic ener-
gy industry to appeal a federal
court decision ordering the
AEC to act much more ag-
gressively to protect the envi-
ronment, Schlesinger refused,
choosmg to obey the court.

Schlesinger was graduated
summa cum laude from Har-

After, that, he taught eco-
nomics at the University of
Virginia, and began concen-
trating on the budgetary side
of national security and de-
fense policy. He wrote a bodk ,
titled ““The Political Economy,
of National Security.”

In part as a result of the
book’s favorable notice among ~
experts in the national securi-
ty field, Schlesinger was of-
fered the job at Rand in Santa
Monica . * = Carried out
much of the defense establish-,
ment’s computer-based analy-_
sis of defense systems.

While at Rand, Schlesinger
headed a study of nuclear
arms proliferation, and.
worked on a study of the role-
of ‘‘systems analysis” in polit-
ical decision-making. That
work brought him to the atten-
tion of the Nixon administra-
tion’s new budget staff in the
early days after the Presi-
dent’s inauguration,

He is a Republican and a
Lutheran.

WASHINGTON — President Nixon’s latest
lineup changes as a result of the Watergate
scandal suggest he is still groping for a new
way to run the White House now that his two
top aides are gone,

And by moving three more officials to new
assignments, Mr. Nixon continues to demon-
strate a marked preference for switching vet-
erans from job to job rather than trying to
bring in new faces.

Yesterday, Mr. Nixon announced these per-

Mr. Nixon also said he is promoting William
E. Colby to CIA director. The soft-spoken Mr.
Colby, who has a long government career, was
hamed deputy director for CIA operations only
last March.

J. Fred Buzhardt Jr., Defense Department
general counsel will become special counsel to
the President, with ‘‘full responsibility”’ at the
White House for matters relating to the Water-
gate case, according to Ronald Ziegler, presi-
dential press secretary. Mr. Buzhardt thus be-
comes the third White House man to assume
that nebulous duty since President Nixon took
it himself less than a month ago.

Yesterday’s changes are part of a wide-
zpread government shakeup that began last
week following increasingly serious disclosures
of high-level involvement in the Watergate
scandal. The most important changes have
been the resignations of H. R. Haldeman, Mr.
Nixon's powerful chief of staff, and John Ehr-
lichman, the President’s top domestic adviser.

Mr. Nixon also has emphasized that Kenneth
Cole remains as director of the Domestic Coun-
cil, ostensibly a White House policy-making
body, but Mr. Ehrlichman dominated that
group in the past.

Bringing former Texas Gov. Connally back
into the Nixon administration, even though for
only two or three days a week, could be one
way Mr. Nixon intends to fill the Ehrlichman
vacuum.

Junking the Supercabinet

Also puzzling is the sudden decision to junk
the supercabinet arrangement announced only
last January. At that time Mr. Nixon appointed
Agriculture Secretary Earl L, Butz as counse-
lor for natural resources, Health, Education
and Welfare Secretary Caspar Weinberger as
counselor for human resources, and Housing
and Urban Development Secretary James
Lynn as counselor for community develop-
ment.

These men we broad responsibil-
ity for coordinating policy in areas involving
more than one government agency. The setup
was touted as another step to promote manage-

ment efficiency by settling Cabinet-level dis-
putes before they reached the President for
resolution.

One reason for the move is probably e de-
sire to counter criticism that Mr. Nixon’s tight
staff structure prevented him from realizing
until fairly recently the serious implications of
the Watergate affair. But despite yesterday’s
announcement that Mr. Nixon wants more fre-
quent consultation with all cabinet members,
his conduct of the office since 1969 indicates a
Istrong preference for holding to a minimum
face-to-face dealings with various officials.

The counselor setup didn’t seem to be work-
ing particularly well anyway, although top
Nixon officials were saying as recently as last
week that there hadn’t been time for a fair
test. Transportation Secretary Claude S. Brine-
gar made it known some time ago, for in-
stance, that he didn’t intend to go through Mr.
Lynn on major transportation issues. Mr. Bri-
negar explained that he wasn’t going “‘to take

Before joining the government, he
spent six years with Rand Corp., the California
think tank, serving from 1967 to 1969 as its
director of strategic studies.

He will assume command of a Pentagon
still weakened by high-level vacancies, al-
though Mr. Richardson has lined up men for
most of the top posts.

Former Deputy Defense Secretary David
Packard, chairman of Hewlett-Packard Co.,
was President Nixon’s first choice for the De-
fense job, but Mr. Packard said he declined it
“‘solely for personal reasons.”

PROXMIRE had held up
action on the nomination
because Schlesinger had
testified during confirma-
tion hearings by the Senate
Armed Services Committee
that he supported 1.8,

bommng of Ca.lvodia and
that he would not hesitate to
recommend renewal of air
strikes in North and South
Vietnam as well as Laos in
the event of a major Com-
munist violation of Janu-
ary’s cease-fire accords.

Nixon turned to Schlesin-
ger, a recognized expert on
weapons systems, 10 days
after he announced that he
was shifting Elliot L. Rich-
ardson from the Pentagon
to attorney general to take
charge of the Justice De-
partment’s Watergate in-
vestigation.

RICHARDSON replaced
Melvin R. Laird as head of
the Defense Department,
the largest in the Federal
government.
