In a letter postmarked 9/22/87, at Chicago, Illinois.,
unknown subject wrote a threatening letter to Senator JESSE HELMS.
This letter, which was sent addressed to HELMS' Raleigh Office,
consisted of one page and was handwritten. In essence, the author
threatened to kill HELMS unless the Clean Indoor Air Act passed.

The Bureau was notified of this threatening letter
by teletype on 9/25/87 and the letter itself was sent to the
FBI Laboratory. A search of the Anonymous Letter File failed
to effect an identification. In addition, the Raleigh, North
Carolina, Office of the United States Secret Service and the
RALEIGH POLICE DEPARTMENT were notified of this threat. The
Washington Field Office appropriately notified the U. S. CAPITAL
POLICE DEPARTMENT as well.

Inasmuch as all logical investigation has been conducted
and no information has been produced to identify the unknown
subject, it is recommended this case be closed administratively.
