Fascisa first appsared in Italy, Italy was heavily populated (that is had a lot of
pecple). This is & common problem in Catholic couftries bicause the church is against
bthrth oontrol. However, sventually thers is mere people than the eapitaliat can deal
with, Thid dvconed & mojivation to expansionism, expanding beyond your borders, con.
quaring another country and sxpanding your own people into it. The theory of recial
superiority is wsed to justivy this process. (This is whers fascise comes in). . The
major capitalist powers had expanded into the thiyd world, using racialmuperiority as
& justification, They divided it among themselves, the wore poverful mations taking
the choicest and largest pieces of the pie, Italy and Germany were both late commers
to this game, so their oclonies wers poor and few., The reason the capitalist took
over tha Third wWorld wes that they psedsd their naturla resources to.fusl their in-
dustries. Without them, they could not be a capitalist power, Remember that capitalism
must expand to exist, When it comes to.a standstill it begins to wither, Capitalism
reaches crisis when it outgrows it's old btbrdefs and has no whers else to go . This
traditionally is the time to go to war, : :

Aftor world War I, Italy's economy was in & crisis, Much like the runaway inflation
in the U.S. today, Italy has lost 1/2 of her pavy, 85,000 were killed, 1/2 million
mutilated, 1 1/2 had been taken prisoners of 1sted rebellion in the working class and
the peasants ., Millions were involved. This was a threat to the existence of the
bourgeoisis, They had to act before the people followed the exsmple set in Russian
Revelution where the working class rose up and overthrew the systee and set up & work-
ing clues stats. They needed a way to sabotage the socialist movement.

PaRT I11 THE RISE OF FaSCISM IN GERM.NY

3he German working class was more organized than the Italian. They rose up just after
wwi ended and overthrew the Kaiser (the king). At first the industrialist supported
the right wing Social Democrats, but they newer really trusted them.

BOOK REVIEW

"NUCLEAR COLLUSION BETWEEN WEST GERMANY AKD SOUTH AFRICA"
by Zdenek and Rogers

ON SEPT. 4, 1975 THE SOUTH A!RICAN AMBASSADOR TO WEST GERMAXY
discovered files mwissing. He contacted South African Prime Minister
Vorester and the head of security. This was one of the most serious
leaks in their history. The missing files contained letters Tele-
gams and cables about the deal between West German wmultinationals
and South Africa. They supplied Socuth Africa the technology to
producs up to 100 atom bombs a year, of course the U.S. was in-~
volved. In the usual manner they double dealed the West Germans
and secretly arranged to sell them a jet nozzle that would enable
them to produce an enriched uranium that!s needed to produce atom
bombs. It turned out to profit all parties. The Germans built the
plant and Tinanced the project and helped with the delivery system.

The authers don't say how the documents were come by. The South
African govermment traced it to the time they moved their Embassy
Trom Cologne to Bohn. The new Embassy was too small and crates of
files sat upguarded for a long time at a depot.

JAyoung prisoner in Michagan was gconverted by his
brother to the Muslims. He was Malcom X, He became an activist end
& brillant speaker. Soon he was a leader, speaking for the Balck com-
munity.
