"Dismissal of the complaint by the grand
Jury was seen by the Moslems as8 paving the way for
the half million dollar sult which Hinton has filed
against the city as a result of the beating.

"Powder Keg

"In his telegram to Kennedy, Minister X
sald Harlem 1s a 'potentizl powder lkeg' and that if the
officers are allowed to .semain on duty in the Harlem
arez thelr presence is 'not only & inenace to soclety
but to world peace.'’

"Minaster X reminded the Commisslone: that
on April 29, Commlissiorers Robert Mangua and Walter
Arm had promlised the Moslems a falr and impartial
investigation of the beating and that !'Justice would
be «wone! If 1t was found that the beatlng given Hinton
was ‘'unwarranted.!

"Recalls Promise

"The telegram suggesved that the grand Jury
action proved that the beatirg was unwarrznted and
sald, 'We respectfully trust that the confidence
Imposed 1n the promise of your representative 1.1il1ll not
be shaken by your allowlng thecse prejudiced white men,
dlsgulsed as police officers . ., . to remain on active
duty.?

Commlssioner Walter Arm, copmenting on %the
telegram; salid, 'In my c~paclty as commissioner in
charge of community relations, I did promise an immedlate
investigation into the matter. We asked the attorneys
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"to supply us with the names of some of the witnesses
in the case - and were politely turned dowan.

"Our investigatlion was then discounted,
pending the outcome of the grand jJury's action. Now
that the grand jury has Tinished with the case, our
investigatlicon will be continued since we can get all
names from the grand jury's records,

"It would have to be Judged as to whether
the police officers exceeded thelr authority or not.
When the investigatlion 1s conmpleted, the results will
be turned over to the Commissioner (btepner P. Kennedy),
who decides on all trancfers or suspensions.”

Members follow the teachings of Fuhammad which are
allegedly based on nis interpreiation of the "Koran." They
are taught that there 1is no such taing as a Negro; that the
so-called Negro race 1is the orJginal race on earth and is
Asiatic in origin and nature; that they are not citizens of
the United States but merely slaves; that the white race,
referred to as "white devils,” is inferior to the Negro race
but has exploited tihe Negroes, irrosed slave names upon them,
withheld rrom them the history of their tiue identity and
culture, and, as a consequence, must and will be destroyed in
the approaching "War cf Armageddon,®

in the past, officials and members of the "Nation of

Islam," 1nb;uu¢rg Eiijah luhairad, have refused to register
under tha2 provieions of the Selective fervice Acts &hd have
declared that nmembers owe no 2lleglance Lo the United States.

In Jonvary, 1357, another confidential informant
related that Muhammad stated tha* apon adviece of legal oounsel,
