A package of the material has been provided to
CIA at San Francisco for forwarding to CIAHQ-CTC.

The enclosed material was seized pursuant to a USDC
authorized search warrant of the luggage and personal effects

of MOHAMMAD JAMAL KHALIFAH which were in the custody of U.S. %”
Immigration officials at San Francisco following KHALIFAH’s O LX
arrest on 12/16/94. KHALIFAH is being processed for

deportation by INS because his American visa was revoked by

U.S. State Department because he was judged to be excludable
based upon criminal charges against him for acts of terroris
in Jordan.
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A review of the enclosed English manuscript indicates
it to be a rambling treatise on application of Islam in
KHALIFAH’s personal life and international politics. A review
of the Arabic language notebook notes some English entries
indicating that at least part of the notebook contains similar
to the English manuscript. It is thought possible that the
loose pages or the rest of the notebook contains some kind of
personal journal of KHALIFAH’s with references with his intent
to engage in acts of terrorism or details of his planned or
past participation, associates or his fugitive status.
