Given his recent illness, the government has made considerable
efforts to accelerate infrastructure upgrades in the Eastern Cape
between Mandela's rural home in Qunu and the two nearest airports
(East London to the Southwest aﬁproximate1y 2 hours and 30 minutes
drive time from Qunu, and Mthatha to the Northeast approximately 1
hour and 15 minutes drive time from Qunu).

4. (SBU) The Mthatha airport runway has undergone a large extension
in the past twelve months. The government officially opened_the
expanded runway the first week in August. While CG was unable to
examine the runway as the airport was closed, she was able to take
some pictures (attached). The runway has been Tengthened and
government claims it can now handle 747's. It is unclear if it is
asphalt (as it appears to be) or hardened concrete.

There_ are no observable upgrades to radar facilities, and it did
not appear to CG's non-expert eye that a wire guidance/limited
visibility approach system had been installed. As of mid-
September, VOR approaches have not been calibrated/certified for
the new runway at Mthatha. According to Embassy information, they
do have RNAV (GNSS) apqroaches, but systems have not been upgraded.
Mthatha has traditionally had only one (small jet) scheduled flight
a day to/from Johannesburg. The control tower does not appear to
have been upgraded. Ramp/parking bays for planes are very limited.
There are no obvious upgrades to ramp 1ighting, or refueling
capacity at the airport. The terminal building remains a small one

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story structure. All passengers must descend stairs and approach
the terminal on foot; there are no jetways. The land side of the
terminal building has Timited turnaround space for a small number
-of vehicles. The parking area for the airport has been upgraded to
roughly 40 open spots and approximately 50 rental car spots (about
half of which were filled when CG visited). The entrance and exit
to the parking Tot are the same, so there is no "drive through"
turnaround area. There is no Tighting in the parking Tot.

5. (SBU) The drive from Mthatha to Qunu is approximately 37 km in a
south/south west

direction, mostly on the N2 - a major national highway. This drive
previously took no more than 45 minutes even in heavy traffic. As
part of ongoing infrastructure upgrades, however, the government 1is
rebuilding the road between Mthatha and Qunu. The road is
completely torn up and being reconstructed for 16 of the 37 km
between Mthatha and Qunu, with roadwork starting about 17 km
outside of Mthatha and ending about 500m north of the Mandela's
driveway. (Note: This is about 1 km after the northern turn-off to
the access road to Mvezo, which remains an unimproved gravel/dirt
road as reported ref a. End note.) Drive time through the
construction zone is a minimum of 30 minutes and can take an hour
as there are no passing areas and many slow and heavy trucks. Total
drive time from Mthatha to Qunu is now 70-90 minutes. Negotiating
the construction zone at night would be difficult as there are many
potholes, uneven and unmarked surfaces. There is no fencing to
keep animals off the road.

6. (SBU) East London is 205 km south and west of Qunu, and contains
a larger regional airport which is serviced several times daily
with regional jets from/to Durban, Johannesburg and Cape Town.
There are three gates at the airport and a parking lot with several
hundred parking spots. The one story terminal building does not
have jetways, all passengers debark via stairs and walk to the
terminal building. Night Tandings and limited visibility landings
and takeoffs are routine. The drive from East London to Qunu 1is
north and east on the N2. There is no major construction on this
road, and all upgrades (totally reconstructing sections of the road
to improve the surface, widen the shoulders and bridges, upgrade

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drainage, and increase passing areas and visibility for drivers)
that have been ongoing for the past two years are now completed.
Fencing along the road is mostly non-existent, so pedestrian and
Tivestock traffic on the road remains a hazard. The drive to
Mandela's gate takes approximately 2 hours and 30 minutes. Just
before reaching Mandela's house, on the east side (same side as
Mandela's house) of the N2 there is a 1 km long section of the old
N2 tarmac that has been left that runs alongside the main roadway
with an access ﬁoint 1 km south of the gate and an egress point
about 20 m south of Mandela's driveway. This may have been left as
a possible ad hoc parking/motorcade staging area.

7. (SBU) In Mvezo there is now a new access road from the south
that Tinks to the former access road from the north. A new, paved
access road to Mvezo has been complieted after more than 18 months
of work. The turnoff is 23 km south of Qunu, off the road to East
London. The 9 km-Tong road is all cement brick takes 10 minutes to
drive. The road is smooth and while curvy, it is well graded and
has good drainage. There is Tivestock fencing on both sides of the
access road all the way from the N2 to Mvezo. About 100 m past the
Great Place entrance gate, the road reverts back to the poorly
maintained dirt road.

3; Official memorial service: FNB Stadium, Johannesburg

The official memorial service at FNB 'Stadium, Johannesburg, on Tuesday,
December 10. The event will begin formally at 11h©@. Gates will open. at
6hop.

This is an international event that will be attended by members of the
public alongside national and international leaders.

The President of the Republic of South Africa will address the official
memorial service,

The programme will also include tributes by Heads of State from the
various regions of the globe, the continent and representatives of
international and regional organisations. Eminent persons Will also
address ‘the gathering.

As we invite people to participate in this event, we must make the
additional point that the body of President Mandela will not be in.
position at the Official Memorial Service. President Mandelsd will 1ié in
state at the Union Buildings only from Wednesday; December 11 to 13
December 2013,

Our advicé is that peoplé outside Gauteng come together in their own
provinces to ensure that this is a truly nationwide event, and that people
take advantage of the fact that all key events are being broadé¢ast live.

Provincial and local authorities have béen requested to arrange transport
for mourners from various parts of the country to FNB Stadium and the
overflow venues at Ellis Park Stadium, Orlando Stadium and Dobsopville
Stadium.

sterling speech yesterday at the memorial service is still the talk of the

town. Everyone is still talking about it. It probably will be one of the

most memorable moments of yesterday. There was a clip that we had prepared yesterday and
perhaps we can just play you a little bit of that clip just to see.[pauses] alright, I
cannot find it at the moment but it is actually

there where right towards the end, and I think for me that was the most

touching element, where he was saying that, you know what, I am imperfect, but he makes me
want to be a better man. Take a listen. Alright, I cannot find it. I cannot find it but
somebody who spoke to him immediately after

that speech is the US Ambassador to South Africa, Ambassador Patrick

Gaspard. He is on the radio [as heard] for me to talk about just the

speech and a whole lot of other issues that came out of yesterday.

Ambassador, it’s good to talk to you this afternoon. Hello.

[Gaspard] Xolani, it is good to be on; thank you for having me.

[Gwala] Thank you very much. You were with the President of the US before
the speech and after the speech. What did he think of the speech
afterwards?

[Gaspard] You know, I have been privileged to be with the president many
times when he has given important remarks. It is not in his nature to

1




reflect on his own speeches afterwards. I will tell you that he was
reflective on the moment, the crowd, and the opportunity to be here in
this country to express the condolences and the commitment of the American
people to the South African people.

[Gwala] What did he think of the memorial service as such, the President?
What did he say about how it went?-

[Gaspard] You know, he did not ..[pauses] after the speech he did not spend
a lot of time reflecting on the surface; he did say that he appreciated
having an opportunity to directly express condolences to Ma Graca Machel.
He had spoken to her on the phone the morning after Madiba’s transition
but it was good to be able to do it in person. And he did say that he got
a lot of tremendous energy from the crowd.

Xolani, I am pleased that you were focused on the part of the president’s

speech where he talked about how Madiba and his example compelled him to

be a better man. I think that for me that was the most resonant part of

the speech. And when he talked about the ways in which we cannot just

brand Madiba and make him a marble statue, but that we have to treat it as living example.
I think that was an important message to the young people

in particular, not only in South Africa but throughout the world.

[Gwala] I certainly agree. But the point is that we should take something out of Madiba
that we will take throughout our lives, that we will reflect

in our lives as well and if it means making all of us better men, then

yes.

[Gaspard] That is right. I was with you a few days ago, Xolani, on

Vilakazi Street. You and I saw lots of young people who were in a

celebratory mood, who were chanting about Madiba’s accomplishments. But it is important
that that spirit remain on vilakazi Street and that Madiba’s example is one that governs
public life, civil society, private life here

in South Africa. That is tremendously important.

[Gwala] But surely, he must have cringed or felt sorry for our President
Zuma when a large section of the crowd booed him there. Did he say
anything about that?

[Gaspard] The president did not remark on how anyone was received by the
crowd. He did remark often on the spirit of the crowd, their enthusiasm
and the way they were making great sounds for the world to hear about how
they loved Madiba. That was his focus.

[Gwala] Okay. So there were no questions to you? Because I would imagine
that if he had any questions about the political dynamics that might have
led to people booing, those questions would have gone to you.

[Gaspard] You know, Xolani, I am privileged to be the US ambassador to

South Africa and when your president comes into a country, you have a

responsibility to have a conversation with the president about the

conditions that exist here and I was pleased to be able to tell the

president that this continues to be, as he knows since he visited

recently, continues to be an opportunity-rich environment. There is so

much that has been accomplished here, so much more to do. The president is aware of the
acute challenges that exist here in South Africa in the wake

of apartheid and he knows that there is much that we have to do in this

partnership.

[Gwala] Another controversial, I suppose, part of yesterday’s proceedings was the hand
shake with Cuban President Raul Castro. Surely, the protocol people would have known where
Raul Castro was seated and would have known

that naturally, President Barack Obama would have had to shake his hand.

[Gaspard] You know, that was not a concern for us yesterday; it was

certainly not a concern for Barack Obama. We were here to honor Nelson

Mandela and to give expression of what he meant to the world and that is

what the president did. When he took that stage, there were other world

leaders there and anyone who extended a hand to him, he appropriately and rightly returned
the gesture, and when you consider that we were honoring

a man who at his own inauguration invited his jailors to have front row

seats, it is appropriate to make those kinds of gestures on that day. But that being said,
the president had some very harsh words for dictators who

corrupt the language of liberation but continue to oppress their .own

people and he has got a well articulated policy on Cuba, his continued

concern about human rights abuses in that country.

[Gaspard] So in other words you are saying that we should not read much in that hand shake?
It is not so much that perhaps there is an improvement in
the relations between US and Cuba?

[Gaspard] This was_a nioment for statesmen and the president did the right
thing as a head of state in that moment particularly given who we were
honoring yesterday.

[Gwala] There is also some controversy about that selfie, that self
portrait of the British Prime Minister David Cameron, US Pre51dent Barack
Obama and the Danish Prime Minister...

[Gaspard interrupting] You know what, Xolani, I think there was even some
controversy that enraged yesterday. This controversy about just about
everything but the president of the United States came here with three
former presidents of the United States, a former secretary of state, 20
members of Congress and lots of other American luminaries to pay proper
respect to one of the gredtest icons who has ever graced this earth. That
was President Obama’s focus and continues to be our focus in the wake of
that. I know social media was abuzz, but 99 percent of this planet was
focused on the importance of Madiba’s legacy and that we need to continue
to do the honor that and we honor that by focusing properly on the
challenges that are in front of us not on selfies.

[Gaspard laughing] No, that is very true. It was all over social media and
the comment there was that perhaps the First Lady Michelle Obama was a
little unhappy about that selfie.

[Gaspard] I was, you know, I have to tell you, Xolani, I again had the

distinct privilege to accompany my president and the First Lady. The First Lady has now
been, in the last few years..[pauses], the First Lady has now

been to South Africa three times. She cares passionately about what is

taking place in this country and throughout the sub-Saharan African

region. And yesterday, she was in solemn and sombre observation of this

moment for Madiba and at one point I was honoured to sit beside the First

Lady and she was just infused with the spirit of the moment.
