Mr. McSwain wanted 40 know whether Agents should
be dispatched %o talk to Harvey in view of his position as radio
commentator.

I suggested to Mr. McSwain that regardless of Harvey's
position, i he was in a restricted area without permission and there _
was ¢ possidle violation of the Atomic Energy Act, Agents should interview:
Haorvey to get full details from him. I requested Mr. MeSwdin to advise
the Bureau promptly of tthe results of the interview with Harvey and

others who might be involved in this.

In view of a poésibie publicity angle involved in this matter,
I called Assistant Director Nichols and. informed him of the above
information and of the fact that Chicago was going to interview Harvey.
