Attorney General, J. Howard McGrath announced today the arrest by
FBI Agents of Alfred Dean Slack, 44, at Byracuse, New York, on espionage
charges. . |

J. Bdgar Hoover, Director, Federal Bureau of Investigation, stated
that Slack has been identified as the individual who furnished classified
information and material to Harry Gold at Kingsport, Tennessee, in 1943 and
19kh. At that time Slack was employed in the Holston Ordnance Works at .
Kingsport. Slack has admitted turning over a sample of & poverful nevw
explosive which at that time was being manufactured at the Ordnance Works.
Slack has also edmitted furnishing Gold highly classified information on the
menufacturing process of this highly concentrated explosive. In turn Harry
Gold turned over this sample of explosive and data to his Soviet principal,
Semen M. Semenov. This is the same individual who subsequently instructed
Gold to cease having further contacts with Slack in view of "a very important
Assi_gnment" which was siiren Gold. Semenov then assigned Gold to contact
Dr. Klaus Fuchs for the pmrpose of receiving secret dsta on th'e atomic bomb
which were Aturned. over to the Russisns. Harry Gold‘ knew'Semenov only by the
name of "Sem" and "Sem's” real identity was subsequently establisized through
the investigative efforts of FBI Agents aé Semenov.

Semenov, an employee of the Amtorg Trading Corporation, left the
United States in September, 1944. Mr, Hoover further stated that after

Semenov’s departure from the United States, Gold's contacts with the Soviet

Espionage Service were handled through an individual known to Gold only as
"John." The true identity of "John" has since been established through
investigation as Anatoli Antonovich Yakovlev. Yakovlev, a Vice Consul of

the Soviet Consulate in New York City, left the United States on December 27,
1946.

An analysis of the material secured during the secarch of HARRY GOID's

The photograph described in this report was delivered to the
Philadelphia Office, on June 15, 1950, by SA L. O. GALLAHER of the
New York Office., This photograph was also returned to the New York
Office on the same evening by SA GALLAHER.

HARRY GOLD on June 16, 1950 advised SA's T. SCOTT MILIER, JR. and
RICHARD E. BRENNAN that he has no more information concerning DAVID
GREENGLASS, beyond that which he has already furnished.

HARRY GOLD on June 26, 1950 advised SiA's T. SCOTT MILILER, JR. and
RICHARD E. BRENNAN that the relative of GREENGLASS whom he was to
contact in December of 1945 was named JULIUS, GOLD has previously
stated that he believed this relative's name was PHILIP,{ Jt should be
noted that this JULIUS is probably identical with JULIU /P.OSENBERG, who
is the subject's brother-in-law. GOLD also stated that ‘he recalled
RUTH GREENGLASS, subject's wife, had mentioned that she had talked to
JULIUS shortly before leaving New York 'City to go to Albuquerque.

On this date, a list of 1} surnames were shown to GOLD and he passed
by the name ROSENBERG, stating that it meant nothing to hime In this
connection, it is also pointed out that GOID advised he is not certain
whether he was given the last name of GREENGLASS's relative in

New York City.

GOID did state, however, that he reccived the impression at the time
that JULIUS was either an uncle or an in-law of the subject's, He
also said that he left Albuquerque with the understanding that the
subject and his wife would be staying with JULIUS in New York City,
when they arrived there in the following December. GOLD said that it

Concerning the above-mentioned 5igned st.atement, it should be noted
that prior to its dictation by ‘Special Agents JORN W. LEWIS, LEO H. FRUTKIN and
DAVID GREENGLASS,. that GREENGLASS had advised Agents LEWIS and FRUTKIN that he
first became aware that he was working on the Atem Bomb when he learned it from
his wife at the time she requeSted him to get information on it for the Soviets, -
about November 29, 194h, It will be noted that he changed this statement in the
above quoted statement to read that he first became aware he was working gn the
Atom Bomb when he learned it from talk around the Los Alamos Project. GREENGLASS
stated that he feels that it is his duty to protect his wife and his family to
the best of his ability under the circumstances.

She was confronted with the faet that HARRY COLD and her husband, DAVID,
had in separate interviews independently confirmed GOLD'S visit to the
CREENGLASSES in Albuquerque in the spring of 1945. She then advised that
she would not answer any further questions concerning her husband. She said
she would not believe any such admissions by her husband unless he himself
told her so.

'The ambulance that was to take Mrs. GREENGLASS home was outside
