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VIII. INFORMATIOﬁ FURNISHWD BY DAVID GREENGIASS TO HIS ATTORKEY

On June 28 1950, ‘Mr. O, JOHN ROGGE attorney for DAVID
GREENGIASS, Lol Broadtmy, Weﬂ—E'BWshed the following infor-
mation to SA Daniel F. O'Counor:

Mr. ROGGE stated that he had been advised by DAVID GREENGLASS
that his contact at Los Alamos was to be identified by the production
of one half of a box top which was to match the torn part of the box
top which was furnished to GREENGLASS by the latter's brother-in-law,
JULIUS.BOSENRFRG. Mr. ROGGE said that GREENGLASS had advised him that
the whole box top was in the possession of JULIUS ROSENBERG before it
was torn in two. ROGGE said that GREENGLASS also told him that some
person other than HARRY GOLD was supposed to have contacted him. Mr.
ROGGE also stated tHAT CREENGLASS had advised that "they" wanted -
GREENGLASS to remain at Los Alamos but that GREENGLASS had refused.
ROGGE could not state to whom the term "they" refers.

ROSENBERC said he was born 12, 1918 the Washington
Heights section of Manhattan, New York. His father, was a tailer
by occupation and had been born near Warsaw, Pofland, at a place he believed
to be named Novigrov, in 1888 or 1889, ias Father entered the United
States in early 1900, His mother, was born at Lumsge, Poland
in 1888, His parents were married on Clinton Street, New York City, in
1906 or 1907. He was graduated from Public School 88, located on Lewis
and Rivington Strecets, Manhattan, New York. He was graduated from Seward
Park High School in June, 1934, He then entered the City College of New
York, School of Engineering, and graduated with a B, S. Degree in Electrical
Engineering in February, 1939. He attended the Day School during this
period although he took some courses in the Evening Session., While in
college he was a member of the American Institute of Electrical Engineers
but he engaged in no sports and achieved no schelastic honors.

In 1938 or 1939 he took an aercnautical drafting course
in the Union of Engincers School, located on East 16th or 17th Street, New
York City, and in 1940 he studied airplane structure, aerodynamics, and
aviation motor design at the Guggenheim School of Aeronautics, and in 1940
he took a tool design course at the Polytechnic Institute of Brooklyn, New
York.

ROSENEERG said he was employed in the latter part of 1938
by the Nabor Electric Company, East 22nd Street, New York City, working
on electric installatdons.

ROSENBERG said that his instructor at the Union School
was a Mr. WILLIAMS, who operated the Williams Aercnautical Company, West 17th
Street, New York City, and he was employed by WILLIAMS between 1938 and

1935

ROSENEFERG married
GREENGLASS, on June 18, 1939, Hie wife, ETHEL, was employed by the United
States Census Bureau at Washington, D. C.

ROSENEERG had previeusly filed applications for various
United States Civil Service positions and in the Summer of 1940 he was
appointed as a Junlor Inspection Engineer with the United States Army Sig-
nal Corps and given a P-l Civlil Service rating. He was first assigned to
the Brooklyn Army Bese, Brooklyn, New York, for twe years. Then, he was
assigned to the Philadelphia Procurement Agency of the Signal Corps at
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Philadelphia, Pennsylvania for a one year period, and he was aseigned for
two years at the Newark Procurement Agency, Newark, New Jersey., In 19LL
or 1945 he was fired from the Newark Signal Corps Inspection Agency for
alleged subversive activities. ROSENBERG seid that his job was to set
up ingpection units for the Army Signal Corps with a factory and to see
that the manufactured product passed all inspection requirements from the
time the contract was awarded until delivery, He said he worked in pri-
vate industry on radio receiving sets and transmitters. ROSENBERG sald
he never worked at Fort Monmouth, New Jersey because that was a design
and laboratory agency and he was assigned to a procurement and inspection

agency.

VWhen ROSENBERG graduated from engineering school he wanted
to get a Job and it wag suggested to him that if he joined the Federation
of Architects, Engineérs, Chemists and Technicians Union, he would get a
Job. He went to Union office located on Beckman Street, New York City,
e vhere he met MARC CHERER, who got him into the Union. WMARCEL SCHERER

ROSENBERG said that when he was dismissed from the Signal
Corps it was charged that he belonged to the F,A.E.C.T., which was a Com-
munist Union, and being a member of this Union, he was a Communist, It
was also charged that he lived with MA! ARSKY at 111 South Third
Street, Brooklyn, New York, and that POGARSKY was a Union member and was
stated to be a Communist Party membery further, that the POGARSKYS had
Communist Party gatheringes in their home, It was charged that when
ROSENBERG moved into 111 South Third Street, Brooklyn, New York, the "Daily
Worker! appeared under the apartment doors and that when he moved out this
practice was discontinued., A charge was made that ETHEL ROSENHERG signed
some Commurist petition to place a Communiet on the voting ballot. ROSENBERG
S . was told that they had evidence of his membership in & Communist Party

group.

ROSENEERD claimed he wae given no hearing but that he
was working as an Assistant to Lieutenant AICOTT, the Signal Corps Area
Officer, and that he was called to the Newark Inspection Signal Corps Qffice,
Newark, New Jersey, where the charges were read to him. He then made notes
of the charges and was told he had the right to answer them. ROSENBERG
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stated he was suspended from active duty and he then went to the FuA.E.CeTe
Unien for assistance. Th= Union sent him to VICTOBXFAEIN(YITZ, an aStor-
ney with offices on lower Broadmay, New York City. ROSENLERG cliaimed that
because he could not pay for an attorney he answered the .harges himself

‘nal Corpse He was then notified by the Signal Corps that he was perman-

ently dismissed - &nd he appealed this decision unsuccessfully.

ROSENEERG then became employed at the Imerson Radio and
Phonograph Company, New York City, as an engineer and he then stopped his
activity in the Union, ROSENBERG said he never worked at any Western
Electric plant, but that he worked three or five days at the General Elec-
tric plant loocated at West Lynn, Massachusetts. He was an inspector at the
Jefferson Travers Company located on Second Avenue and 22nd Street, New
York City, in late 1940 and early 1941. For six months in 1941 ho was an
inspector at the RCA plent, Camden, New Jersey., He was later Assistant
Inspector and then Inspector in Charge at the Emerson Radie and Phono-
graph Company, New York City., ROSENEFRG said that though he applied for
entrance into Cooper Union in 1940 ke did not meet the requirements.

. ROSENBERG said that when DAVID GREENGLASS was inducted
into the Army he knew that he was in an ordnance outfit but he did not
know if he was assigned to Maryland. He though® DAVID GREENGLASS was in
California at Fort Ord, He also thought that RUTH GREENGLASS went with
her husband when he was first inducted into the Army. About a year later,
he believed, DAVID GRETNGLASS went to New Mexico and RUTH followed him
there., He said he assumed that DAVID GREFNGLASS came to New York with RUTH
in the Summer of 194 -a furlough., He thought ke met them at his mother-
in-law'!s, Mrs. TESSIZAGREFENGLASS, and that DAVID mentioned something about
his working on a secret project and that he wanted to go overseas with his
outfit.

ROSENEERG said that in view
of this it eould have been very esrly in the Spring of 1945 that DAVID
was on furlough in New York because his recollection was thrown off by
reason of the fact that he recalled DAVID'S wearing light clothes,

ROSENEERG esaid he saw DAVID when he came home to New York
L from New Mexdoo and that he saw hin again before he left, ROSENBERG sald
A that these were only social visits or partiea at his mother-in-law!s house
or at the home of one of the members of the family, such as ilr, and Mrs.
PRINTZ.
A SA Harrington asked ROSENBERG if he had ever seen DAVID
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alone and ROSENBERG at first denied this. Then he admitted seeding DAVID
alone on one occasion and said that was to play pool at a local pool room
oalled "Sammy's." ROSENBERG explained that DAVID is very fond of shooting
pOQlo

ROSENEERG was asked if he contacted RUTH prior to her
leaving for New Mgxioo in November, 194k, to request her to sound her

" husband DAVID eut to sece if he would be willing to turn over confidential

information to the Soviets concerning the seeret project he wae working

on at Loe Alamos, ROSENBERG denied contacting RUTH in New York City and
making sush a request of her, ROSENBERG was asked what arrangements he

had made for DAVID to be contaected by the Soviets in Albuquerque, New Mexioo,
and what means of identification was to be useds ROSENEERG denied making
any such arrangemente and he elaimed that he lacked the technieal kmowledge
to question DAVID on what he was working and further, that he did not know
any Russians,

ROSENBERG was Questioned as to whether he recalled arrang-
ing for DAVID to mect him in a oar in New York City and driving to the
East Side of Manhattan to meet an unidentified Soviet who questioned him
about a high explosive lens which was being experimented with at the Los
Alamos Atom Bomb projects ROSENBERG denied that he had made any such ar-
rangements for DAVID to meet any Soviet individuale., ROSENBERG wanted to
mow if DAVID had said that he did this and also wanted DAVID GREENGIASS
to confront him and make this accusation, When he was asked if DAVID did
confront him and reiterate this statement that he would do, ROSENEERG said
he would deny it.

ROSENBERG wag asked to sign a waiver of scarsh of his re-.
sidense and he said he would not sign anything er answer any Questions un-
til hc oconsulted his attorney, The interview was then ended and RO0SENBERG
telephoned the office of VICTOR RABINOWITZ, 76 Beaver Street, New York City,
and arranged for an appointment with him at 5:00 o'clock, June 16, 1950,

Oon July 6, 1950 a Federal Orand Jury sitting at Santa Fe,
New Mexico indieted DAVID GREENGLASS, specifiecally eharging, as follows:

" That from on or absut Janusry 1, 1945, and continuously

thereafter far a considerable period, the exact period being to the Grand

writings, sketches, notes and information relating to Atomic Fnergy and
nuclear fission.

" Pursuant to the sald conspiracy and to effect the objects

 thereof, the defendant and other conspirators, did commit, among others,

n 1, On or about June 3, 1945, at Albuquergde, in the Dis-
trict of New Mexico, the defendant, DAVID GREENGLASS, d oonferred
with HARRY GOLD and at that time delivered to said HARR¥XGOLD information
relating to the Natlonal Defense of the United States,

" 2, On or about June 3, 1945, at Albuquerque, in the State
and District of New Mexico, the defendant, DAVID GREENGIASS; received from
HARRY GOLD the sum of $500,00 in currency.

" 3+ On or about the 3rd day of June, 19L5; at Albuguerque;
in the State and District of New Mexioco, the defendant, DAVID GREENGL.ASS,
prepared a .gketch of a high explosive lense molds

" Le On or about the 3rd day of Jme, 1945 at Albuquerque,
in the State and District of New Mexico, the defendant; DAVID GREFNGIASS,
prepared a statement concerning the Los Alamos Projects

The FBI laboratory performed an examination relating to
three white pages and two carbon 8heets of typewriting specimens obtained
from & Smith-Corona Noiseless Portable Typewriter of DAVID GREENGLASS,
265 Rivington Street, New York City, also containing known handwriting of
DAVID GREENGIASS. The FBI IAborntofy coneluded that the DATID
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GREFNGLASS algnatures appearing on a signature oard for Savinge Account
#35169, of the Albuguerqus. Naticnal Trust and Savings Bar'c. Altuguercue,
New Mex)so, had beer wrii‘en by DAVID GREENGIASS, waose kaown siznature
appeared on the typuewritirg specimens mentioned hersinbo e,

The FHI lLzporatory subsequently esanmine:. ohotcriatic
copies of three envelopes and accompanying lettere addretsed to Mrs. R.
GREENGLASS, bearing known handwriting of DAVID GREENILASS, and thoto-
atatic copies of three envelopes and accompanying letters addrsssed to
DAVE GREENGLASS, bearing known handwriting of RUTH GREENGLASS. The FBI
laboratory concluded that the RUTH GREENGIASS pignatures appearing on a
signature eard for Savings Account #35169, of the Albuquerque Kational
Trust and Savinge Bank, Albuquerque, New Mexino, ac well as the RUTH
GREENGLASS signatures appearing on other available specimens, as well as
the "lirs, D, GREENGLASS" signature appearing on one of the specimens, were
written by RUTH GREENGLASS whoge known handwriting was found on the photo-
statioc copies of three envelopes and accompanying letters addressed to
DAVE GREENGLASS.

The FBI laboratory also concluded that the handwriting
on the photoastatic copies of three envelopes and accompanying letters
eddressed to Mrs. R. GREENGLASS, bearing the kmown handwriting of DAVID
GREENGLASS, was writtcn by the writer of the statements signed "DAVID
GREENGLASS, * appearing on the reverse sides of the sheets of paper compris—
ing the known typewriting specimens set out hereinbefore.

L I was born March 3, 1922 at New York City and my home is

pow at 265 Rivington Street, New York City, New York. I was inducted into

the United States Army April 12, 1943 and was given Army Serial Number 32882473
and was discharged from the army February 28, 1946. About August, 194k,
as a non-comnissioned officer in the United States Army, I was assigned to

a highly-secret army project at Los Alamos, New Mexico, which I later

learned to be the atom bomb projects

n About November 29, 19LL, I traveled from Los Alamos to
Albuquerque, New Mexico, where I met my wife RUTH who had come from New
York City to celebrate our wedding anniversary. On or about that date,
while walking on Route US 66 toward the Rio Grande River in Albuquerque,
my wife RUTH told me that my brother-in-law, JULIUS RCSENBERG, who is
married to my sister ETHEL, had asked RUTH to ask me to furnish information
ooncerning the work I was doing at Los Alamos so that it could be furnished
t0 the Soviet Government. RUTH told me that I was working on the atom
bomdb project., I was very esurprised but told RUTR that I already knew T
was worldng on the atom bomb, She said that my brother-in-law explained
that we are at war with Germany and Japan and they are the enemy and that
Soviet Russia is fighting the enemy and is therefore entitled to the in-
formation, RUTH told me that she did not like for me to get involved in
this matter as she thought it would cause trouble, I told RUTH, however,
that I would agrece to give whatever information came to me in the course
of my employment at Loe Alamos on the atom bomb project.

n I had a furlough from about December 30, 19LL to about
January 20, 1545, whieh time I spent in New York City. While in New York
City during that time I talked to JULIUS ROSENEERG and ROSENBERG des-
oribed to me generally how the atom bomb functionss I later learned through
my employment at Los Alamos that the bomb which ROSENBERG had deseribed to
me at that time was the naval type atom bomb which was later dropped on
Hiroshima about August, 1945, During this same meeting with JULIUS ROSENBERG
in January, 1945, I furnished JULIUS ROSENBERG with a list of names of per-
sons employed at Los Alamos whom I believed to be ideologically suited for
recrultment to furnish information concerning the atom bomb for the Rus~
sians, ' .

-
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n It may have been during the above-mentioned furlough in -~
January, 19L5 or possibly during a furlough about September, 1545 that the
following incident occurreds

" One night, while I was in New York City on furlough from
the los Alamos atom bomb project, my brother-in-law, JULIUS ROSENBERG,
asked to see me. I borrowed an automobile, drove to the vicinity of about
First Avenue, somewhere between FEast L2nd Street and Fast 59th Street in
New Ycrk City, and parked the car at the curb on a north-bound street
faeing north. JULIUS ROSENBERG walked over to the car and told me to wait.
Then he walked away and came back with a man and introduced him to me by
first name which I do not recall. The man got into the car and JULIUS
AOSENBERG walked away. I drove the car around in New York City for about
15 minutes while the man asked me Questions about a high explosive lens
which was being experimented with at the Los Alamos atom bomb project at
that time. I tried to describe the lens to the man while I was driving
but was unable to furnish him with a great deal of information concerning
it becausec I was concentrating on the driving. After I let the man out

of the ecar I never saw nor heard of him againe. At the end of my furlough
time I returned to my assignment at los Alamos,

" About February, 1945, my wife RUTH moved to Albuguerque,
New Mexico, She szid she had been told by JULTUS ROSENBERG that a2 woman
named ANNE would come to Albuguerque, New Mexico, and would meet RUTH in
front of a2 store on Central Avenue in Albuquerque, at whieh time arrange-
ments would be made for a meeting to pick up information to be furnished
by me concerning the atom bomb. As I recall, ANNE was supposed to come to
Albuquergue about the latter part of May and RUTH was to walk in front of
the storec at a certzin time on three different consecutive days until the
meeting with ANNE should be made. This meeting, however, never occurred,

" About June, 19L5, a man came to the apartment where my
wife RUTH was living at 209 North High Strcet, Albuquerque, New Mexico,

He had with him a torn piece of cardboard which matched a torn piece of
oardboard I had been furnished as a means of identifying the person to whom
I was to furnish information concerning the atomic bomb, I am unable to
recall at this time whether my half of the torn cardboard was furnished to
me by JULIUS ROSENBERG during my January, 1945 furlough in New York City
oc whether ROSENEERG had given it to my wife RUTH to give to me when she
moved to Albugquerque in February, 1945. This man who had the proper id-
entification, I believe, introduced himself to me as DAVE, although I am
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Mot certain of the name he usedj however, I later recogniged this man's
pictures in various newspapcrs as being HARRY GOLD. At the time GOLD came
t0 me in Albuguerque in June, 1945, I furnished him with a liet of names
of persons employed at the Los Alamos atom bomb project whom I thought
might be ideologically tuited for recruitment to furnish information to
the Russians concerning the atom bomb and I also gave him a sketch of a
high explosive lens mold which was an experiment to study implosion ef-
fects on a steel tube to understand the effect it would have on uranium
80 that it counld be determined how a eritical mass could be arrived at
which would not explode before detonztdon. I also furnished GOLD with
information concerning the identity of a world-famous scientist who was
working at Los Alamos under an assumed name and also furnished information
that Oppenheimer and Kisti.kowsky were working at Los Alamos. GOLD told
me that I was living in a rather poor place and said I could probably use
some money. 1 answered that I could usc some money. GOLD then gave me
an envelope containing $500 in curremsy. GOID said that he would come
back to see me again and I agreed to sece him but he never contacted me
again. My wife RUTH also met GOLD at that time.

" T had a furlough from Xos Alamos about September, 1945,
which I spent in New York City. Almost as soon as I got to New York City
JULIUS ROSENHERG got in touch with me and I met him on the street some-
where in the eity. At that time I furnished JULIUS ROSENBERG with an un-
scaled envelope containing the information I had been able to gather con-
carning the atomic bomb, as well as a couple of sketches of the molds which
make up the aton bomb. To the best of my recollection, the information I
furnighed ROSENBERG concerning the atom borb at that time is substantially
as follows:

U The atomic bomb is made up of 36 pentagonal-shaped molds,
Yhen all set together, the molds form a sphere made of a high explosive,
with a ball of plutonium in the center. 1Inside the plutonium is a sphere
of beryllium. A barium plastic shield is in between the plutonium and the
high explosive. The high explosive has two detonators for each high ex-
plosive segment. The detonators are connected to a number of condensers,
possibly about 36 or 72. The condensers are also ealled capacitators.

The number of detonators is twice the number of molds and the number of
condensers is equal in number to the detonators. The beryllium has a
hollow centers The beryllium has a number of cone-shaped heles in it.

The apex of each cone is toward the periphery of the beryllium. The bery= « -

1lium is gold~plated which prevents it from emitting neutrons. The de~
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%tonation of the high explosive causes the plutonium to be ecrushed or im-
ploded and thercfore increases the number of plutonium ncutrons which are
free, The baryllium also becomes imploded amd the beryllium neutrons are
Jetted out through the cones into the mass of plutonium which sets off the
chain reaction of the plutonium which results in an atomic explosion.

" I d not know whether ROSENBERG recad thes above information
or what disposition he made of it. He did not give me any money for the
information at that time. The war was over at that time and I was hoping

to be discharged from the army in the near futures ROSENGEARG at that time
attempted to persuade me to continue my employment at the Los Alamos atom
bomb project in a civilian capacity after such time as I should be discharged
from the army. I declined to follow this advice, inasmuch as I desired to
return to my home in New York City.

n Shortly after my discharge from the army February 28,
1946, I returncd to my home in New York City and after a few months be-
came associated in business with JULIUS ROSENEERG. He and I and others
were partners in the G & R Engineering Company, New York City, in 1346,
and continued that arrangement when that company was taken over by the
Pitt Machine Products Company, Incorporated, New York City. I severed

my relations with the latter company in September, 1949. During my asso-
ciation with JULIUS ROSENEERG in business from 1946 to 1949, I learned
through conversations with him that he has been extensively engaged in
Soviet espionagees He has told me that he has contacts with scientists

or engineers in Cleveland, Ohio, and in upstate New York, I believe at
Syracuse, Rothester, Buffalo, and Schenectady. He also told me that usually,
where he has a contact who is a sclentist working at some plant or labor-
atory doing secret work, that he also has a contact with a2 tschnician or
gome insignificant person who makes microfilm of the information furnished
by the scientist. This microfilm is then taken to some movie theater

in New York ty JULIUS ROSENHERG where it is hidden in some obscure place
by the contact and is shortly thereafter picked up by the Russlans. He
hae told me that in somc instances his contacts furnish him the information
before it is mderofilmed and in those oases, ROSENBERG himself makes up
the mierofilm, For this purpose, he has a leica camera and also has two
apartments having no tenants where he does the photographic work. Ome

of these apartments is losated in the vieinity of 12th Street and Avenue
B in New York City and is & furnished apartment. The other is located
somewhere in Greenwich Village, New Yorks I do not know whether he has
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frented both of the above apartments at the same time. He offered to let
me use the apartment at 12th Street and Avenue B for living quarters when
I was discharged from the army in February, 19463 however, I declined this
offer as I did not wish to have any further participation in Soviet es-
pionage and so did not see the apartment. ROSENBERG has told me that when
he wants to meet any of his Russian espionage superiors in person that
RARARS arrangements are made for them to meet him somewhere on Long Island and
I that on those occasions the Russian is very careful to elude any survell-
lance that is being conducted on him, JULIUS ROSENEERG told me that he
knows about 2 sky platform the United States Govermment is working on in
upstate New York. He explained that this project is presently in the stage
st e where the mathematics are being worked out and it would consist of a plat-
RS form at a point in space where gravity ceases to exiast, perhaps about
5,000 miles from the earth., He also told me that he kmows of work being
done on atomie energy in connection with its use in producing power for
airplanes. He has mentioned a contact in upstate New York who is working
on jet airplanes. He has since my discharge attempted to persuade me to
become a student of nuclear physies at the Massachusetts Institute of
Technology to be financed by him and the GI Blil of Rights in order that
I could make contacts in the field of nuclear physics to obtain information
for the Soviet Government. He alsoc on one occasion attempted to persuade
\ me to become a student at the University of Chicago at Russian expense
scccerayr because several of the persons there previously worked on the Los Alamos
atom bomb ject. He has also told me that he is known to ELIZABETH EENTLEY
and JACOFBAGOLOS. ROSENEERG was under the impression that he had introduced
me to HA GOLD; howewver, that is a mistake. ROSENBERG has told me that
the Russians are very weak in electronics and radio tubes and any informa-
tion in that regard is very wvaluable to them. JULIUS ROSENBERG also
once told me that he took the whole proximity fuse out of Emerson Electric
Company in a briefcase while ROSENBERG was employed there and that the
proximity fuse was a highly secret invention at t!}at time.

o » The person named ANNE!WM ve, who was supposed '
R to have contacted RUTH in Albuquerque, New Mexico, is married to MIKE,S(LOFOV' CH

whose last name I cannot recall. I do not know whether I ever met ANNE
but have a vague impression of having met her onee at the home of JULIUS
ROSENEERG. I remember that MIKE attended Brooklyn Polytechnic Institute,
Brocklyn, New York, while I was there in 1940 and I believe that he was a
freshman at that time in the day school and probably went on to graduate
as I understand he is now a graduate engineer. About the Summer of 1948,
MIKE came to the Pitt Machine Products Company, Inc., and asked to sce

"JULIUS ROSENEERG who was not there at the time. He told me I believe
that he was ther workdng at some establishment in Ohio which I believe
may be Gibbs and Cox in Cleveland; QChio, MIKE ig described as followsi
age, about 32 yearsj height, S5!8n-5'9"; weight, 185-190 1lbs,p build,
heavy, muscular, solid; hair, black, bald in center; round head, muscular
Jaws, smokes pipe and talks with pipe in mouth, ruddy complexion, good
teethy nationelity, born in United States, of Russian or Ukrainian an-
cestry; heavy beard, but smooth shaven.

" Through conversation with JULIUS ROSENBERG, I got the
impression that the man who previocusly rented the apartment at 10 Monroe
Street, New York City, now occupied by ROSENEERG, was an engineer also
engaged in Soviet espionage and it was through this medium that ROSENBERG
was able to get the apartment. This man left New York City ostensibly to
go to the West Coast to live but instead went to China. ROSENBERG also
told me that a number of the seientists who attended the Cultural and
Scientific Meeting at the Waldorf-Astoria Hotel in New York City some time
ago, were contacts of ROSENBERG. ROSENBERG also told me that one of his
contacts is a man who flew to Egypt as a $200-a-day consultant on an
Egyptian dam project. This trip was made in the summertimec between the
period from 1946 to 15L9.

" Periodically, since I was discharged from the army, I
have borrowed swas of money from JULIUS ROSENBERG in different amounts up
to $200 each which probably totals about $1,000. On each occasion,
ROSENFERG would tell me that he would have to borrow the money from someone
elsc to let me have it. I regarded each of these as loans but because of
my knowledge of ROSENBERG'S Soviet espionage activities, I believe that
ROSENBERG regardcd them as blackmail,

" About February, 1950, when KA CHS was arrested in
England, ROSENBERG came to me and said that I would have to leave the
country because FUCHS! arrest would lead directly to GOLD. I declined,
however, to leave the United States. When HARRY GOLD was arrested, JULIUS
ROSENBERG camc to me and pointed to GOLD!'S picture in the paper and said
that this is the man who contacted me in Albuquerque and that I would have
to leave the country, He said that more important persons than I have
left the country already and that JOEL BARR had left the United States
before FUCHS was arrested and is doing work for the Russians overseas.

He gave me $100C.CO for expenses to get out of the United States. I told
him that this was not enough money for me to leave because I had numerous

.
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ndebts to pay. A few days later, JULIUS ROSENBERG again came to my home
and gave me $4,000 in twenty—dollar bills to leave the country. I be-
lieve that day was Sunday, May 28, 1950. T indicated to JULIUS that I
would leave the eountry and he said I should leave any time after June 11,
1950. JULIUS gave me the following instructions as to what I should do
in this regards I was to go to Mexico City by train with my family. There
I was to rent a house and write a letter to the Soviet Embassy at Mexdco
City. In the latter, I was to mention something about the United Nations.
I was then to wait three days, at which time I would go to ths Plaga De
La (something or other) and stand in front of a statue of Christopher
Columbus at 5:00 pem, with my thumd in a Mexieco City etreet guide. A

man would then ecme to me and say have you ever seen such a statue before.
I was to answer no, that I have lived in Okdlahoma all my life. He was to
say there is a much better statuc in Paris. The man would then give me
passports and money for a trip to either Stockholm, Sweden, or to Berne,
Switzerland, where I was to repecat the same procedure and if I were to go
to Stockholm I would stand in front of a statue of Linneaus, at which time
I would receive the necessary papers to continue my trip to Czechoslovakia
where I was to write to the Soviet Ambassador to merely state 'I am hered!

" JULIUS ROSENEERG also told me that some of the Soviet
espionage agents are not Russians but are in the diplonatic serviee of
friendly nations, that is nations that are not behind the iron curtain.

" Ny wife and I decided not to leave the country but wanted
to give ROSEI "G the impression that we intended to leave. Ve decided
to go to the mountains in upstate New York and stay there until ROSENZERG
left the country as he indicated he would do, Ve planned to return to
New York City after we had learned of ROSEN3ERG!S departure. I assume
that ROSENBERG has not departcd from the United States becausc he is under
gurvelllance by the Fedcral Burecau of Investigation.

RUTH told me that she did not like for me to get involved in
this matter as she thought it would cause trouble, I told RUTI, however,
that I would agree to give whatever information came to me in the eourse
of my employment at lLos Alamos on the atom bomb project.

" I had a furlough from about December 30, 19LL to about
Janvary 20, 1945, which timc I spent in New York City. Vhile in New York
City during that time I talked to JULIUS ROSENBERG and ROSEVBERG descerided
to me generally how the atom bomb functions. I later learned through my
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femployment at Los Alamos that the bomb which ROSENFERG had deseribed to me

at that time wae the naval type atom bomb which was later dropped on Hiroshima

about August, 1945, During this same mesting with JULIUS ROSENBERG in

January, 1945, I furnished JULIUS ROSENBERG with a list of names of per-

sons employed at los Alamos whom I believed to be ideologically suited

gar z:;ruitment to furnish information concerning the atom bomb for the
S8 Sa

" It may have been during the above-mentioned furlough in
January, 1945 or possibly during a furlough about September, 1945 that the
following incident occurreds

" One night, while I was in New York City on furlough from
the Los 4lamos atom bomb project, my brother-in-law, JULTUS ROSFNJERG,
asked to sce me. I borrowed an automobile, drove to the vieinity of about
First Avenue, somewhere between Fast i2nd Sticet and East 59th Street in
New York City, and parked the car at the curb on a north-bound street
facing north. JULIUS ROSENBERG walked over to the car and told me to wait.
Then he walked away and came back with a man and introduced him to me by
first name which I do not recall. The man pot into the car and JULIUS
ROSENBERG walked awazy. I drove the car around in New York City for about
15 minutes vhile the man asked me questions about a high cxplosive lens
which was being experimented with at the Los Alamos atom bomb project at
that time. I tried to describe the lens to the man while I was driving
but was unable to furnish him with a great deal of informaticn concerning
it because I was concentrating on the driving.  Aftcer I let the man out
of the car I ncver saw nor heard of him again. At the end of my furlough
tirie I returned to my assignment at Los Alamos.

" About February, 1945, my wife RUTH moved to Albuquerque,
New Mexico. She szid she had been told by JULIUS ROSENBERG that a woman
named ANNE would come to Albuquerque, New Mexico and would meet RUTH in
front of a store on Central Avenue in Albuguerque, at which time arrange-~
ments would be made for a meeting to pick up information to be furnished
by me concerning the atom bomb. As I recall, ANNE was supposed to come
to Albuquerque about the latter sart of May and RUTH was to walk in front
of - the storec at a certain time on three different consecutive days until
the meeting with ANNE should be made. This meeting, however, never ocecurred.

" ALbout June, 1945 a man came to the apartment where my
wife RUTH was living at 209 North High Street, Albuquerquc, New Mexieo,
He had with him a torn piece of cardboard which matched a torn piece of
cardboard I had been furnighed as a means of identifying the person to

*whom I was to furnish information concerning the atomiec bombs I am unable
to recall at this time whelher my half of the torn cardboard was furnished
to me by JULIUS ROSENBERG during my January, 1945 furlough in New York City
or whether ROSENBERG had given it to my wife RUTH to give to me when she
moved to Albuquerque in February, 1945. This man who had the proper iden-
tification, I believe, introduced himself to me as DAVE, although I am

not certain of the name he usedj however, I later recognized this man's
pictures in various newspapers as being HARRY GOLDs At the time GOLD came
to me in Albuquerque in June, 1945 I furnished him with a list of names

of persons employed at the Los Alamos atom bomb project whom I thought
might be ideologically suited for recruitment to furnish information to
the Russians concerning the atom bomb ard I also gave him a2 sketch of a
high explosive lens nold which was an experiment to study implosion effects
on a steel tube to understand the effect it would have on uranium so that
it could be determined how a critical mass cculd be arrived at which would
not explode before detonation. I also furnishsd GOLD with information
conccrning the ideniity of a world-famous scientist whe was working at

los Alamos under an assumed name and also furnished information that
Oppenheimer and Kistiakowsky were working at Los Alamos. GCLD told me
that I was living in a rather poor place and said I could probably use some
money, I answered that I could use some money. GOLD then gave me an
envelope containing $500 in currency. GOLD said that he would come back
to see me again and I agreed to sec him but he never contacted me again,

My wife RUTH also met GOLD at that time.

" I had a furlough from los Alamos zbout September, 1945,
which I spent in New York City. Almost as soon as I got to New York City
JULIUS ROSENBERG got in touch with me and I met him on the street some-
where in the ecity. /At that time I furnished JULIUS ROSENZERG with an un-~
sealed envelope containing the informaticn I had been able to gather con-
cerning the atomic bomb, as well as a couple of sketches of the molds which
make up the atom bomb, To the best of my rcecollection, the information

I furnished ROSENEERG; concerning the atom bomb at that time is substantially
as follows:

" The atomic bomb is made up of 36 pentagonal-shaped molds.
¥hen all set together, the molds form a spbere made of a high explosive,
with a ball of plutonium in the center. Inside the plutonium is & sphere
of beryllium, A barium plastic shield is in between the plutonium and the
hich explosive, The high explosive has two detonators for each high ex-
plosive segment. The detonators arc connected to a number of condensers,
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"pogsibly about 36 or 72, The condensers are also called capacitatorse.

The number of detonators is twice the number of molds and the number of
condensers is equal in number to the detonatorss The beryllium has a
hollow centere The beryllium has a number of cone-chaped holes in it.

The apex of each cone is toward the periphery of the beryllium. The bery-
liwn is gold=plated which prevents it from emitting ncuirons. The de-
tonation of thc high explosive causes the plutonium to be crushed or im-
ploded and therefore increases the number of plutonium neutrons which are
frees The beryllium also becomes imploded and the beryllium neutrons are
jetted out throush the cones into the mass of plutonium which sets off the
chain reaction of the plutonium which results in an atomic =xplosion.

" I do not know whether ROSENEERG read the above information
or what disposition he made of it. He did not give me any money for the
information at that time. The war was over at that time and I was hoping
tc be discharged from the army in the near futurc. ROSENEERG at that time
attempted to persuade me to continue my employment at the Los Alamos atom
bomb project in a civilian capacity after such time as I should be discharged
from the army. I declined to follow this advice, inasmuch as I desired
to return tc my home in New York City.

n Shortly after my discharge from the army February 28,
1946, I returned to my home in New York City and after a few months became
associated in business with JULIUS RUSZNBEAG. He and I and others were
partners in the G & R Engineering Company, New York City, in 1946, and con-
tinued that arrangement when that company was taken over by thz Pitt Machine
Products Company, Incorporated, New York City. I severed my relations

with the latter company in Seplember, 1249, During my association with
JULTUS ROSENSZRG in business from 1946 to 1949, I learned through conver~
gations with him tizt hec has been extensively engaged in Soviet espionage.
He has since my discharge attzmpted to persuade me to become a student of
nuclear physics at the Massachusetts Institute of Technology to be financed
by him and the GI Bill of Rights in order that I could make contacts in

the field of nuclear physics tc obtain ipformation for the Soviet Govern-
ment.s He also on one occasicn attempted to persuade me to become a student
at the University of Chicago at Russian expense becauvse several of the
persons there previously worked on the Los ilamos atom bomb project.

" Periodically, since I was discharged from the army, I

have borrowed sums of money from JULIUS ROSENBERG in different amounts
up to $200 each which probably totals about $1,000. On each occasion
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WROSENBERG would tell me that he would have to borrow the money from someone
else to let me have ite I believe he made these loans to me without

expecting repayment because of the knowledge I had of his Sovict espionage
activities.

“ About February, 1950, when KLAUS FUCHS was arrested in
England, ROSENBERG came to me and said that I would have to leave the coun-
try because FUCH3! arrest would lead directly to GOLD. I declined, how=
ever, to leave the United States. When HARRY GOLD was arrested, JULIUS
ROSENBERG ecame to me and pointed to GOLD!S piecture in the paper and said
that this is the man who contacted me in Albuquerque and that I would have
_______ to leave the country. He said that more important persons than I have
e left the country. He gave me $1000.00 expenses to get out of the United
States. I told him that this was not enough money for me to leave because
I had numerous debts to pay. A few days later, JULIUS ROSENBZRG again
came to my home and gave me $L,000 in twenty-dollar bills to leave the
country. I believ: that day was Sunday, May 28, 1950, I indicated to
JULTUS that I would leave the country and he said I should leave any time
after June 11, 1950. JULIUS gave me the following ingtructions as to what
I should do in this regards 1 was to go to Mexico City by train with my
family. There I was to rent a house and write a letter to the Soviet Em-
o bassy at Mexico City, In the letter, I was to mention something about the
bz United Nations. I was then to wait three days at which time I would go to
the Plaza de la (something or other) and stand in front of a statue of
Christopher Colurbus at 5:00 p.m. with my thumb in a Mexico City street
guide. A man would then come to me and say have you ever seen such a
statue before, I was to answer no, that I have lived in Oklahoma all my
" 1ife. He was to say there is a much better statue in Paris. The man would
then give me passports and money for a trip to either Stockholm, Sweden,
or Berne, Switzerland, where I was to repeat the same procedure and if I
were to go to Stockholm I would stand in front of a statue of Linneaus,
at which time I would receive tnc necessary papers to continue my trip
AN to Czechoslovakia where I was to write to the Soviet Ambassador to merely
state, !'I am heres! ‘

" My wife and I decided not to leave the country but wanted
to give ROSENBERG the impression that we intended to leave, We decided
to go to the mountains in upstate New York and stay there untll ROSENBERG
left the country as he indicated he would dos We planned to return to New
York City after we had learned of ROSENBERG'S departures
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" I have read the above statement consisting of this page
and seven preceding pages. It is true to the best of my knowledge.

On July 17, 1950 RUTH GREYNGLASS was interviewed by SAS John
A, Herrington and Villiam F, Norton, Jr, and shc furnighed the following
voluntary signed statement:

"New York, New York
Juy 17, 1950

n I, RUTH GREINGLA4iSS, make the fallowinpg statement to John
A, Harrington and William F. Norton, Jr., who have identified themselves

to me as Special Agents of the Federal Bureau of Investivation, United
States Department of Justice, I make this statemznt frecly and voluntarily
after having becen advised of my right not to make a statement, that I have
a right to an attorney, and have consulted an attorney, I understand that
this statement may be used against me in a court of law. This statement

i8 not being made as a result of any threats, promises or duress,

" I was born May 1, 1924 at New York Clty and presently re-
pide at 265 Rivington Street, New York City. I was married to DAVID
GREENGLASS on November 29, 1942 at New York City.

" In the early part of November, 1944, I planned to visit

ny husband DAVID in Albuquerque, New Mexico to spend our wedding anniver-
sary together on November 29, 19LL. DAVID was then in the United States

Army and stationed in the vicinity of Albuquerque, New Mexdeo.

" In the early part of November 194k, one evening I visited
JULYUS ROSENBERG and his wife ETHEL at their home, GE-11, 10 Monroe Street,
New York City., ETHEL ROSENBERG is ry husband!s sister. On the evening
in question, JULIUS ROSENBERG knew that I intended to visit my husband
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"DAVID in Albuquerque, New Mexico about November 29, 19hk. During the course
of the evening, JULIUS ROSENBERG told me that I mizht }ave poticed that he
and his wife ETHEL ROSENBERG in recent months had not Yecn attending any
Communist Party meetings or any functions that had what he described to be
& ¥Red! tinge to them, and that ETHEL ROSENEERG hac not buun buying the
!Daily Worker! at her usual newsstand, To explain to me why he and ETHEL
ROSENBERG had discontinued their open affiliation vih the Oommunist Party,
JULIUS ROSENBERG said that he always wanted to do ro=e than to be Just a
member in the Communist Party and that, therefore, h: had searched for two
years to place himsclf in contact with a group which I believe he described
a8 a 'Russian underground.! In this way JULTUS RO¢ ENBERG felt that he
could do the work that he was slated for. He stat(d that he wanted to do
something to directly help Russia and that it took him two years to find
the group through which this help could be given.

JULIUS ROSENEERG then told me tha’ my husband DAVID was

at that time working at the place wherc the atom boimb was being made and
that this bomb was more dangerous than any weapon that had ever been used,
He also told me that thers were radiation effects from the bomb. At this
time I had no knowledge as to what th: significance of thz atom bomb was,
though I did kmow that my husband was working on a secret project for the
United States Army.

JULIUS ROSENBERG requested me when I visited my husband

DAVID in Albuquerque, New Mexicos to ask DAVID if he would make scientific
information available to the Russians. JULIUS ROSENBERG said that the
Russians were worlking on the atom bomb and that thare was not a free ex-
change of information betwecen the Allics and Russia, JULIUS ROSENBERG
8aid that he felt that Hussia should be placed on an equal plane with the
other Allies as far as the avallability of this atomic informaticn was

eoncerngd,

Because I was very reluctant to do what JULIUS ROSENBERG

requested me to do, his wife ETHEL NOSENPERG, who was present during this
conversation, told me that I should at least ask my husband DAVID if he
would furnish this type of information to the Russians. I was very re-
luctant to do what JULIUS and ETHEL ROSENHERG requested mz to do, but they
finzlly persuaded me to ask DAVID if he wuld be willing to furnish in~-
formation to the Russians,

At a later date, prior to my departure for Albuquerque,
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"New Mexico, JULIUS ROSENBERG gave me about $150 to help pay the expenses
of my trip. In the latter part of November 1944 I left New York by train
for AlbuQuerque, New Mexico. I had previously made reservations by tele~
granm at the El Fidel Hotel, Albuquerque, New Mexico.

e n I arrived at Ailbuguerque, New Mexico a few days before
ry wedding anniversary. DAVID arrived in Albugquergque about November 28,

19LY and joined me at the El Fidel Hotel. We spent our second wedding

anniversary together on November 29, 1944, DLVID had a2 pass for about

five days.

" Just prior to my return tc New York, while DAVID and I
were taking a walk, I told him what JULIUS ROSENEERG had told me about

his working a2t the place where the atom bomb was being made. DAVID asked
o me who had told me about the atom bomb and I told him that JULIUS ROSEN3ERG
e had., I then told DAVID of the request that JULIUS and ETHEL ROSENEEIG

co had made to me that I ask DAVID to furnish the Russians with scientific
information, and I explained their request to DAVID in the same way that
JULIUS and ETHEL ROSENBERG had explained it to me.

" At first DAVID was shocked at what JULIUS ROSENBERG
wanted him to do, At first he said no and he did not make any decision
that same daye. The following day, after having thought it over, DAVID
gaid that he would do what JULIUS ROSENBERG had requested of hime, DAVID
also gaid that -he would discuss this matter with JULIUS ROSENBERG when he
roturned to New York con his expeoted furloughs DAVID told me about the
physical set~up of the Los Alamos installation and he gave me the nanes
of certain people who ware working there in November, 154}, among whom, .
as I now recall, were Oppenheimer and Urey.

n I returned to New York in the early part of December 194k
and JULIUS ROSENBERG came to see me at my apartment at 265 Rivington Street,
cxd Sl New York City and I told him that DAVID agreed to do what he requested.
‘ I also gave JULIUS ROSENBERG the names that I remembered that DAVID had
given me of the people who were working at Los Alamos. I also told
T JULIUS ROSENBERG about the physical set-~up of Los Alamos as DAVID had told
R me. JULIUS ROSENBERG said he would wait until DAVID returned to New York
. on his expected furlough to discuss this matter further with DAVID,

n About a month later, my busband DAVID returned to New

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"3 later datee 4 day or so later, JULIUS ROSENEERG returned to my apart-
ment azain in the evening and JULIUS ROSENBERG and DAVID left the apart-
ment togsthere DAVID returned to my apartment about two hours later and
told me he had met somebody whom he had not been able to see too elearly
because the man kept his face in the dark, DAVID told me that he had met
this man on & street in the 50's in the vicinity of an elevated railroad,
DAVID said that JULIUS ROSENBERG introduced DAVID to this unknown man say-
ing 'This is DAVE'!, but JULYUS ROSENBERG did not tell DAVID who the man
was °r what his name was., DAVID spent between twenty and thirty minutes
with this unin:wn man but I do not recall what DAVID tcld me he discussed
with this unkncwn man.

" After his furlough, DAVID returned tc Los Alamos, New
Mexico and in March 1945 I went out to Albuquerque, New Mexizo to live,
First I lived in a hctel and then I stayed at the apartment cf a2 friend
of DAVID!IS whose wife had gone back East., When DAVID'S friendis wife
returnced from the East, I then went to a hotel to 1live witil T ficelly
obtained the apartmecnt at 209 North High Stareet, Aibt-wineidi., New Mexdco,
DAVID only came home on week=endsa

" One Sunday morning in June 1945, ¢ mou cane o oy npart-
ment at 209 North High Street, AlbuquerQue; New Mexino and sa’d az win
DAVE from Pittsburghe This man gave my hushaod DAVIT the matsriag At
of the Jello box sida. Tlis man told DAVID whoi irf aralizn he wanted and
DAVID wrotec doewn the information regquegted and Tceld Shis man o 2one bavk
later. This man returned later that same d2y;, ai whick “in: JuVID gove
him some written iatcrmaticn and in returp DOVIL rate’vad a sz0ied envel-
ope frum this man, I recell that DAVID and lh's msn <iervssed how the atom
bomb was dctonated and that this man tcld DWTID that Le wes a chem! s
enginecr.

n After this man received this informavion, we all left
the apartment and we walked to the front of the USO bu'lding in Albuquerque.
Wo left this man in front of the USO bullding and DAVID and I returned to
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York City on furlough and one evening DAVID and I went to JULIUS ROSENBERG'S
apartmznt at 10 ¥onrce Streect, New York City where we met JULIUS and ETHEL
ROSENSFRG and a woman I knew as ANNEs ANNE and her husband MIKE I knew

as old friends of JULIUS and ETHEL ROSENBERG, and ANNE and MIKE at that

time lived at Chappaqua, New York. ANNE remained at JULIUS ROSENBERG!S
apartment for a short pericd of time and then left,

" JULIUS RCSENBERG asked DAVID what he was doing and DAVID
told JULIUS ROSENEERG he was working in the experimental shop at Los Alamom
DAVID explained to JULTUS ROSENBERG that if someone brought in a sketch

of a part he wanted made, DAVID would make it for him because DAVID was

a machinist and thie was the type of work he dids I recall that JULIUS

what DAVID told JULTUS.

n We all had dinner, After dinner JULIUS and ETHEL ROSENBERQG,
DAVID and mysclf sat around talking., JULIUS told DAVID wha' he wanted

him to do. He did not want DAVID to go out of his way to obtain informa-
tion and he did not want DAVID to be obvious in what he was doing. I did
not understand what JULIUS and DAVID were talldng about heccause it was of

b Before we left JULIUS ROSENBERC'S apartment. JULIJS R0OSENBERG

U During DAVID!'S furlough in Janwary 1°L5; JULIUS ROSENBERG
wae very persistent about being with us a great deal at a time #hen we
felt that we wanted to be alone.

L Several days aftcr DAVID had reccived the Jello box

side from JULIUS ROSENEFRG, JULIUS ROSENBERG came to ny apartment aad spoke
to DAVID about DAVID meeting JULIUS ROSENBERG and an unidentifiec man at
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four apartment. We opened the envelope which this man had given DAVID and
discovered that it contained $500. The taking of the money made DAVID and
me fecl worse because it was now apparent that we werc not just passing
information but rather that we were being paid for it.

L then Dre KIAUS FUCHS was arrested, JULIUS ROSENBERG eame
to our apartment and told DAVID and me that the man who had contacted us
in Albuquerque, New Mexieo dn Jume 1945 would be the next one to be pieked
up and that fthey! were going to contact this man to tell him to keep
quiet.

n On May 23, 1950 JULIUS ROSENBERG came to our apartment with
a copy of a newspaper which I think was the New York 'Herald Tribunef

in which appearcd a photograph of one HARRY GOLD who had been arrested in
Philadelphia, Pennsylvania by the FBI. JULIUS ROSENBERG told us that this.
HARRY GOLD was the man who had contacted us in Albuquerque, New Mexiso,
JULIUS ROSENBERG then told us that we had to leave the United States be-
oause sometime between June 12 and June 16, 1950 something would happen

to us, JULIUS ROSENBERG wanted DAVID and me to take our two children with
us to the Soviet Union. JULIUS ROSENBERG was going ¢o obtain United
States passports for us. JULIUS ROSENBERZ said 'My friend tells me be-
fore you get a passport you have to get injeeted against emallpox,!

JULIUS ROSENBERG wanted us to get a doctor to give us a false letter astat-
ing that we had rececived suoh a smallpcx innoculation. DAVID and I re-
fuscd to do this, JULIUS ROSENEERG then told us that he would get his
doctor who lives in Knickerboéker Village, New York City tc prepare such

a lettzr for himself and for us.

" JULYUS ROSENBERG advised us to leave everything we had
in our apartmcnt at Rivington Street and to just take our elothing with
ue and go to Mexico City, Mexico. At Mex{oo City we were to rent a house
and aftcr living there one month we were to write to the Soviet Consulate
. at Mexico City, Mexico using a name which JULIUS ROSENEERG gave us but
sl which I do not recall at the present time, and about three days later
we were to meet someocne in front of a statue in a park in Mexico City,
Mexico, After this meeting we were to travel by boat to Europe and proe
oeed to either Bcrne, Switzerland or some other esity in Europe, the name
of which I do mot recall, where we would again contact the Soviet Comsul-
ate there by letter and three days later we would meet someone in front of
a statue in a park in the European city. At this point cur transportation
tc the Soviet Union would be arranged for us, JULIUS ROSENBERG told us
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®that he thought that it was a golden opportunity for us to go to the
Sovict Union. At this time JULIUS ROSENBERG gave DAVID and me $1,000 in
cash consisting of cld $10 and $20 bills, 4§500 of this I put in a special
checking account at the Manufacturers Trust Company located at Grand and
Norfolk Streets, New York City, and the balance was used to pay some debts
and household expenses,

" About June 2, 1950 JULIUS ROSENBERG returned to our apart-
ment and gave DAVID and me 4,000 in cash, consisting of old $10 and $20
bille. This money was to be used by us for our flight from the United
States, At this time JULIUS ROSENBERG promised us an additdonal $2,000
which we never received from him.

" I would like to make it clear that at the time we received
the $5,000 from JULIUS ROSENEERG we never intended to leave the United
States because this is our country and we want to stay here and live here
and raise our children. I would like to point out that we accepted the
money from JULIUS ROSENBERG because DAVID said that if JULIUS suspected
that we would not leave the United States that some physical harm might
comz to us or our children.

" I have read the foregoing statement consisting of this
page and nine other pages and I have initdalled the bottom of each page
and every eorrection,

o T say that this statement is true to the best of my imow-
ledze and belief,

I make
this stzotement of my own free will and no threats or promises have been
made to me to get me to make this statement.

On July 19, 1950 WALTER S. KOSKI was interviewed by
SA Leo H. Frutkin at Brookhaven National Laboratories, Long Island, New

KOSKI.

In his own handwriting WALTER S. KOSKI furnished the fol-~
lowing voluntary signed statement:

n I, WALTER KOSKI make the following voluntary statements,

I arrived at Los Alamos on Jan., 19Ll and was assigned to study cylindrieal
implosions. During this period it was desirable to investigate the feas-
ibility of producing a symmetrical implosion. It was believed that this
probably could be attained by using the so called explosive lens which was
a combinaticn of slow and fast explosives so formed and arranged that if the
appropriate points were initiated a cylindrically symmetrical detonatdon
wave would result. The object then was to permit this detonation wave

to imping everywhere simultaneously on a metal eylinder and then to measure
photographically the silhouette of the inside of this cylinder as it col-
lapscd,

" I have examined a photostatic copy of a sketch bearing the
signature DAVID GREENGIASS June 15, 1950, This sketch is a reasonable
deserintion of the high explosive system and the metal cylinder that I
used in the abovc mentioned experiments.

" This experiment was designed to investigate the shape

of the high explosive components and the weloecities that they should have
to give a symetrical implosion, These studies then could be carried over
to the high explosive components of the atomic bomb where a symmetrical
implosion is necessary. e

" In view of the intimate oocnnection between this experiment
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nand the atomic bomb design this work was classified as (Sccret! at Los

He has bocn an Assoeiate Professor of Chemistry at the Johns Hopkins Uni-
versity since 1947, During periods of leave from Johns Hopkins University
during 1947-1948 hc has been employed at Brookhaven National Laboratories,
Long Island, New York. He has been employed at Brookhaven National Lab-
oratories during the Summer months of 1950 and expeects to return to Johns
Hopkins University in September, 1950,

Harrington, William F, Norton, Jre and leo He Frutkin that his present re-
collection is that RUTH GREENGLASS stayed at the Franciscan Hotel on Central
Avepue in flbuquerque, New Mexico when she visited him at the end of Nov-
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ember, 194k, The basie for his recollection is that he now recalls that
when he went to the hotel to see RUTH he stopped first at Malsel!s Shop
on Central Avenue to buy RUTH a ring, and after leaving Maisel's Shop he
entered the Franciscan Hotel.

On July 31, 1950 DAVID and RUTH GREENGLASSadvised SAS
John 4, Harrington, William F. Norton, Jr. and Leo H. Frutkin that the
$L,000,00 whieh DAVID GREENGLASS had received from JULIUS ROSENEERG had
been wrapped in brown manila paper and had been secured with gummed paper,
They did not opcn the package after DAVID GREENGLASS received it from JULIUS
ROSENBERG. DAVID GREENGLIAES hid the package which he said was rectangwlar
in shape (like a brick), in the flue of the chimney in the front bedroom
of his apartmcnt at 265 Rivington Street, New York City. DAVID stated he
stuck the packaze to the wall of the flue with "Texcel" Tape. Vhen he
later removed the package from the flue he also removed the "TexcelnTape,
After removing the package from the flue DAVID turned the package over to
his brother~-in-law, LOUIS ABEL, on thc same day. This package was uwp to
that time unopened.

RUTH GREENGLA3S recalled that after the package was in
the possession of LOUIS A3EL she asked ABEL to give her $100,00. RUTH did
not know whether or not LOUIS ABEL had opened the packace and had extracted
the £100.00 therefrome Ghe dld recall that the $100.00 which ABEL gave
her consisted of five twenty dollar bills.

RUTH GREENGLASS stated she had heard from LOUIS AREL that
he had hidden the pack the hassock in his apartment and had brought
the package to O, JOHWROGGE, DAVID GREENGLASS! attorney, on June 16, 1950
after DAVID was arrcsted. RUTH GREZNGLASS also advised that Mr. ROGGE
told her that when the money was counted in his office it was discovered
that it was $100.00 short of $h,000,00.

RUTH and DAVID GREENGIASS advised that they never opened
the paclkage themselves and never actually saw the money that was in it.

On July 31, 1950 Mr. O. JOHN ROGGE made available volun-
tarily the brown manila wrapping paper which had formed the package around
the $4,000,00s After identifying the wrapper with his initials Mr. ROGGE
turned the wrapper over to SA John A, Harrington. Mr. ROGGE advised that
the $3,900.00 had been deposited in the bank and was no longer avallable
in ites orizinal form.

I don't recall whether DAVID or
RUTH gave it to me. I asked DAVID if it was stolen and he said no,.

" About onec and a half to two weeks before DAVID GREENGLASS
was taken into custody DAVID told me that he would like me to hold a sum
of money for him: I do not reczll his telling me how much money he wanted
me to hcld, In the space of twenty-four hours, possibly the next evening,
I went up to DAVID'S house and DAVID gave me a package which he told me
contained money, This package was oblong in ghape, the width of a dollar
bill and a little longer in length than the length of a dollar bill, It
was about an inch or a little more than an inch thick., It was wrapped in
brown manila paper and was sealed with a brown gummed paper. It was tied
with heavy brown twine as illustrated on a sketch I have drawn, I

took this package home and placed it inside my hassock for safekeeping.

I didntt look at the package again until RUTH GREENGLASS asked me to take
$100.00 out of the package for her some time laters This was about omne
week before DAVID was taken into custodys. At that time I untied the twine,
broke the gummed paper seal, and took out five $20.00 bills, I saw 320
bills & £10 bills at that time but did not count the money. There seemed
to be twice as many $18 bills as $20 bills, I tore off the ends of the
brown manila wrapping which had the gummed paper on it because there was
too much wrapping paper. I then put scotch tape on the package to seal it.
T believe I threw away the twine and put rubber bands around the packages
I dontt recall how many rubber bands I used, After DAVID'S arrest I took
this package of money to Mr. O, JOHN ROGGE & left before he counted it but
aftcer he had opened the package.

" T remember after DAVID asked me to hold money for him, I
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masked him why, but he was evasive in his answer. He saicC he wanted to get
rid of it, that hec would like to flush it down the tn:ilaw.

At that time McNUTT had a 'partner" wvith aim who was a little
gh-rter than McNUTT, This "partner® was a dark man who had gone to school
with McKUTT and had been born in Tampa, Florida cf Spanish ancestry,
JULTUS 0SENBERG t51d DAVID GREENGLASS that MeNUTT and MeNUTT!S "partner®
wcre ckay, meaning Communists. DAVID GREEINGLASS wes of the opinion that
McNUTT had gone to school with ROSENBERG.

MeNUTT and his M"partner® visited the G & R Engineering
Corpany a numbcr of times while the export proposition was being planned,
The "partner®, through his kmowledge of Spanish, was to make the necessary
business contacts in South America. The *partner" was to be paid by MeNUTT,
one=half or one-third of McNUTT!S salary until the export business got going.
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' For reasons unknown to D.VID GREENGLASS, the expnrt prroposition never
went into opcrations. DaVID REENGLASS was ef the opinicr “hat MaNUTL nossibly
accompanied by his "partner® left the United States ror soie Jou’h .merican
country sometime afterwards. GRZENGLASS stated that McNUIT and possibly his
"partner® are still in South America, the identi ty of the particular country
being unknown to GREENGL..SS. D.VID GRZENGL,SS believes that RUSSELL MeNUTT
is employed as 2 civil engineer in the South imerican country, and earns approx-

.according to D.VID GRIENGL.SS, RUSSELL McNUTT 1s merried to a woman
whose maiden name was DILMOND. Sometime &fter McNUTT had left the United States,

RUTH said that she was employed by Local L,50, UERWA,
which was the loeal union office for the Sperry Gyroscope plant from some-
time in 1943 until her husband eame home on furlough in Deoember, 194k or
January, 1345,

RUTH GREENGLASSsaid that she was a seocretary and that she
also did stencil work and had typed survey rcports to be presented to the
Tiar labor Roard. The local office was flrst located at Bridge Street,
Brooklyn, New York, and thcn later on Atlantic Avenue, Brooklyn, New York.

MIKS SIDOROVICH

RUTH GREENGLASS was shown a copy of a photograph of
MIKE SIDOROVICH which she identified as an individual she kmew as MIKE,
the hugband of ANNEs, She stated that her husband, DAVID GREXENGLASS,
kmew MIKE previous to 1945 and that, therefore, she was sure that MIKE was
pot the unknown man who DAVID had met on the Esst side in the 50's during
the time of his Janvary, 1945 furlough. RUTH stated that she first visited
the ROSENBERGS! home one month before her marriage, and that after MICHAEL
ROSEIDERG'S birth she then saw MIKE and ANNE together four or five times
at the ROSENEE3G apartment, 10 Monroe Street, New York City, and that the
ROSENBERGS appeared to be intimate with ANNE and MIKE,

RUTH stated that STELIA and MARK PAGE knew ANNE and MIKE
SIDOROVICH, RUTH GREENGIASS 48 of the impression that ANNE SIDOROVICH

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was not employed because she appeared to have leisure time, and that no
mentdion was made of where she was employed, and further, she was of the -
imprission that MIKE was the only one in the family who was employed. It
wag also her impression that MIKE may have left New York City because ke
was nearsighted and had to give wp hie work, 1In fact, she said she be-
lievcd that was his reason for going to Chappaqua to live on the farm,

On July 25, 1950 SAS Martin F. Carey and James P. Lee
intorviewed Mrs, RUTH GREENGLASS at the Arma Corporation, 254 - 36th
Strcet, Brooklyn, New York, whare she had gone to obtain a box of tools
which had been laft there by her husband, DAVID GREENGIASS, Pursuant to
a walver of search executed by Mrs. GREENGLASS, the econtents of the tool
chest of MVID GREENGLASS were examined by the agents and nothing other
than his working tools wag 1located in the box.

Mrs. GREENGLASS stated that her husband, DAVID GREENGLASS,
looked upon JULIUS ROSENBERG with a certain degree of hero worship and that
JULTUS ROSENBERG always attempted to influence DAVID GREENGLASS toward
thinking along Communist lines and that JULIUS ROSENEERG had brought Com-
munist Party literature to DAVID when DAVID was only about 13 or 1li years
of age. _

Mre., GREENGLASS also stated that at ths tire cf the arrest
of HARRY OOLD, JULIUS ROSENEERG had told both her and DAVID that GOLD was
the man vhom be had introduced to them, She was not positive if JULIUS
statcd that he had introduced GOLD to both of them or just to DAVID,
but she was positive in stating that to the best of their recollection,
she and DAVID had seen GOLD only on one occasicn in AlbuQuerque, New Mexieo,
and that JULIUS had not introduced them, that is, had not personally intro-

duccd them.

Mre. GREENGLASS also stated that she had talked with her
husbard, DAVID, over the past weekend and that he was of the opinion that
the last name of the girl, VIVIAN, who was the girlfriend of JOEL BARR,
was GLASSMANe
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The following information, in addition to the signed.statements
set forth above, was furnished by DAVID GREENGLASS during interviews with him
in the office of the United States Marshal, Southern District of New York, by
Special Agents JOHN W. LEWIS and LRO H. FRUTKIN, on July 1L, 16, 18 and 20, 1950:

JOEL BARR

DAVID GREENGIASS said that when JCEL BARR left the United States,
probably during 1949, JULIUS ROSENBERG told DAVID GREENGLASS that JOEL BARR had
eone to Burcpe to study music under the famous composer SIBELIUS, who wrote
AN "FINLANDIAY., Subseguently, shortly after the arrest of KLAUS FUCHS, JULIUS
Shan ROSENBERG told DAVID GREENGLASS, in February, 1950, that JOEL BARR had left the
United States to do espionage work for the Russians in Europe, and that BARR

RN had been one of ROSENBERG'S espionage contacts. GREENGIASS stated that ROSENBERG
""" told him BARR is using his music studies as a cover for his espionage activities.,
GREENGLASS advised that JOEL BARR is a close friend of JULIUS ROSENBERG.

DAVID GREENGLASS advised that he had obtained same information

selil concerning the workings of the atomic bomb from BENJAMIN BEDERSON, who was a
fellow employee of GREENGLASS at Los Alamos Atom Bomb Project, Los Alamos, New
Mexico. GREENGIASS said specifically that BEDERSON had answered DAVID GREENGLASS!
questions concerning the capcitators which produced the spark for the detonators
which are used in the atomic bomb. GREENGLASS said that he gave BEDERSON no
reason to believe that this information would eventually be furnished to the
Russians. CREENGLASS stated that BEDERSON is a leftist in his political views, but
is of thg,opinion that BEDERSON is not a member of the Communist Party because

he wouldhb amensble to Communist Party discipline.

DAVID GREENGLASS advised that JULIUS ROSENEERG told him that he
had spproached MILTON MANES for the purpose of obtaining information for the
> K Russians, but had been unsuccessful in this eattempt. GREENGLASS was of the opinion
) that MILTON :ANES was a graduate of the City College of New York, probably one
semester before JULIUS ROSENEERG, and that MANES had subsequently been employed on
the gasefication process in mines for the Bureau of Mines or the Department of
. Interior.
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JULIUS ROSENEERG e

DAVID GREENGLASS advised that the G & R Engineering Company was
established in 1946, with the following individuals as equal partners in the firm:
DAVID GREENGLASS, BERNARD GREENGLASS, JULIUS ROSENBERG and ISIDO TEIN. In
establishing this company, each of the partners furnished $1,500 capital except
DAVID GREEMGLASS, who furnished $1,100. In addition, GOLDSTEIN made loans to the
company. Wwhen the Pitt Machine Products Company, Inc., took over the G & R
Enginecring Company in 1947, GOIDSTEIN left the firm and was paid back the $1500
of his originel investment, plus the money he had loaned the company, which amounted
in all to about $3,900. DiVID GREENGLASS put no cash into the new corporation.
This corporztion purchased about $8,000 worth of machinery from the United States
Governmcnt, and this amount was paid off about the end of 1948 or during 194,9.
DAVID GREENCLASS received a salary of $55.00 a week from the corporation, but qQid
not draw the salary during some periods when the funds of the company were low.

DAVIDXSCHEIN invested about $15,000 in the Pitt Machine Products
Company, Inc. at the time the corporation was formed, and it was out of that sum
that thce debt to GOIDSTEIN was paid off. The common stock in Pitt-Machine Products
Company, Ince was split equally among DAVID GREENGLASS, EERNAH?%S%EENGLASS, JULTIYS
ROSENBERG and DaVID SCHEIN. In addition to the cawmon stock, preferred stock was
issued to D.VID SCHEIN in the amount of $15,000, which represented his total
investment in the firm.

In August, 15L9, DAVID GREENGLASS quit working for Pitt Machine
Products Corpany, Inc., and started looking for a job. He felt thst he could do
mach better financially working for someone else. His brother, BERNARD GREENGIASS,
felt the same way and also quit working for the firm about two months later. DAVID
GREENGIASS signed over a2ll of his shares in the corporation in February, 1950, to
JULIUS ROSELBENWG, who promised to give him a $1,000 promissory note for the shares,
mt GREENGLASS believes that ROSENBERG never signed the note, although he may have
given such a note to RUTH GREENGIASS, DAVID'S wife, inasmuch as she took care of
3]l) the finuncial metters for the family. RUTH GREENGLASS and BERNARD GREENGLASS
were precent when JULIUS ROSENBERG promised to give DAVID GREENGLASS $1,000 for
the latter!s shares in Pitt Machine Products Company, Ince DAVID GREENGLASS was of
the opinion that BERNaRD GREENGLASS probably mede similar arrangements with JULIUS
ROSEKBERG concerning the stock BERNARD GREENGLASS held in the corporation. DAVID
FREENGLASS said that he had considered having the corporation liquidated, but
decided that a1l the proeesds of such a liquidation would amount to less than the
$15,000 in preferred stock held by DAVID SCHEIN, and that all the proceeds would,
therefore, go to SCHEIN.

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DAVID GREENGLASS advised that JULIUS ROSENBERG would sometimes
take buciness and lose money for Pitt Machine Products Company, Inc., just for
the purposc of keeping the machine shop busy. GREENGLASS is of the opinion that
no Russisn espionage money ever came into the funds of Pitt Machine Products
Company, Ince.

DLVID GREENGLASS said that during his business association with
JULIUS ROSCHBERG, during the period from 1946 to 1949, he learned through
conversctions with ROSENBERG that the latter was extensively engaged in Soviet
espionage, and had numerous contacts in this regard.

JULIUS ROSENBERG told him that he had a friend in upstate New York
working on jet planes, which GREENGLASS believed is probably someone working for
General Electric at Schenectady, New York. GREENGLASS advised that about two years
ago, probably during 1948, one of ROSENBERG'S contacts came to New York City from
either upstate New York or Clsveland, Ohio, and told ROSENBERG that his wife was
extremely ill, and that he needed money. DAVID GREENGLASS said that JULIUS ROSENBERG
had told him thot prior to his recent purchase of a Leica Camera for use in making
microfilmi, that he had used a German camera which had been given to him illegally,
YREENGLASS obteined the impression from ROSENBERG that ROSENBERG is constantly
receiving reports from his espionage contacts.

During the first few days in June, 1950, JULIUS ROSENBERG told
, DAVID GREENCLASS that he was going to Cleveland, Chio. However, a few days later,
e when ROSENEER® went to DAVID GREENGIASS! zpartment to sign some papers, ROSENBERG
told GREENGLASS that the latter wnsunder surveillance, and that he had decided not
to go to Clevelands GREENGLASS stated that he had gathered the impression that one
of ROSENEERG'S espionage contacts is 2 professor or research man at either the
University of Rochester or the University of Syracuse in upstate New York.

JULIUS ROSENBERG told DLVID GREENGLASS that BELIZABETHKSEITLEY, JACOB
GOLOS and HAHRRY GOLD are acquainted with JULIUS ROSENBERG. JULIUS ROSENRERG was
under the impression that he introduced DAVID GREENGLASS to HARRY GOLD, however,
DAVID GRFENGLASS knows that ROSENBERG is mistaken in this regard, and that GREENGLASS
never met GCILD, except at Albuquerque, New Mexico.

DAVID GREENGLASS advised that JULIUS ROSENBERG hzs stated that the
. Russians are very weak in electronics and radio tubes, and that they are very anxious
TN to get any and all information in regard to those items. DAVID GHEENGLASS stated
that he furnished no informetion to JULIUS ROSENEERD concem:.ng his work at Arma
Corporation, Brooklyn, New York.
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DAVID GREENGLASS advised that he had learned through conversations
with JULTUS ROSENBERG that the man who immediately preceded JULIUS ROSENBERG as
the tenant of ROSENBERG!S present apartment at 10 Monroe Street, New York City,
was also engaged in Soviet espionage. GREENGLASS believes that this man is an
engineer who ostensibly went to California to live, but instead went to China to
engage in Soviet espionage.

— JULTUS ROSENEERG told DAVID GREENGLASS he had oomtacted several
ey of the scientists who eattended a large scientific and cultural meeting at the
DR Waldorf istoriz Hotel in New York City sone time ago.

GREENGLASS advised that he had learned through JULIUS ROSENBERG,
that one of the latterts espionage contacts flew to Egypt as a $200 a day consultant
for a dam project in Egypt. GREENGLASS was unable to fix the date of this
consultant!'s flight to Egypt, except to say that it was in the Summer and that
it was sometime during the period between 1946 and 1549.

DAVID GHEENGLASS recalled that sometime during 1949, JULYUS ROSENRERG
complained that he was somewhat short of funds and that this situtation is
aggravatedé by the fact that he has to maintain two apartments. GREENGLASS stated
C thet he did not know whether this statement of ROSENBERG!S at that time, meant that
he was maintaining one apartment or two, in addition to the apzrtment at 10 Monroe
Street, New York City, where ROSENBERG was then living.

DAVID GREENGIASS advised that the unknovn man he had contacted at
ROSENBERG'S request, in January, 19L5 in New York City, and who questioned him
concerning the atom bomb, somewhat resembles a photograph of ARTH AMS, except
that the unknown man did not wear glasses and that the mouth expression of the
unknovm mzn is comewhat less grim than that of ADAMS.

D/ VID GREENGLASS advised that ROSENBERG has advised him that some
of the Soviet espionage agents in the United States are in the diplomatic service
of nations friendly to the United States, that is nations who are not behind the
Iron Curt-ine

GRBENGIASS stated
that he learncd at this time that this unlmown man had been the foreman of an
electricnl construction pang working for the Manhattan Enginsering District at .
sither New York City or QOakridge, Tennessee. GREENGLASS z2lso leammed that JULIUS
I0SENBERG thinks highly of this individwal and that the latter is of German extractior
and that his wife¢ is Jewish. GREENGL-.SS described this man as being blond, bald,
and in his middle forties. GREENGIASS stated that he had no indication that this
individual was ever in the Communist Party or had Communist Party leanings, and
hcd no reason tc believe that ROSENBERG had ever approached this individual to
obtein informetion for the Russians. GREENGLASS said that this mant's apartment is
on the same floor as that of JULIUS ROSENBERC at 10 Monroe Street, New York City,
and is the first zpartment on the right as one leaves the door of JULIUS ROSENBERG'S
apartment.

Enascuddl D.VID GHREENGILASS stated that one time while he was visiting JULIUS
ROSENBERG at the Pitt Machine Products Company, Ince, 370 East Houston Street,
New York City, between September 1, 1949 and May, 1950, that JULIUS ROSENBERG showed
him a camera. GREENGLASS stated that ROSENBERG took this camera from the desk drawer
which is loceted in the office of the Pitt Machine Products Company, Inc. This
cemera was 2 leica which looked rather new, and it was in a brown leather carrying
, case which arpezred to have been used. ROSENEEFG told him that he had purchased
this camers at Willoughbys in New York City, and that he sametimes fastens the camera
to a drop lcaf table in his home. GREENGLASS said that he gathered the impression
from ROSENZKRG that the latter keeps all of his developing equipment at apartments
other than the one in which he resides.

ROSENEERG was not there at the time,
and DAVID GHEEGLASS so advised SIDOROVICH. SIDOROVICH then told DAVID GREENGLASS
that he weuld see ROSENBERG later. DAVID GREENGIASS gathered the impression that
SIDOROVICH was on his vacation at that time and was employed a2t a plant in Clewveland,
Ohios. D/VID GREEXGLASS was elso of the opinion that his brother BERNARD GREENGLASS
was prescnt at the time SIDOROVICH attempted to contact ROSENBERG.

On July 19, 1950, DAVID GREENGLASS wrote the following on the back
of a photograp~ of MICHAEL SIDOROVICH:

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and was a ~vaaber of Steinmetz Hall Branch of the Young Communist League at the -
"ity Collerc of New York in New Yord: City. GHREENGLASS said that SUSSMAN probably
graduated from City College of New York one year prior to the graduation of JULIUS
ROSENEERG. GREENGLASS advised that he firstknew of SUSSMAN in connection with
JULIUS ROSENBERG about 1938. GREENGLASS zdvised that SUSSYAY is an accomplished
electrical erginecr and is regarded very highly by JULIUS ROSENRERG, He stated
that SUSS.LN prior to World War II, was employed on the Servo systenms in connection
with automatic machine tools. GREENGLASS states that SUSSMAN was in periodic
contact wit': JULIUS ROSENBERG until as recently es 1947, and that GREENGIASS last
saw SUSSWAY at JULIUS ROSENBERG!S home.

GREENGIASS advised thoat SUSSMAN lived on the lower East Side in
Manhattan, New York City, prior to the war, and has beon married during the last
two or three years. He said that he believed SUSSMAN might furnish JULIUS ROSENBERG
with espicnage informaticon in & passive manner, but would not be an aggressive
espionage zgent. He described SUSSHAN as follows:

It vas reported that he resided at 654 Valter Street, New York City, and

A search of his belongings disclosed that in addition to other material

relating to the Communist Party he had an address book in whioh appeared
the nanes and addresses of several individuals and organizations. This

It will be noted that this information relative to RUTH

¥hen all set together, the molds form a sphere made of a high explosive,
with a ball of plutonium in the center. Inside the plutonium is a sphere
of beryllium. A barium plastic shield is in between the plutonium and -
the high explosive. The high explosive had two detonators for each high
explosive segment. The detonators are connected to a number of condensers,
possibly about 36 or 72. The condensers are also called capacitators,

The number of detonators is twice the number of molds and the number of
condensers is equal in number to the detonators, The beryllium has a
hollow center. The beryllium has a number of cone-shaped holes in it.

The spex of each cone is toward the periphery of the beryllium, The
beryllium is gold-plated which prevents it from emitting neutrons, The
detonation of the high explosive causes the plutonium to be crushed or
imploded and therefore increases the number of plutonium neutrons which

are frees, The beryllium also becomes imploded and the beryllium neutrons
are jetted out through the cones into the mass of plutonium which sets off
the chain reaction of the plutom.wn which results in an atomic explosioRe _

"I must go back a little here. Just as I was leaving the hotel
‘someone called my name. For just a minute I got excited, even though I
knew better. I thought it was you. But it was PATTY, she had come in to
~sit in the lobby because it was nasty out...So we went to the depot early
and sat around. In the station we started to talk to some gals, one who _
was running away from the university to get married (she was exactly like a
character out of a dime novel) and one who was going east to visit. They
made it nice because we travelled together. As a matter of fact it was the
first time that I travelled that I got & seat with a girl...We were about .
three hours late getting into Newton, Kansas and there the cylinder in the
engine burned out so for a while we were stranded there,..We were due in .
Kansas City at 8 and were supposed to stay an houre We pulled in at 12 and
I made a mad dash for the Western Union desk and sent you that wire and then
grabbed a sandwiche But I might just as well have taken my time because we

but I still ain't got a reservation..I should be home sometime on 'I‘hursda.y.
