ployee giving any information to RANZAL, but eht I would have a check made
and let him Xnow.

I requested EA Thouwas J. McAndrews to maeke inquiry conceraing the pos-

sibility of any Agent having furnished such information to RANZAL.

This same date, at approximately 5:30 P .M., I telephoned Mr. Nichols

and advised him I had not been able to locate anybody in the NY0 who had been
in contact recently with RANZAL. I d4id advise hium thaet supervieor Thomas J.
MeAndrews had run into RANZAL this noon vhile at lanch end, thereafter, Mr.
McAndrevs furnished the folloving information to Mr. Nichols:-

I pointed out to him that RANZAL had
covered the U. 8. Court House for wany years for the NY Times, was known %o
wany Agents of WY0. I also told him that RANZAL had covered the ROSENBERG
irial and was entirely familiar with the personalities and the attorneys in-
yolved in this trial, I then advised him that on 11//53, I had met BANZAL

and ke had furnished me the following intormgtion voluntarily.

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RANZAL lesrned frowm the press and from hie contacts in the Court

House that Roy Cohn, Chief Counsel, McCarthy Committee; O. John Rogge,
Attorney for DAVID GREENGLABS; and others were golng %o Lewisburg Peniten=
tiary on Thursday, 10/29/53 to interview DAVID GREENGLASS corncerning hise
kuovledge of Fepionage at Fort Mommouth. RANZAL stated that when he heard
this, he reviewed the testimony on DAVID GREENGLASS in the trial of the
ROSENEERGS at the office of AUSA James B, Kilsheimer, III, in the Court
House. On Friday, 10/30/53, in the evening, he telephonically contacted
the office of 0. John Rogge, Attorney for David Greenglass, and asked to
be advised vhat information, if any, Mr. Rogge could provide hiam with con-
cerning GREENGLASS' statements to representatives of the MeCarthy Comnittes,.
Mr, Rogge was not present in the office, belng in Bouth Carolina, RAIZAL

-  talked to Mr. FASRICANT, a pariner of O. John Rogge; and vhile they were
talking, Rogge called his office long distance. RANZALL, through FADRICANT,
intervieved ROGGE, and obtained information as to what material GREENGLASS
had supplied the McCarthy Committee on 10/39/53. Mr, Rogze ssked RANZAL to
hold off printing the story until Rogge had a chance 1o discuss the umatter
with him., This, Ranzal agreed to do.

RANZAL pointed out that Rogge had a client who was due to appear before
the McCarthy Coumittee and that he did not care %o Jeoperdize this client's
wvelfare by authorizing a story for RANZAL unless he had time %o think 1t out
carefully., I told Mr. Nichols this client wag protsdly FRED JOSEPH XITTY,

a figure in the ROSENBERG case. RANZAL then t0ld me that on Monday, 11/2/53,
he bad contacted Rogge and Rogge had authorized his story which appeared in
the NY Times of 11/%?53. This story indicated that the McCarthy Committee had
. " not obtained newv information from DAVID GREENGLASS and that at the time GREEN-
GLABS had only furnished information to which he had testified in the ROSENEBERG
trial. RANZAL told me that on 11/3/53, he received a phone call from Mr, ROy
Cohn in which Cohn stated Rogge had not approved the story and was angered with
RANZAL for printing it, RANZAL told COHN this was nol true sud thathe had
ROGGE's approval for the story. COHN had jndicated to RANZAL that ROGGE had
called COHN and protested the story. RANZAL, following his tulk with COHN,
called ROGOE and found thet COEN had called ROCGE and protested the story, and
not that Rogge bad called Cohn.

T told Mr. Nichols that the sbove vas volunteered by RANZAL; that no
comments had been made by tbe Agent and, further, RANZAL bhad indicated that
_he had been requested to write an article for the Sunday Times, date unknown,

indicating that the McCarthy Committee was not producing new information,
This also vas received vithout coument by the Agent. Mr, Nichols wus asked
yhether or not he desired any further asterial on this and he said he da1d oot.
" Fe instructed the writer to be ceriain that all Agents having business with
“Ewy e MeCarthy Committee or the press be most careful not to indicate any atti-
tuls for or against the Committee. I told him FYO was aware of the desire of
the Bureau for ‘this procedure to be followed closely. He then said the Bureau bad
£o walk down the uiddle of the road vith reference to the McCarthy Comaittee.
1 told him NYO would follow the Buresu's instructions in this matter,

Mr. Rogge further stated he hed been requested by the NY Times to
yrepare an article on the McCarthy Committee's interview of DAVID GREENGLASS,
vhich occurred on 10/29/53, and Mr. Roggee intended, iu this article, to indi-
cate thet DAVID GREENGIABS had told the McCorthy Comuittee only the information
to which he had tesffied in the trial of the ROSENBERGS. Mr. Rogge further in-

Long Overdue

There are others who say the release of
Creenglass was lony overdue, that he was
valy a dupe of his relatives and he wuas
badly used by the government. Withont
his testimony as a prosecution wilness,
tha Roserbergs might not have been
convieted. In exchange for his evidence
Greengluss was promised a sentence of
no uiore than five vears, But his juige
thought he deserved more, Apparently
menmbecy of the federal parole board
thought so oo, for they turned down
his applications six times without stat-
i a reasen. . .

On Aug. 18, Julius, David and Fthel
were indicted on counts of conspiracy to
commit espionage in wartime. Alse in-
ilicted were two fupitives, Sobell, tha
radar expert, and Anatolia H. Vakovlev,
Russian vice consul in New York during
1944-46. Under the Espionage Act of
187, the penalty, if the defendanty were
found guilty, could be anything frem 29
years to Jeuth. Late that mouth Fobell

was picked up in Mexico, Yakovlev he
longr dnce returned fo Russia.

Out Overnight

In econclusion, Judge Kaufman re-
minded the jurors that the fact that tus:ia
was an ally was immaterial; that the
defendants handed top =ecret infurma-
tion over to anybady was matecial.

poifts, by the 1.8, District Court 3nd
wevén times by the U.S. Cnurt of Ap-
peals. Seven times the 1.8, Suprejne
Court turned down petitions for review
and twice the President of the United
States turned down appeals {or clemeney.

And, at times, after testifving, I was
sorry | testified—because thece npeaple
were my flesh and blood. T felt alfectivn
for them, and 1 still dn.”

A
least, he has a long walito go to ge
into the good graces ol his cOUntrymen
under his own identity.

The most unlikely sel of herces in the
whole bizarre history of television *'journal-
isin’* is emerging. They are Jutius and Ethel
Resenberg, the couple who were found gulity
of conspiracy to pass atomic secrets 1o the So-

On Jan. 28, the ABC-TV network showed a
two-hour-long dramatization of the trial of Ju-
lius and Etkel Rosenberg which made the two
itom spies seem to be Heidi and Tom Sawyer
-vith a generous mixture of Romeco ang Juliet
thrown in. The point of lhe creators of the
show, apparently, was thRt"Tulius and Ethel
Rosenberg were two harmless, intensely lova-
ble people caught in a web of jealousy and
perjury and national hystaria through which
their Innocence shone forth like # beacon
light.

The most penelrating tool of the television
propagandist’s art—showing only onc side of
an issue, set the mood throughout. The Rosen-
