Blum
advised that he had just returned fram New York City where he had
visited for a few days with the Veinstein Family, whgm he considers
to be his closest friends. He indicated that while there he had’
dlscussed with Attorney Rogge the activities of subject, Weinsteine
He informed that in view of his close friendship with the Veinstein
Family, he felt that he would be able to persuade subject, Weinstein,
to cooperate with the Bureau.
