In Japan RUSS said he was thrilled by the way
the Japanese regardless of polﬂtical affiliation are permitted
and do, speak their minds. While in the U.S., he said, little
or no discussion is permitted on the vital topics of the
day, rmmely he said, the peace question, disarmament, full
equality for Negroes and other mlnority groups,

RUSS called for greater democracy in the United A
States; greater freedom for all volces regarcless of political
opinions or beliefs to discuss the issues and to resolve them.
He cited the House Committee on Un-American Activities (HUAC)
as a deterrent force to freecdom in the United States. The
Mc Carran, he said, has the same deleterious effect on the
people. A significant voice in American life, he -sald, will bde
silenced if the Mc Carran Act provisions are executed

/ There 1s in the U.S., a tremendous growth of ultra-
rightist forces. These uwltra-rightist forces have, he said,
the support of the HUAC. The sole purpose, he sald,
is to create a fascist system in the couvntry. There are,
he told the audlence,apparent similarities in the U:S. today
and of pre HITLER Germany..

-7 President KENNEDY he sald, recently called for

a plague on both the ultra right and’ the left. There is,

RUSS sald, a very serious flaw in the President's equaling the
right with the left. The flaw, he said, 1s wvnat it 1is an
historlical lie to equate them. The left forees, he stated,

have made a valuable contribution in the U.S. wnereas

he said, the ultra-right forces strive only to destroy
democracy in the U.,S.

RUSS was very critical of former speaker of the
House of Representatives SAM RAYBURNand his role in Amerilcan
politlical 1ife. SAM RAYBURN, he said, supported every repressive
plece of legislation in the Congress Not only, RUSS stated
did SAM RAYBURN support those repressive measures, but
he gave leadership to them.

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In the U.S., RUSS told the avdlence there are .
rigged elections. In the South, he said, once an individual
18 elected to office, he remains in office for a lifetime.
There 18 no other party but the Democratic party in the
South, In the North, he said, the politiclans gerrymander
the 1iberal progressive Congressmen out of existence.

There 13, he stated, in the U.S. an atmosphere of .
"non-democracy." This "non—demoeracy" 18 due, he said, to the
limitations on "democrecy" and the build-up for war or, he
said, it could be the bulld-up for war that places
limitations on democracy.

The repressive measures (laws) and the HUAC
were first directed at the labor movement, RUSS sald.
This 1s due, he said, because the powers that be, want
to stifle the popular will of the neople. Next, he sald,
the repressive measures (laws) are directed against the
forelgn born. °

Thls, he told those present, 1s exactly what
happened in’ Germany.

- RUSS urged that the people take a more active

role in seeing to. 3t that there is more "demoeracy” in

the U.S. This can be.done, he said, by letting Congressmen

and other elected officials know their feelings on matters.
Write then, he said, about the HUAC and the Mc Carran Act.

Let them know, he-said, of thelr opposition to both.

The letter, he said, does not have to be lengthy. As a

matter of fact, he said, the paper dces not have to be clean.
If 1t has a little grease or dirt on it, he said, it is that
much better, because the reader will know that 1t is coming from
the working people.

There are some promising signs, RUSS said, on the
horizon in the struggles.

The Negro movement he sald, has recognized that
the flght for full equality also means a fight for civil . s
liberties. Therefore, he said, Reverends MARTIN LUTHER KING,
ABERNATHY, and SHUTTLESWORTH have come out in pavor of i
abolition of the HUAC., o
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NY 100-118525

However, RUSS stated, there will be little chance
of complete success in the civil rights and civil lidberties
gstruggles until the trade union movement and 1its leaders
recognize that it must play a leading role in these struggles.,

RALPH SANTOS announced the .New York Council to
Abolish HUAC rally of Vednesday, 12/6/61 at Manhzttan Center,
New York City. He ruged all present to attend the rally.
