From the standpoint of prosscution, Mr, Whearty, of the Department, las
advised that,under a charge of conspiracy, as long as one overt act in mrtheranco
of the conspiracy occurs in & district, the defendants can be carged in that |
district with overt acts occurring ocutside the distrioct. Thus, it appears that

l cognizance can be taken either in Brooklyn or Albugquerque of the meetings between
Gold and Fuchs and between Gold and his Soviet superiors, regardless of where the
meetings occurred, From the standpoint of public relations, accessibility of
commnications to the Bureau, and of the Bureau personnel which will be involved in
the Grand Jury proceedings and the trial, if any, it clearly appears that the
