Gold net
with Fred on approximately sis occasions in Cincinnati from
1938 to l94O. At Fred&#39;s directions Gold attenpted to
activate Benjamin Smilg, an enployee at the Fright-Jatterson
Air Force Base, Ihyton, Ohio. Fred was closemouthed about
his personal life in talking to Gold. He was believed to be
a Russian who spoke with a Russian accent and was believed
to have arrived in this country shortly prior to his
contacting Cold.
