ROSARD advised that in January, 19L48 he took a trip to France teo
visit his parents., ke said that he sailed oh the S. S. AMERIC. from New York
as @ tourist class passenger. He stated the trip took approximately six days.
The cabin was shared by four people. The only person in this group that
ROSARD stated he became acquainted with to any degree was a cabin mate with
an Italian sounding name. ROSiRD said he was unsble to recall this person's
name and he nas had no subsequent contact with this person or any of his
other cabin mates.

ROSARD was shown a photograph of JOEL BARR, He wes able to identify
BARR as one of his cabin mates. He stated he did not actively associate him-
self with B/RR and as a result knew very little of what BLZRR did while on board
ship. He was able to recall thot Bf3R had indicated he wes an Electrical
Engineer going abroad to study. B/.RR gave the inference he was going to
Holland to study for an advanced degree. ’

DANIEL DIZVID ROSHRD said he could not recall the circumstances -
under which he met BAHR., ke said that upon boarding the S, S. AMERICA he .
went directly to his cabin., ke said he could not remcmber whether B*RR was in
the cabin nor not at this tim=. However, bs said thet if BARR came to the
cabin after he (ROSLRD) was there, BARR did so elone. ROSARD was quite sure
that no group of pecople visited the cabin to say goodbye to BARR.

hccording to ROS’/RD, BARR was not overly friendly with any of the
people sharing the cabin, ROSARD said that in generzl the four people in the
cabin sav one another upon arising in the morming and at bed time in the
evening. They had litile contact with one enother during the day.

The S. S. /MERIC/. disembarked some passengecrs at Cherbourg, France.
ROSARD left the ship there and took & boat train to Paris, France. He steted
he had no recollection of having seen BARR disembark nor could he recall
having seen BiRR on the boat train,

ROS/RD stated he believed BARR, 4f he actually went to Holland,
may have disembarkod from the S, S. AMERIC.. at Southampton, England. Accordine
to ROS/RD, it was eesior to get direct transportation to hHollend from
Southampton, England, than from France.

ARTHUR.BAKR, brothor of JOEL BARR, had advised thet many persons,
whose identity he did not know, were prcsent at the time of his brother's
