‘Federal Judge Irving R. Kaufman has
rendered a notable service to his coun-
try in bringing home the seriousness of
the crime of espionage by pronounéing
the death penalty on twg of the atomic
bomb spies who were convicted before
him. The third spy was given a maxi-
mum jmprisonment of 30 years with a

. recommendation against parole.

Julius Rosenberg and his wife Ethel
will get precious little sympathy as they
face the electric chair, the first Ameri-
- can citizens in history to receive the

death sentence under the espionage

laws.
From the prosecution’s point of view
it is a fortunate thing that the plottings
of ‘this couple began in 1944 when this
nation was still at war, Only for overt acts
committed during a period of hostili-
ties can the death sentence be imposed.
However, Judge Kaufman expressed
the opinion that the statute is inade-
, quate as it is now on the books, limiting

as it does the punishment for espionage
! to 30 years in prison and urged that
j Congress re-examine these punitive pro-
) visions. We were glad to see him point
; out that this issue“is presented in “a
