T-18 " advised on June 2, 1952 that a representative of the
Cormittee for ‘Ethel and Julius Rosenberg had called on the Hollywood ASP
office for cooperation in connection with a meeting to be heid by this
committee on June 11, 1952 at the City Terrace Cultural Center in Los
Angeles., The comuittee representative requested SARAJO- LOLD, ASP's
Executive Director, to furnish them with a banner or streamer reading,
"The Rosenbergs must not die" which was to be used in connection with the
forthcoming meeting.

T-13 advises that the Los Angeles, Hollywood, and Beverly Hills
chapters of the National Lawyers Guild in Los Angeles have distributed a
Tform letter, dated May 29, 1952, to local attorneys pointing out that the
imposition of a death sentence against ETHIL and JULIU3 ROSZNBIRG for
espionage during peacetime is the first such sentence imposed in this country.
The letter notes that all members of the Executive Board of the local
National Lawyers Guild chapters have obtained and are distributing for the
information of the local bar, a “fact sheet on the Rosenberg case". The
letter noted that the widest possible dissemination of this information was
desired. This letter was written over the signature of LAURENCE R, SPIRBiR,
National Lawyers Guild Secretary,

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Attached to the aforementioned letter from the National Lawyers
Guild to T-13 was a thirty-psre pamphlet entitled "To Secure Justice in
the osenberg Case" pointing out that ETHFL and JULIUS ROSENBERG had been
victimized with a death sentence on April 15, 1951 for alleged atomic
esplonage for the Soviet Union. The foreword in this psmphlet notes that
a2 full report of the case was not made available to tiie public until
August, 1951 vhen the "National Guardian" began to publish a series of
articles by WILLIAM A. RUUBEN. As a result of this series, the National
Cormittee to Secure Justice in the Rosenberg Case was tormed, which has since
published in a parphlet, in a slightly abridged form, the series by REUBEN,
The pamphlet maintains that "the facts of the arrest, trial, conviction,
and sentencing of Julius and Ethel Hosenberg indicate that at the very least
there is grave doub® of their complicity in any alleged atom-spying con~
spirecy whatever;  and at the very worst that they, too, have been convicted
on trumped-up evidence......ce...." The pamphlet attempts to draw a parallel
between the ROSENEIRG cese and the SACCO-VANZETTI case following World War I
and draws the conclusion that the RCSENBERGS must not be allowed to die
"while we have the voice and cowrage and means and still an opportunity to
prevent itn,

The pamphlet urges those who read it to write to President
TRUMAN and the U. S. Attorney General, asking that the government consent
to a reversal of the ROSENBERG conviction and allow a new trial or dis~
continuance of their prosecution.
