ABRAHAM BROTHMAN a subject in the SILVERMASTER case, is an
engineer with offices located at 114 East 32Street, New York City. BROTH-
MAN was originsally known to Informant GREGORY through his making available
blueprints of vats, which vats were being manufactured under secret and con-
‘fidential orders of the United States Government.

Since the inception of this case, a technical surveillance
has been maintained on BROTHMAN at his place of business and information
has recently been received that he was working on a "project for the
Russians."” The exact nature of this project is not known, however, in a
conversation which he had with one of his employees, a great deal of double
talk took place and they mentioned that when their plans were submitted
they would not use the company stationery, and that various products, such
as T.N.T. and resins would be used as a cover for the actual product which
they were making,
