the Rosecnbergs. Mr. GORDON stated that any information or es-
sictance -the FBI can render him in connecticn with disproving state-~
ments made by BLOCH would be grestly sppreciated and would be
handled in the most confidential manner without the Bureau becoming
fnvolved 1in eny vay. :
