. _ MICHAEL SIDOROVICH was reinterviewed on February
20, 1951 by SA DAVID A. WIBLE and the writer at which time
he furnished the following information:

Previously MICHAEL has maintained he has not seen
JULIUS or ETHEL ROSENBERG since at least 1948 and probably
not in 1948, MICHAEL advised he now recells visiting JUL-
IUS and ETHEL, at their apartment at 10 Monrpe Street, New
York City, during May of 1548. He stated this was during
. the trip he made to Frenchtown, New Jersey several days af-
. 7. ter his deughter, AFDRZA ANNE, was born but while his wife
' was still confined to University Hospital, Cleveland (MICH~-
AEL's dauwghter was born May 9, 154%)., He reiterated that
this trip was made at the behest of WALDO McNUIT who had
informed ¥ICHAEL of a possible purchaser for property owned
by MICHAEL and WALDO in Frenchtown, Hew Jersey. ‘

MICHAEL explained he celled JULIUS and ETHEL to
tell them of the birth of his daughter and that evening went
to the ROSENBERG apartment. It is MICHAEL's recollection
that JULIUS was confined to his bed and probably was ill.

At that time ZTHEL gave MICBAEL a child's blanket as a gift
for ANDREA ANNE. - : . .o : o

MICHAEL denied receiving or soliciting funds frow
JULIUS at this or any other time either as a gift or as a
lcan. _ o

' MICHAEL repeated his statement that he subsisted on
the redemption of war bonds and savings from the time he

left Tucker Industries, November 164€, until May of 1848 when
he became associated with the Commonwealth Life & Accident
Insurance Company. He stated that he continued to_ us i

savings and boné redemptions as a supplementary source of
income until he secured his present position with the Gas
Machinery Company in June of 1950. NICHAEL estimated his
total assets as of November 1848, from bond redemptions,
bank deposits and cash maintained at home, as $3500.

MICHAEL advised he had given consideration to per~
manently moving to Israel. He felt he would have a better
opportunity in life in a new country and would be able to
avoid the stigma of his association with the Young Communist
League and the Abrahem Lincoln Brigade., He also stated he
had made no definite plans and felt he would probzbly be
denied a passport in view of the Intermal Security Act of
1950, In no event would he leave the United States, he
stated, until he completed his present study of chemistry at
Western Reserve University since he entertains a desire of
being a chemist rather than a draftsman,

NICHAEL reitereted his ctatements of imnocence and °-
denied implication in any subversive activities or espionage.
