Under date of May 26, 1952, the FBI Laboratory
advised thet an examination of the above items revealcd no

#27, #38, and {39,

The Laboratory adviscd that no conclusion could
be rcached whether itcms #6 or #26 and #29 throuch #37 had
been taken apart and roassembled becausc these specimens are
put togcther in such a manner that it would be possible to
carcfully rcemove the fasteners without lcaving any cvidenco
of their having been removeds It was notcd further that 1f
the frstencrs on these ltems had shown cvidcence of having ‘been
bent, it would have becn possible to roplace the original
fastencers with new ones,

Scveral staplc holes appcar on item #7 which
indicnte that this speccimen was stapled in a differcent manncr
than i1t is now staplcd togethers However, nothing was found
which would indicatc that thc present staplo in item #7 had
becn removed and replaceds Characteristics were prescnt which
indicatcd that the first two pages of this item were at one
time stapled together,scparately,or to onc or more pages notb
now included with the item, Charactceristics are also prosent
which indicate that the last three pagos were at onc timo
staplcd together, separately, or to one or more pages not now
included vith the item,

The holcs around item #11 are worn and it i3 not
possible to dotermine if this specimen hag been taken apart
and ren~zeenribled,

I1 usns notoed that item #16 has gtaple holes below
the ploce whero this speeimen is now sntapled together. It
could nolk be deberminod, hownvor, wvhoether this spocimon was
ceripinally stapied topoethor with two »taples or whother tho ono
which hng been renioved was replaced with the one now holding
the papcz together,
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It was noted that specimen #1L was not stapled
together, )

Thc Lahoratory noted with rcgard to all of theo
above licted items that it would be possible to photograph
the contents of the various items without taking them apart,
Again, it could not be determined from the cvidence itself
whether any of these specimens have boecon photogrnphod in
whole or in part,

Under dnto of June 23, 1952 the Laboratory adviscd
thet a latent finpgerprint examination had been conducted on the
above 37 items but that no latent imprcosions were developed,

The Laboratory adviscd that the above 39 1items
were being returned to the Los Angoles 0fflce for re-~delivery
to Mrs., MARIE RODDENBERRY.

Professor POLYKARP CH, Executive Officer, Physics
Depsrtment, Pupin Laboratory, Columbla University, New York
City, was interviewed by SA JOHN A, HARRINGTON and the report-
ing ageont for any information concerning the relationship of
Dr«THEODORE VON KARMAN and the subject at the laboratory -and
also to obtain from KUSCH any Information concerning PERL'S
background and activities at the University durlng his graduate
studlies and later during his instructorship.

Dr, KUSCH stated he was only casually acquainted with
Dr, VON KALMAN sometime in 19,7 when the latter came to the (‘)
Univercity as a visiting professor, He recalled that VON ‘U
K4RMAN maintained office space at the Pupin Laboratory but .
did not know the details of hls presence explaining that in !
1947 Dr., ISIDORE I:~RABI was Executive Officer of the Physics
Deportment and that he, KUSCH, was only an instructor at that
time. .

Dr, KUSCH said that he met VON KARMAN in the builld-
ine elevators and hallways at infrequent intervals but that
he had never spoken to him in his office nor had he sever
enragoed in a formal conversation with him,

- Dr., KURCH esxplained that VON KARMAN 1s interested
in acrodvnamics while he, KUSCH, was interested in nuclear
physlies, KUSCH sald for thia reason they had little in

common and no particular reason Lo become more closely asso-
clqtod,

Dr. KUSCH was of the opinion that Dr, VON KARMAN and

PERL ware acquainted prior to thoir aussociation ut Columbia
~elther through thelr previous work at the NACA or at Oalifornla

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Institute of Technology,

When gquestioncd further concerning this possible
acquaintance at California Institute cf Technology, Dr.
KUSCH could give no further detalls nor any basis for his
belief, He sald he may have formed this opinion because of
VON KARMAN'S interest in aerodynamics.and the fact that PERL
waes llkewise interested and was writing his Doctor's disser-
tatlon on & related subject, In any event, KUSCH thought
that VON KARMAN'S presence at Columbia wes the chief factor
in PERL'S soloctlon of that school for his graduate studies,

Dr, KUSCH recalled that during PERL!'S graduate
studies at Columbia, ho was appointed as a laboratory
assistant for which he was pald by the University and that
after Dr, VON KARMAN arrived as a visiting professor, PERIL
also acted as his assistant, PERL!'S duties in the latter
regard consisted of takling notes on VON KARMAN'S lectures
and cditing them for publication, doing a certain amount of
research concerning thom, taking class rolls and other paper
work of an adminlstrative nature, ‘

In pecrforming these typos of duties PERL, of
necessity, would have had to have accoss to VON KARMAN'S
files and, accordingly, would have spent considerable timo (Lf
in VON KARMAN'S office and laboratory,

Dr, KUSCH did not have personal knowledge of the
fact but ho prosumed that PERL, as an assistant to VON KARMAN,
probably handled other matters for him not specifically
connectcd with the lecture course, He could ot be more
spocific in this regard since he has never discussed the
mitter with oither PERL or VON KARMAN,

Dr. KUSCH said he was not locatod on tho same floor
ns VON KARMAN'S office during thls purlod and for this rcason
did not know whother PERL spent time in VON KARMAN'S office
on a repularly schedulod basis, He presumed that in view of

- —— -
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PEZRL'S schedule of classes attended as a student and his
laboratory courses which he supervised as a laboratory
assistant, he probably spent odd hours on different days
and a cecrtain amount of svening work,

Concerning the security of the Pupin Physlcs
Labhoratory, Dr. KUSCH stated that since the time when the
SAM Laboratory conducted some of its work in connection with
the production ot the Atomic Bomb, there has never been a
guard or check system of sccurity. All students, professors
and officc suporvisory personncl have ready access to tho
buildivpe e explained that the Physices Library is
located in the Laboratory Building and that the doors gre
not locked until 11:00 P.M. He stated further that the
buildivsm was locked all day on Sunday but that all personncl
except undorgraduate students may obtain the koy to the
building from thoe Dopartment of Bulldings and Grounds at any
timeo,

He further cxplained that pgraduaste students may
likewise obbteain the key at any time with an authorization
sirned by an ingstructor or other individual in authority.
Thig arranrement 1s requircd in view of the necessity of
chocking certaln types of laboratory experiments at glven
timeo over a long period,

In vicw of the above, Dr. KUSCH concluded that PERL
could have been in the building in the normal course at any
time of the day or night, on weckddys or Sundays without
questiones He said furthor that almost all profossorm instruc-
tors and assistants, as well as students, carry brief cases
in and nut of the buillding at random and that their contonts
arc not subjoct to inspection by anyone,

He snid that in view of PERL'S posltion with VON
ICVIMAN ond with the Unfversity, ho would have buen at liborty
to Lake any matorisl in or out of tbe building and even 1
quuationed would havo boon ablce to supply o satisfactory
explanation,

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Dr. KUSCH made available the graduato student
filc of WILLIAM PERL for a review by interviewing agents,
It wno noted that he was admitted to the University on
Ortober 6, 1946, and remained in rosidonce from that date
until June 1948, He was appointed as an assistant in

to June 1948,

According to the file, PERL rcturned to Cleveland
in Junc 19,8 to write his disscrtation for a Doctor's Dogresc,.
