SARANT was suspended fron duty on Septenmber 4, 1342 for failure to
comply with the orders of the Director of the Signal Corps Development Laboratory,
Fort lionmouth, New Jersey, to proceed to Detroit, Kichigan for termporary duty
at a specified time and date. On Scptember 17, 1942 SARANT was informed he was
terninated with prejudice as of September 4, 1942 for the above stated reason.
