Samuel levine was the subject of an IGE investigation during
1950 and 1951, Bureau file 121-24299, llewark file 121-2656, New York
file 121-10178. The Newark Office is in possession of all reports and
the pertinent information therein has been briefly mentioned MNewark
and New York memoranda. Reports of the above investigation were
furnishad to the USCSC by letter dated Jamuary 29, 1951. The USCSC
advised June 27, 1952, that the disposition of the above investigation
was that subject was held "Eligible on loyalty." Review of Bureau
files fails to reflsct any additional pertinent information concerning
the subject not already briefly mentioned in New York and Newark
memdranda.
