Three U.S. Supreme Court
Justices Reveal the Rosenhergs

Did Not Have Their Day in Court 4
U ¢

.
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Americans who picked up their newspapers o0 Thursday morn-
ing, June 151, learned that it might not be legal to execute Ethel
and julius Rosenberg: Supreme Court justice William Douglas had
stated his grave doubts and granted a stay soO the courts would be
enabled to study the case. Newspaper reports indicated the possibility
that the entire case might be thrown out of court. The New York
Times, for instance, featured the headline “CASE SEEN IN PERIL.”
The next day the Rosenbergs died in the electric chair.
American justice is still reeling from the baste with which the
Rosenbergs were rushed to their deaths. The world is appalled that 2

mother and -father were electrocuted while grave legal doubts still

remained.

And there is no mistake about that. Grave doubts do exist. Justices
Hugo Black, William Douglas and Felix Frankfurter are agreed that
Ethel and Julius Rosenberg may have gone to their deaths illegally.
All three have said that more time was needed by the courts.

The misconception bas been foisted on the public that the Rosen-
bergs received the full measure of justice and had their day ip court.
said that “when in their

president Eisenhower, in denying clemency,

But President Eisenhower has confused & repeated denial of

justice with a prolonged consideration of the case.

It is an incontrovertible fact that the Supreme Court, the highest
court of the land, never passed on the tairness of the trial and the
justness of the death sentence. It never reviewed the case, and coD-

sequently it never read the trial transcript.

DEATH DECREED REGARDLESS OF INNOCENCE OR GUILT

Ethel and Julius Rosenberg swore that they were completely
innocent. Against their word was the word of David Greenglass, who
claimed that the Rosenbergs induced him to steal the “secret” of the
atomic bomb. Judge Jerome N. Frank of the U. S. Circuit Court of
Appeals said that without the Greenglass testimony there would be

no case against the Rosenbergs.
One weck before the execution Dr. Harold C. Urey, the pation’s

foremost atomic scientist, 2 man who hel develop the atomic bomb,
told President Eisenhower that Greenglass could not possibly have
stolen the secret. He said in a telegram that “s man of Greenglass’
capacity is wholly incapable of transmitting the physics, chemistry
and mathematics of the atomic bomb to any one.” Dr. Urey asserted
that the prosecution’s case “depends upon the blowing up of patently
perjured testimony.” He asked President Eisenhower for an appoint-
ment to present his understanding of the case personally.

But Dr. Urey never received an answer to his telegram. Nor was
he able to get an appointment with Attorney General Herbert Brown-

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ell, who refused to see any one connected with the legal defense or
clemency appeals.

This unwillingness to discuss the Rosenberg case with Dr. Urey
was characteristic of the role the Justice Department had played for
the past two years. Every attempt on the part of the defense to pre-
sent new evidence was opposed. Every eflort at postponing the execu-
tion to allow presentation of new facts was blocked.

The Attorney General’s office was determined not to entertain
any delay in the execution. It wanted an execution, not the truth.
June 18th, the Rosenbergs™ fourteenth wedding anniversary, was set
tor the double execution.

JUSTICE DOUGLAS GRANTS A STAY

Throughout America and throughout the world there were ap-
peals that the Rosenbergs be spared. As the execution date neared the
pleas mounted.

JUSTICE DOUGLAS of the United States gathered be-
fore the White House on Sunday, June 14 to call upon President Eisen-
hower to grant clemency. The gathering, which police said was the
largest they had ever seen at the White House, represented Americans
of all political and religious beliefs who had been moved by the
plight of the Rosenbergs. Clemency had been requested by reknowned
scientists, religious leaders, labor leaders, leaders of the Negro people,
professors, and legal authorities.

On Tuesday, June 18, the Rosenberg defense asked Justice Doug-
las for a stay of execution. it is within the power of a single Supreme
Court Justice to grant such a stay. Mr. Justice Douglas was presented
with an ergument that had not previously been considered by the
High Court. It was argued that the Rosenbergs should have been
tried under the Atomic Energy Act of 1946, not the Espionage Act of
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1917. Under the Espionage Act the judge can impose the death penalty
at his own discretion. Under the Atomic Energy Act a jury recom-
mendation is needed for the death sentence. There was no such jury
recommendation in the Rosenberg case, only the decision of Judge
Irving Kaufman. - 4

For twelve hours Justice Douglas deliberated, carefully weighing
the law. The following day, on Wednesday, June 17th, he announced
that he was granting a stay. Justice Douglas said that the point raised
in behalf of the Rosenbergs was a substantial one that needed more
time for study by the lower courts. He said:

“I; is important thai the country be protected against
the nefarious plans of spies who would destroy us. It is also
important that before we allow human lives to be snuffed
out we be sure—emphatically sure—that we act within the
law. If we are not sure, there will be lingering doubts tu
plague the conscience after the event.” '

THE JUSTICE DEPARTMENT IS ASTOUNDED

Newsmen reported that Attorney General Brownell, Awmerica's
administrator of justice, was astounded by the action of Justice Doug-
las. He seemed to feel that the execution was slipping away. since the
normal procedure now required that the case be held over until the
fall, the courts having adjourned for the summer.

But these were not days of normal procedure. Attorney General
Brownell insisted that Chief Justice Vinson reconvene the Supreme
Court immediately in special session, to reverse Justice Douglas so the
execution could go on as scheduled. i

Newspaper editorials charged Mr. Douglas
with obstructing justice. An attempt obviously was being made to
create the false impression that Justice Douglas had acted illegally .
and had usurped the authority of the entire Court.

Chief Justice Vinson promptly recalled the Justices from their . l

The Supreme Court itself, however, contradicted this impression
when it made clear, on June 19th, that
“The Acting Solicitor General agrees and we do not
_ doubt that Mr. Justice Douglas had power to issue the stay
r . in these proceedings.”
What was doubtful was whether the entire Court had the power
to set aside the stay granted by Justice Douglas.

£ .

Justice Black wrote, on June 19th:

“The Government argues that this Court has power
to set aside the stay granted by Mr. Justice Douglas. 1 think
this is doubiful. I have found no statute or rule of court
which permits the full Court to sel aside a mere temporary
stay entered by a Justice in obedience to his statutory obli-
gations.”

Representative Francis E. Walter of Pennsylvania, a member of }
the House Judiciary subcommittee, also said that the Supreme Court
did not have the authority to reverse Justice Douglas. .

“There is absolutely nothing in the act of 1925 (under which
Justice Douglas granted the stay),” Walter said on June 19, “that gives
the Supreme Court authority to review the action of one of the Justices
neting under the statutes.” '

‘ Walter explained that the action of a single justice must send the
: whole case back to the lower courts. To retumn to the full Supreme
Court. it must be processed through District and Appeals Courts.

THE EXECUTIONER STANDS BY

Observers could not recall another instance in American history
when the United States Supreme Court was meeting while an execu-
tioner stood by waiting to go into action as soon as the Court would
render its decision. What made the Department of Justice 50 certain
that the decision would be death? Yet on Thursday, June 18th. officials
at Sing Sing were going ahead with their preparations to put the
Rosenbergs to death that very night—while the Supreme Court was .
still sitting in extraordinary session. Unti! late that afternoon the '
Rosenbergs themselves were subjected to the unparalleled torture of '
not knowing whether they would live or die that night. Finally the : |
Court announced that it would make its decision known the following
day—Friday, June 19th.

i After noon on Friday, June 19th, the Court announced that it was
. : vacating the stay granted by Justice Douglas. Justice Douglas, Black
t PO und Frankfurter dissented.

S The execution followed so rapidly that Justice Frankfurter did
not have time to make his dissent public until after Ethel and Julius
Rosenberg were dead.
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The following Monday Justice Frankfurter wrote:

“To be writing an opinion in a case affecting two lives
after the curtain has been rung down upon them has the
appearance of pathetic futility. But history also has its
claims.”

THE MISSING DAY IN COURT

"Those who say the Rosenbergs had their day in court are repeating

a myth. But, one may ask, didn’t the Supreme Court consider the case

so many times? The answer is, as
Justice Frankfurter has stated, that
refusal by the Supreme Court to
review a case in no way implies
approval of the decision by the
lower courts. The Supreme Court
never passed on the fairmess of
the trial or the justness of the sen-
tence.

Even the majority opinion of
the Supreme Court’s rejection of
the Rosenbergs’ final p]ea, written
by Mr. Justice Jackson and con-
curred in by Justices Vinson, Reed
Burton, Clark and Minton, said:

“Vacating this stay is not
10 be construed as indorsing
the wisdom or appropriateness
to this case of a death sentence.”

Justice Black wrote in his dissent:

*Jt is not.amiss to point out that this Court has never
reviewed this record and has never affirmed the fairness
of the trial below. Without an affirmance of the fairness of
the trial by the highest court in the land there may always
be questions as to whether these executions were legally
and rightfully carried out. I would still grant certiorari and

let this Court approve or disapprove the fairness of the
trials.” ‘

All three dissenting Justices criticized the irregular and injudicious

haste of the executions.

To quote Justice Black:

“I do not believe that Governmeni counsel or this
Court has had time or an adequate opportunity to investi-
gaie and decide the very serious question raised in asking
this Court 10 vacate the stay granted by Mr. Justice Douglas.
+ + + I add my regret that the rush of this case has deprived
me of any opporiunity to do more at this time than hastily

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sketch my view on the important questions raised. . . .
*Judicial haste is peculiarly oul of place where the
death penalty has been imposed for conduct part of which
took place at a time when Congress appears 10 have barred
the imposition of thal death penaliy by district judges act-
ing without & jury’s recommendation. And it seems to me
that 1his court has not had 1ime or opportunity for sufficient
study to give the kind of informed decision on this important
question il would if the case should take its regular course.”

Justice Frankfurter wrote: -

“Neither counsel nor the Court, in the time available,
were able to go below the surface of the question raised by
the application for a stay which Mr. Justice Douglas granted.
More time was needed than was had for adequate considera-
tion. ...

“The crux of all I am suggesting is that none of the
obvious considerations for bringing the all too leaden-
footed proceedings in this case 1o an end should have barred
the full employmeni of the deliberative process necessary
{or reaching a firm conclusion on the issue on which the
Court has now spoken, however unfortunate it may be that
the issue did not emerge earlier than it did.”

THE DOUBTS MOUNT

The doubts in the Rosenberg case did not die in the electric
chair. They are now intensified as a result of the dissenting opinions of
Justices Black, Douglas and Frankfurter, who question the legality of
the death sentence. Was the execution within the law?

Justice Black declared:

“It is my view, based on the limited arguments we have

heard, that after passage of the Atomic Energy Act of 1946

' it was unlawful for a judge 10 impose the death penalty for

unlawful transmittal of atomic secrets unless such a penalty
was recommended by the jury trying the case.”

Justice Douglas said: .

“The cold truth is that the death sentence may not be
imposed for what the Rosenbergs did unless the jury so rec-
ommends. . . . I know deep in my heart that I am right on
the law. Knowing that my duty is clear.”

Justice Frankfurter wrote:

“It thus appears—although, of course, 1 would feel
more secure in my conviction had ] had the opportunity te
make a thorough study of the lengthy record in this case—
that the conspiracy with which the Rosenbergs were charged
is one falling in part within the terms of the Atomic Energy
Act, passed by Congress in 1946 and specifically dealing with
classified information pertaining to the recent developments
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in atomic energy. There remains the question whether tbe.
sentence for such & conspiracy could be imposed. under the
Espionage Act.”

Act? The prosecution attorney told the Supreme Court that the gov-

ermment would have been laughed out of court if the indictment had

Despite appeals for clemency from millions of persons An the
United States and threcughout the world, Ethel end Julius Rosenberg
vere executed, After thelr execution Justice Felix Frankfurier
of the U.S. Supreme Court stated that “the opportunity for adequate
exercize of the Judiclel Judgement was wanting.' Justice hugo
Black revealed in his dlssent thet the Bupreme Court ¥has never
reviewed thie record and has never affirned the falrness of the
trial."

It 1s too late to give the Rosenbergs their full measure of
"judiclal Judgement® that Justice Franfurter 1e convinced wes
lackings But the opportunity etill exists for preventling & nig-
carriage of Justlice in the case of Morton Scbell, the third
defendant in the Rosenberg trial,

Morton Sobell is still alive, Af you can call the living death
of 30 yeare in Alcairaz belng alive. ©BSobell was tried along with
Ethel and Julius Rosenberg on a charge of ¥Yconspiracy to commit
espliconage," He swears he 1e completely innocent, He was convicted
on the word of one man, iMax Elitcher, who admitted at the trial
that he lied to the government and faced a five year perjury
indictmente During the trial it was made clear, and stated clearly
by Judgs Kaufman, that Sobell was NOT involved in atomic esplonage.
This 1s important to remember slnce Sobell has frequently been
falsely referred to in the newspapers as an "atoia Bpy."

Judge Jerome B, Frank of the Ciroult Court of Appeals believes
that Sobell should have a new trial, Judge Frank said in dissenting
from a 2~1 declision rejlecting an appeal by Sobell: ;

Durlng his three years
07 imprisonment his wife and mother have corresponded with him
dally, vislted Alcatraz regularly, proclaimed his innocence, and
fought to secure 2 new trial, )

What sterted out to be a long~awalted family vacatlon in Mexico
in June, 1950, turned into & nightmare. B8Bobell had asked his
employer for a leave of absence, He had obtailned visas for himsel?
and his famlly from the Mexican consulate in New York City in the
normal way. He bought tickets at American Alrlines under his own
namee He rented an apartment in Mexico City and received diaper
service there charged to the "Sobell baby! account, His posesslions
were listed with the U,S. Customs Office so0 that duty would not
have to be pald on return, Even the prosecution witness Danziger
testified at the trial that this was a vacation tripe

Sobell and his famlly were getting ready %o return, Records of
health authorities show they had obtained the vaccination ceriie
ficates needed to crose back to the United States, One night
thelr apartment was invaded and Sobell was beaten and kidnapped
by men who claimed they were Mexlcan Police, The men refuged to
take him to the American Embassy, Instead, they rushed him to the
border where F.B.I. agents were walting to errest him,
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Prosecutor Baypol admitted in the trilal thst the entire opere
ation had been carried out by the F.B.I. The abduction was &
flagrant viclatlion of the lawe of extradiction, Sobell was deprived
of a chance to return voluntarlly, and the F.b.I. hed thereby
created the felse lmpression that Bobell was & fugltive,

THE INDICTMENT

Morton Sobell was arrested on the basis of having had five
conversatlions wlth Jullus Rosenberg. He was agked to ¥cooperate"
by the »¥F.B.I. When Sobell did not "cooperate! and gfter he had
been lipprigoned for 8§73 deys, hw was indicted by having his name
added to the conspiracy indlictment of Ethel and Julius Rodenberg,
There i1s no word in the indictment which revesls to Sobell or
his attorneys what it is that he is charged with doing, The 11l
over{ acts which are listed ln the indiotment mske no mentlon of
Bobell,

The FBlll of Particular” which was finelly obtained from the

Elitcher admitted at the trial that he had not told his story
to the F.B.I. until more than four months after Sobell had been
imprisoned, Was Sobell imprisoned for four months without evidence
B0 he could be persuaded to become a government witness to an ’

Max Elitcher admitted on the stand that Sobell had never given
bim any secret information and that he had never given Sobell
any secret information,

Elltocher also admitted that he had been guilty of perjury in
another instance and was Yecared t¢c death”, He was liable to
Proseoution and to a sentence of five yeare in prison for thile
rerjury, However, he has never been arrested or triede To the
contrary, as a result of his"cooperation¥ the F,B.I. has gone out
of lts way to help him find employmente. .

How could Sobell have been convicted on this kind of testimony?

By conspiracy law all of the ecrimee alleged against the other

more the false lmpresslon that he was a fugitive had been coreated
by the F.B.I.'s abduction of Sobell,

Is it posesible thet political consideration whleh had no relation
to the trial itself played a réle in the passing of sentence? :

¥hile Sobsll!s appeals from hie conviction and sentence were
8t1ll pending, Sobell was moved 3000 mlles away from his wife and
two children, from his mother and alling father to the prison for
hardened criminals, to Alcatraiz, .

What kind of criminals are put in Alcatraz?

An article in the Saturday Review of Literature on September
10, 1949, reviewlng a book on Alcatraz written by Warden James A.
Johngtone sald:

"One or more of three criteria is used in the selection of
prisoners for confinement in Alcatraz Island Prison~-the number
and violence of previous erimes, the number of escapes from pre-
vious griaons, gnd the extent to which the criminal is a trouble=
maker, :

None of these conditione apply to Morton Sobell, This 1s hls
tirst conviction and it is atill being fought in the courts, Ob~
viously he has never escaped from a prison, and there 1s no record
of his bEing a ®trouble-paker.® 1In fact, he 18 a well-behaved
pPrisoners

Children are not permitted to visit at Alcatraz, as they are at
the Federal prieon at Atlanta, for instance, Wife and husband,
may not embrace each other here as they are permitted to do at
the beglinning and end of each vieiting period at% other prisons.
Here at Alcatraz they are not even permitted to slt in the sgame
room but must look at each other through a small glass window
and speak to esch other through telephones,
