In addition, other
Communist Party front groups and individual Cormunist Party merbers of sym—
pathizers occuny offices at this address. Prior to 2/1/53 the State and
National Offices of the Civil Rights Congress were located at this addresse
Subsequent to that datec space in the buildinz has been occupicd by SRT
Publications, Inc., publishers of "New orld Review! {ormerly known as "Soviet
Russia Today" which has been cited as a Comrwunist Front by the Special Committee
on Un-American Activities, House of Represcntatives, 6/25/L2 and 3/29/LL.

Strict care must be exercised so that the existence of this important
source of evidence will not become known to amy outside agency. It is also
to be noted that because of the nature of this source of information it will
be impossible to recontact the source regarding infermation furnished.
