To mive an example of the impression that these peaple miade on the
Testival as a whole, there was one incident which occurred wien a
stink bomb was thrown into the Swiss anti-Festival exhibit. Ouve of
the Swiss was heard to remark, “You wonld think the entire American
delesration walked through here in their bare feet.”

All during the Festival the Americans were Irughed at, beeause
they were Jargely of the beatnik type.

Mr. Quixnax. With the possible exception of the Conmunists, that
would be true only of the Americans. Asa rule, the deicgates were
fairly well dressed and the Aanericans showed a striking contrast to the
rest of the delegates in the Festival.
