A source, who bhas furnished reliable information
in the psst, advised con Jure 27, 1960, that Belen Sobell,
wife of Morton Sobsll, was the featured speaker at a
Chicago Scbell Comvittees meeting held on June 25, 1960,
et 1316 East Madison Park, Chicago, Illinois.

Scbell ststed that she had arrived in Chicago
on the morning of Jurne 24, 1960, and that she had just
visited Mioneapolis, Clevelsnd, and Detroit. According
to Sobzll, since sririving in Chicage she had met with
photogrephers snd newsmen ’Rmd one newsman, Irving Kupcinet,
a reportaxr for the “Chbicsgo Sun~-Times" had taken her to .
lupch., She eaid that Kupciwet, who bheas a television show
called "At Random,” promised to have her on this show soon.

Sobell said that she bhad also appeared for two
mivutes on TeleviFElep Station WBBM, Chsnunel 2, and
snsvered & nusber ¢f questions concerning her work on
bebalf ¢t bher husband, Morton Sobesll, and their future
plars 1f snd whon he is released. .

Sobell hed & few copier of the June 20, 1960,
edition of the "New York Times" which contains an
pdvertisement oo behalf of Mortom Sobell. She said that
this sdvertisamert was pzid for by a group: of gponsors
who held & big church meetipg in May, 1960, and that the
Saoball Comxittes ip Dstroit is plasnning to have 20,000
copies of it pripted. Alsc contsined in the advertisement
vas & letter from Congressmen Willism Meyer of Vermont
which aprarently wes written sometime ago on behalf of
Mortop Soball,

Scbell arnncunced that a large three day meeting
vas to be held on November 19, 20, 21, 1960, in Washington,
D, C. Acccrdiog to Sobell, suwopg thoss stterding this
veoting will be members of the clergy svd the professions
fron 8l over the Urnited States, and it is hoped a larg
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group ;of Congressmen. 8Sobell said that appeals will be sent
from the meeting to the White House and the Justice Depurtnent
and that these appeals should make a big impression.

Sobell said that, 1f the appeals are not successful
in getting amnesty for Mortom Sobell, an appeal can be made
on bekalf of Morton in April, 1961, because he will have, as
cf then, served ome-third of his sentence.

Sobell stated that the law firm of attorney Frank
Donner is representing Morton Sobell and that on Jume 27,
1960, she will be in Washington, D,C., and she will find out,
at that time, whether or not they will be able to obtain
the services of a promipent attorney there.

Yorton Sobell

. Morton Sobell was convicted in the United Steates
District Court, Southern District of Rew York, on March 29,
1951, of comnspiracy to commit espionage on behalf of the
Soviet Union. Sobell on April 5, 1951, was sentenced to
serve thirty years imprisonment and 18 currently serving his
sentencg/at the United States Penitentiary, Atlantas, Georgis.
