I, Harry Gold, hereby make the following voluntary statement to
T. Scott Miller, Jr. and Richard E. Brennan, who have identified themselves
to me as Special Agents of the Federal Bureau of Investigation, U. S.
Departaent of Justice. MNo threats or proaises have been made me and I
realize that I do not have to make any statement at all, and any statezent
I do make can be used against me in a court of law. I realize that I have
a right to counssl. :

In about Feb., 1933 I was given a position with the Holbrook
Uamufacturing Company in Jersey City, N.J. I took the Job of Thomas L.
Black who had resigned to accept another position.

Shortly thercafter I attended a Commnist Party meeting in Jersey
City, N.J. at Blackfs request, and with Black. Black atteapted to get me
to join the Communist Party; this attempt was in & very tentative fashion.

In the Spring or Summer of 1935, Black was employed as a cheaist
by the National Oil Products Co., Harrison, N.J. At that time I was employed
by the Pennsylvania Sugar Company, Phila., Penn., and had continued my
asgociation with Black out of gratitude for his getting me & job during the
depression. At this time Black asked me if I could get information froa
* the Pennsylvania Sugar Company relative to processes. Black said that the
Russians would be interested in getting the information. Black explained
to me that he was in contact with a Russian who was with Amtorg, I believe,
and that he (Black) had been giving this Russian chemical processes of
the Na.tional 0il Products Co., hia employer.

)

Black explained to me that I would have a chance in this way to
help the Soviet Union along the road to industrialization. Froa the first
time Black mentioned this, until the latter part of 1935, we had several
discussions about supplying the Russians with information. We discussed
how we could get material blue printed and photostated.

In the latter part of 1935 I went to New Yorl: City with Black,
where he introduced me 1o & manh by the name of Paul Snith, who was either
a Russian or a Dane. Ve met in the vicinity of Penn. Station and shortly
thereafter Black left Paul and mo. Paul and I walked down 7th Ave during
which timoe Paul told me that the Soviet Union was interested in solvents
and particularly in a process invelving the manufacture of absolute ethyl
alcohol on which Dr. Gustav Reich, the chief chemist at Ponnsylvania Supgar
Company, was working. Paul set the time and place for our next meeting
which was about 3 weeks later.

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The abeve contact with Paul was to begin my working for the Sovietis.
During my association with Paul which lasted until the early part of 1937,
I furnished him with information on echemical processes, principally those
\sxsed by the Franco-American Chcmical l'lorka s & subsidiary of Pennsylvania -
“Sugar Co.

At this initial contact, Paul told me that I was never to see Black
except on his (Paul's) instructions. However, throughout the years I did
gce Black on infrequent occasions in violation of these instructions.
During one of these times Black described his Russian contact to me and I
an surc that it was my Russian contact who I knew only by the nams of Sam,
- mwcae gnd with-whor I was associated from ‘about 194Y %o 19L$ with a lapse of o
about 7 months from the Spring to the Fall of 15Ll.

On sceveral occasions Black told me that he had lost contact with
the Russians and wanted to know if I knew how he could get in touch with
thom. I was never able to tell him how he could do it.

During the period of 1937 to the fall of 1938 Black let drop the
information that he was engaged in trying to unt out Trotsky's principal
contacts in this 'country; this was on behalf of the Russians.

As far as I know from what Black very J.n.frequently may have told
me, his last contact with the Russians was sometime in 19ly}.

The last time that I saw Black was about six weeks ago.
I have read the above statement consisting of this and three

He remained
a member until at lesst soms time before he moved to Fhiladelpbin, To
the best of 1y kmowledre, in all of his time in Philadelphia ha was no
Jonger active politically, but was a disilllusioned former rndical, In
many conversations between uz he explained to me why lie had quit the C,P,
wi,:  end vhat wvas wrong vith their policies.

FKe paid it would
explain how the communists sabotared the loysliste., Tha details of this
wvore too complicated for me to follow, It was cleer to me, thourh, that
ke was a thorouchly sincere Trotzkyite, eand a severe opronent of the
Communiste.
