Dr. BROCKWAY stated that his office was
then located in the Engineering Research Building with Section
Chief ALFRED BOBROWSKXY and that the copy was maintained in
BOBROWSKY's safe whan not in use.

o he returned from his leave of absence at Colurzbia University.  She had
her first date with him in approximately September of 1943 and she ad-
vised it 18 her recollection that she probably suggested the date and
that they had dinner at the ilhambra Tavern. GShe siated that her asso—
ciation with PERL away from the Laboratory was limited to a social engage-
ment approximately once a month throughout 1948 and 19L9. It was a fifty—’\?.
fifty proposition whether they remained at her home or went to dinner or K/
a show. During 1950 her engagements with PERL increased, in that she
probably dated him every iwo weeks or thereabouts. She could recall no
\ specific place other than the Alhambra Tavern that they had gone to for
dinner, but mentioned they had gone to various places and generally
went to the Lower Mall Theatre when they went to & show.

Miss WILKINS stated her dealings with PERL at the Laboratory were limited

to her offtcial duties as a librarian, and that although PERL was in . ... —— ..
the habit of withdrawing and requesting more material than the average
scientist, his requests were not of such & nature that they would create

any suspicion in her mind. OShe stressed that the material he sought
invariably was not classified and consisted of text books, magazine

articles and NACA unclassified reports. She noted that HACA Technical

Notes (TN) are not classified and are available to the public.

In response to Question 1 mentioned in Bulet of October 2L, 1951, Miss
WILKINS advised she has never removed any classified material from the
Laboratory, nor has she removed any text cards from the library catalog,

having any such cards at her home, and when it was pointed out to her that

ahs thad been observed to have index cards at her home in the company of WILLIAM
PERL, she denied that such had happened. OShe pointed out that she had worked
on the preparation of a Bibliography for a paper written by PERL, titled,
®*Turbulence®, but she was unable to recall the date this happened, although

ahe felt it may well have been in the latter part of 1949. She explained that
in preparing this Bibliography she used 3 by 5 slips wnich are used at the
laboratory and believed she did work on these ai her home, although she stated
she was unable to recall PERL being at her home at any time that she did this
work.

Question Number 2, WILKINS advised she was certain that in the year
1949 she had that section of the alphabet N through P fgr purposes of general
inventory and as such inventoried all material charged cut to PERL. She is
of the belief that she was assigned this section of the alphabet through the -
nornal procurement of drawing lots ancd she hastened to add that the lots were
drawn solely for the purpose of eliminating any undue hardship on one librarian,
in that they amight get several scientists who are Adifficult to deal with'.
She explained that these scieatists were generally division chiefs who bad the
attitude they did not wish to be bothered with such trivials as an inventory.
It was necessary during the course of the 1349 inventory for her to visit PERL's
office and inventory material he had in his possession. She was certain that
he accounted for everything he had charged %o him and made no unusual state-
ments or requests of her, Miss WILYINS was asked if during the year 1950 she
had inventoried PERL's charge outs and she stated she did not, that she nad
had that section of the alphabet L through M, which section she had alsc had
in 1951. She was asked if she had solicited any librarian to change with her
during the year 1950, and although she denied recalling such an instance, she
stated that if such had happened and she had been refused she might nave been
a litile angry at the refusal. It was pointed out to her that several witnesses
have stated she had solicited ancther employee for such a trade and that since
thia scemed conalusive it was desirable to ascertain her reason for so doling.
WIL¥IKS replied that if she had done so it would have been solely for the
purpose of inventoring PEAL's charge outs =2imply becauss she was better acquainted
with him and would be able to deal with him on a friendlier basis. She denled
that PERL bad requested her to try to inventory his charge ouis and denied that
she had any motiwe other than that stated if she had attempted to trade.

Question Number 3, Miss WILKINS advised she had never written any
letters or made any purchases for WILLIAM PERL to the best of her recollection,
but ip response to & question as to whether she had ¢rdered any books for him

of Jondon, England. She was not certain as %o whether PERL had mentioned this

this firm at a much cheaper rate than through similar firms in this country.
After getting this catalog she believed that she had ordered some text for PERL,
however, she was unable to recall the titles. She stated that PERL did not
tell her what to write in ordering these books and the text of her request was
of her own origin.

\
Miss WILKINS admitted that she had a great desl of likdng for but
stated that nothing in her long association with him would make her feel that
she had been duped or used by him in any way and in particular as a source of
information by PERL. She stuted that she cannot convince herself PERL ia gulliy
of either perjury or espionage and feels that bm is the victim of circumstances.

WILKINS has no recollection of any trips to wew York made by PERL,
the exception of the American Physical Society Meetings held in the latter
part of January, 1949 (she was certain the year 1949), and advised she knew
of thds trip because she, herself, had been in wew Zork at the time and attended
several of these meetings at which time she encountered PERL. She was able to
recall also that in vWovember of 1949 PERL made a trip to wew York for the purpose
of taking !is oral examination for the Degree Doctor of Pnilosophy. She had
no knowledge of any trips made on Lth of July weekenda of the years 1948, 1949,
or 1950 and could not recall if he had been to New York inm January of 1950,

He may have
known him at NACA prior to thelr association in the Full Scale
Tunnel, but if so it would have been only casual, He, himself,
had started at WACA on September 29, 1238, He was either trans-
ferred to the Full Scale Tunnel or first started work there on
coming to NACA, and they met during the course of their employment,
As to his social scqualntance with PFRL, mentloned during his
previous intervicw, PASS stated that they used to play handball
together, along with fellow employees ARTI ANTROYITZ, ROBERT

ANSON, SIDNT¥-HARMON, and MILTON~KLEIN, PAS explained that
KANTROWITZ 1s now located at Cornell University; SWANSON is at
Point Mugu; HiRION is at NACA, at Cleveland, Ohiec; and KLEIN is
with NACA, either in Cleveland or Langley Field, Virginia,

: It is Pi4SS' opinion that KIETH elther went to school
with PERL or lived -4n his same nelghborhood, KLEIN came to
NiCd quite a bit later, probably 19,1. He belicves that PERL
met the other social acquaintunces above-montioncd during their
employment togcthor at NACA.,

PASS alsc recalls two or threc camping trips made to
the nearby Flue Ridge Mountains in Virginia. Ile spucifically
recalls one trip on which PERL was along, es well sg ROBERT
SWANSON, mentioned sbove, and JAGE~®IFLSON (now at Ames Acronautical
Laboratory of RACA, et Moffett Fic¢ld, Californis)., PASS brlicves
that he may have made two or three trips. He also recalls having
madc camping trips several timcs where a couple of carloads
participatcd, but he can't recall Whethor or not PERL wes along,

PERL had bought a record player, was interested in

recorded music, and was somewhat of a record collector, Although
PASS visited PRRL's room and listened to records with PERL, hc

hes no recollection of any groups or partier on such occasions.
PASS rcecalls that PERL bought some RCA records from one DORTS
COHEN (whose marricd name later became JONES), who was & Lengley
Fleld employee and who had purchased the records for PIRL through
some contact of hers. She may have visited him during this
transaction, btut I'ASS cennot recall any specific instances. She
had no connection with PERL to his knowledgce, ercept that both
did some work on "sweptback wings."

Other ascqualntances of PIRL at Langley Fleld were, of
course, SAM KATZOFF, immediate superior of both PIRL and PASS,
PFRL thought highly of him, but PASS is unable to say to his
knowledge whether or not they were close acquasintancen,

ADRF SIIVERSTEIN (now at NACA, Cleveland) was the next
highest superior of PERL, but to PASS!' knowlecdge their relation-
ship was moetly of an official character,

PASS agaln stated, as In the previous interview, that
PFRL was an unsociable Individual, quiet, primarily interested
in constant study in his field, and consequently didn't got
along too well with other prople,

Another acquaintance of PERL, recalled by PASS, is
CHARLISZALENKO, although it is belioved thero wee no close
relationshlp between them, ZALTNKO was also then at NACA,
Cl evelﬂnd ]

As to the Russlan Linguaphone course that PHRL and =,
PASS jointly subscribed to whilc st Iangley Flold, PASS offered
the followinm explenatlion, He stated that they took the course
to help them study orlginal Russian documents reaching WACA,
Although the course was given through the medium of records and
was primarily intended to teach the speaking of the language,
PASS felt thzt 1t nevertheless helped in learning the alphabet
and grammar, At that time NACA received Russian "C,A.H,I,"
reports from the Central Acro and Hydrodynamic Institute. These
reports corresponded with thelir NACA reports, Although NACA
then had a number of translations of these teclmnical papers,
they were, in liis opinion, gencrally poor technlecally, The
translations were poor and were literal instead of technical;
also, there existed a baslic Russian reference on Supersonic and
Fluid Flows written in Russian in 1901. ©PASS contendcd that
the interpretation of these Rusuaian papers was hls only purpose
in studying the course and was the basils on which he snd PIRL
discussed getting the course, PASS added, however, that thelr
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efforts to learn the language were not too successful, and after
about three months they gave up and lost interest in the matter,

PASS recalled further that in sbout 1940-41 he had
sold a "limht pink" 1930 LaSalle convertible coupe to PFRL, A

year or so lnter, PERL traded this car in New York City on =a
Studebaker,

A5 to his contacte with PERL subsequent to their as-
socciation at Langley Fileld, PASS furnished the following informs-
tion. He, himgelf, lerft Langley Fiecld about January, 193, He
believes that PIRL went to NACA, Cleveland, subsequent to his
own departure, PASS stated that corresnondence bhetween thoem
has averaged approximately a "couple of times a year" and that

this correspondence was of a perscnai nature, along with a general

indication cof the work they were doing. PASS stated that he
vlisited PERL 1n Cleveland, Ohio, near the end of 194l while he
was there on officlal business for *the Northrop Alrcruft,
Incorporated, Hawthorne, California, having first mede a stop
at NACA, at Langley Field, He recalls visiting PERL and his
wife in theilr small apartment in Cleveland, but does not believe
he staycd there overnight, He did not agaln sec PERL until the
latter came to the California Tnstitutc of Technolopy, Pasadena,
California (January to June, 10L6), PASS statod he probably
saw PERL not over 2 half a doren tlmes while the latter was at
Callfornia Institute of Technology. He mct him 2t the airport
on his first arrival in Los Anrcles, Thereafter he visited
PERL's residence and took PERL and his wife on several neurby
trips, including Palos Verdes and Point Dume, alony the Coast,
He may have also token them to the nearby mountelns and to the
Pasadcna Plavhcuse, PASS again romarked that 1t wae extremely
difficult to get PIRL to drop his work for such soclal activity,
and apparently consontcd merely to accommodate his wife, Re-
garding his studics at California Institute of Techinology, PASS
recalls that PERL was critical of the faculty there ss being
Interested more in their own individual rescuarch than in teaching
students, and particularly mentionod Pr. FRIT? ZUICKY, Professor
of Astrophysics, in this regard. PASS stated that, when PIRL
left Pasadena for New York, his wife remained here, and after
several months she also returned Bast., PASS added that he did
not corresnond with PERL from the time he left Pasadena until
September, 1209, After PERL':n departurc, PASS did corrcspond
"wlth PFRL's wife, who had remained in Pnsadena, ans noted above,

- PASS next vislted PERL at his epartment in New Yorlk
City in September, 1949, when PASS returned Fust on official

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business on behalf of the NAMTC, at Point Mugu, California, !
He first had gone to Washington, D. C., and then visited the i

Grummen Alrcraft Company in Long Island, New York, He believes
that he visited PERL on this onc occasion in the evening after
his own duties at Grummen, and that he was not an overnight
guest, '

In November, 1950, he agaln saw PERL at his apartment
in New York City, having again returned East on official Nevy
business at Grurman Alrcraft. He recells this visit as beling
in the evening after his own working hours and that 1t was of
two or three hours! duration., 1Ile recalls, too, that they spoke
of PERL's recent difficulties und arrest,

PASS agaln visited PIRL in New York ity in July, 1951
(probably July 17, 1951) while in New York for three days on
officlal business, He first telephoned PHERL and then walked
over to hls apartment, being within easy walking distence fron
the Pennsylvania Rallroad Station, This contact was again in
the evening, and was probably of two or three hours' duration. -
PASS wanted to talk about the impending trial, but PERL tried '
to aveid the subject, PASS stated that PERL and Wis wifc acted
as 1f the place were'wire-tapped,” and that they were "scared," :
PERL indicated to PASS that i1t might have been better if PASS
had not come up to the apartment, as 1t might be under observa-
tion by the authorities, PERL tcld him, however, that he was
being charged with perjury in denving knowing certain pecple,
- PERL advised thuat his lawyer felt confident of the final outcome
of the trial and had remarked that, exccpt for the general current
hystcria, he couldn't have becn brought up fer trial, PIRL ex-
plained that hile lawyer thought that he would bse found "not
guilty." 1nis lawyer, too, was going to protest the repeated
postponemcnts of the trial requcested by the fovermment, and
would seck an carly:triasl in the matter,

At the time of this visit, PERL was no longer on the
staff at Columbia University, but continued ccnducting his re-
scarch work there, He had been promlsed rcinstatement, ac-
cording to PERL, if the trial ended satisfactorily,

PASS volunteered the information that PERL's morale
at that time appeared to be much higher than on the occasion
of his visit the previous summer shortly after PERI!'s arrest,

During the course of this interview, PASS again indi-
cated that he consldered himseclf as a cloce personal friend of
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PEHﬁ, and that hls falth in him was epparently urichuken. PRe v
specifically remarked that he can't imagine PIRLIs perjuring
himself on any major issue.

PASS explalned that, shortly after PERL'a arrest, he
received a letter from SID SHAMER, former assoclate of PURL at
NACA, Cleveland, recquesting contributions toward a bail fund
then being raiscd for PERL, SUAMER wrote that friends thore
were trylng to raise the required bail. PASS stated that SIHAMER
1s no longer connected with NACA; thst he now owns and cperates
a factory in Leng Tsland City, New York, PASS advised thiat he
contributcd $100.00 toward this bail fund, and that he there-
after received a letter ejther from PERL or his wife, thanking
him for the contribution, PASS stated that hc may possibly
have written nn answer to the above letter, but cannot rccall,

PASS indicated further that he probably would apprise
PERL of this interview, adding that they had azreecd for him to

BURKE also advised that his records reflected that
HERBER¥-TASS, piving his address as Post Office RBox 22, Solromar,
California, hud on March 16, 1951 been given as a personal
reference by one HARRY UREENBERG on an applicntion for ocmployment,
BURKE added that GREENBERG was notl hirecd by the company, inasmuch
83 he had ascertalned that GRTENBERG had becn discharged
recently from Amcs Aeronautical Laberatory of the NACA, Moffeutt
Field, Cslifornia, in the intcrest of national cecurity. He
had been employed there from September, 1948 to December, 1950.

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handled through Sverdrup & Parcel Company, who had & contract
for VON KARMAN's consulting services. However, her records

are currently in a disorganized state as & result of successlve
secretaries handiing hls records. She belleved though that

the financial records consisted only of cancelled checks, which
she made sveilable to SA JOHN P. ANDREWS.

VO KARMAN's previously furnished letter of sauthori-
zation directed to Mrs. RUDDEWBERRY was duly surrendered to her.
