Speech by W.b, Khrushchov

_ Dear conmrades,
Today we mark the graduation by. our military academies of
a new detachment of highly skilled cofficers.

_dMay I on behalf of the Cerntral Comuiltee of our Party,
the Pregidium of the -upreme Loviet and the Soviet Governwment
héartily congratulate the graaquates of the academles and wish
you big successes in trat important getivity you are called
upon to conduct in military units. (Stormy applauss.)

- The Soviet peeople love their own Army, they are proud of
these who dedicate their iife to building up the Armed Forces,
strengthening the cdefensive potential of our great Homeland!
(Prolonged applause.)

I congratulate the professors, teachers, the entire staf:
of the academies who have worked hard to impart to the student:
tne necessary inowledge, to help them master the latest achievzs-
nents of contemporary military science. (Prolonged applause.)
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We greet the officers from the socialist countries who have
finished military acagdemies this year. We wholeheartedly
wish you to work fruitfully on strengthening the traternal
armies for the good of your peoples, for the sake of the
interests of the entire socialist cawp. (Prolouged applause.)

Comrades, you -have finished your studies and will soon be
sent to wmilitary units. Each of you can and must make his worthy
contrivution to the great and honaurable cause of strengthening
the Armed Forces of the soviet Union, You must always bear
in mind that the Soviet people, the Communist Party and the
Government entrusted the soviet soldiers with the defence of the
achievements of the October Revolution, the achlevements of
socialism, attained under the leadership of the Party of the
great Lenin. (Stormy applause.)

The Armed Forces of the Soviet Union and the fraternal
socialist countries stand guard over our splendid present -
and the still brighter future to which our peoples are advanciug
under the bauner of Marxism-Leninism,

Qur entire country is preparing for. .the 22nd Ccngress of
the Communist Party of the Soviet Union. The special importance
of the 22nd Congress lies in the fact that 1t will adopt a
new Party Program which will lay down the principal tasks in
economic and cpltural developments, in foreign policy
and in the comnunist education of the people. The Program
will chart the concrete ways of the gSoviet people's movement
towards communism. T ’

Before long all Soviet citizens will be able to acquaint
themselves with this highly iwmportant document and to rejoice
at the future of their country which in the next two decades
will achieve magnificent successes in the advance of the economy
and culture, in the rise in the living standards of the Soviet
people., In its economic development the Soviet Union will outstrip
the major capitalist countries. (Applause.)

Comrades, the Soviet Union is a profoundly peaceloving
state. Thers is no other country in the world which has done so
much to safeguard & lasting peace and international cooperation.

The Soviet Union has been exerting tremendous efforts in
order to reach agreement on disarmement with strict international
control. The idea of general and complete disarmament, advanced
by the Soviet Government, has been unanimously approved by the
United Nations8 General Assembly and met with broad support in all
countries of the world.

However, as the talks have slhiown, the ruling gquarters of
the western powers, while paying lip-service to the idea
of disarmament, do not really want it. Of late they have even
been afraid of mentioning weuneral and complete disarmament.
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They seek to confine the wmatter to control over armaments,
placing under tneir control, above all, the up-to-date types
of Soviet armameats and military equipment.

The VYiestern powers eveu frustrate the reaching of
agreement on the cessation of nuclear weapons tests by refus~
ing vs an equal status in the control agency. They would like to
see ¢ system of verification of the cessation of nuclear
test: Tunctioning in our country while we would essentially
be kept away froew participation in the work of control
agencies. There would be nothing for us to do but submit to
the decisions of an international administrator, a kind of
new Hammarskjoeld.

Poday it is acknowledged in the vwest that the forces of
the Soviet Union and the other socialist countries are not
inferior to the torces of the Western powers. However, the
proper conclusions are not drawn from this fact: given egual
forces, tnere must also be equal rights and equal opportunities.
Yet our partners, acknowlsdging that the balance of power has
tilted not in their favour, mevertheless want to dominate
in international agencies and impose their will on them.

In the solution of the disarmament prcblem and other
international issues, the Soviet Government does not seek to
place the western powers in an unequal position. But we will
never forego our interests,

. The Soviet Union has always been ready to exsmine in a
businesslike manner all proposals which are advanced Dby
governments and statesmen of various countries.

Wie believe that it would be a gcod thing to revert to
some proposals which various countries have made in recent
years. For many of them are highly realistic and their
implementation would promote the cause of peace. Let us
take, for instance, the Polish propcsal for a nuclear-free
zone in the centre of Furope; the proposals for the withdrawal
of foreign troops from alien territories to within their
national boundaries; the conclusion of a non-aggression pact
between the NATO countries and the Warsaw Treaty Organization;
on averting surprise attack and tne establishment in furope
of a 2one of reciprocal inspection and aerial survey om
both sides of the line dividing the armed forces or NATO
and the vWarsaw Treaty.

would the acceptance of such proposals hurt anyone? No,
it would facilitate a relaxation of international tension,
liguidation of the "co0ld war" and better mutual understand-
ing. However, even if these measures are implemented, general
and complete disarmament remains the wost cardinal problem whose
solution would radically improve the entire international
climate, would marke people confident that there will be no third
world war. The Soviet Jnion will do 1ts utmost to have this
problem solved for the good of manking.
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Cur country wants to have good relations with
all states. Jne must have a sober approach to the solution
of international disputes., We want to eliminate the
vesuiges of World war Two, to put an end to the “cold war"
ahd thus to help reach agreement on disarmament. It is
tim: to draw a line beneath the past, it must not stand
in the way of the future,

Perait me, comrades, to dwell in greater detail
on such an important question-as the conclusion of the
uerman peace treaty, to let you know what our policy is and
what situation is now taking shape.

The Soviet government together with the governuents
of the other socialist countries proposed to our allies in
the war with fascist Germany to conclude a German peace
treaty anq cn Uhis basis to normalize the situation in
West Berlin, We also urged the head of the West German
government, Chancellor Adepauer, to show understanding and
good will Tor a solution of this vifal task of our time.
The socialist countries have said openly that they want to
conclude a peace treaty this year since over 16 years
have elapsed since the end of the war, a more than adequate
period to prepare a solution of this oroblem.

What are the western reactions to this? 'The governments
have not yet replied officially.

But many repoxrts on this score
have appeared in Western press organs, which are close either
to governuent circles, or to military staffs or to ruling
parties. Unfortunately, voices are being heard expressing
much nonsense and little common sense. We are threatened,
are told that they will stand “firm') resort to force in
order to break through to West Berlin when the German peace
treaty i8 sizned.

Of late threateninz notes have alsu been heard in
statemenys by leaders of Western jovernments. General de
Gaulle, President of ¥rance, recently declared that one
French division would be shipped from Algeria to Zurope
in autumn in order to reinforce uATO., iir. uacmillan,

Premier of the United Kingdom, also has not yet found
better, more construccive words than statements on "firmness"
Tfor the sake of preserving the vestizes of war and occupation
in vernany,

The Soviet zoverument stands on positions of peace and
peaceful coexistence, on nositions of respect of sovereignty
and noninterfersnce in the doumestic arfairs of other states.

we have stood and we will stand firmly oa this. Qur firmness,
thus, has a definite, peaceiul trend.
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When others in one breath mention firmness and the
necessity of mobilization, the shipment of more troops
to Europe and the like-=-this is quite a diiferent course.

This is obstinate unvillingness to heed the dewmand ol
the time and the voice c¢f reason, an attempt in the old
fashion to resort to arms, believing thatv this ig the
weightiest argument in solving ursent internationel
probleus,

Replying to our, iU would stem, @most navural proposals
for the conclusion of a peace treaty, the west begins o
count divisions, and Chancallor aderguer is shouting
himself hoarse for nuclear weapons. What dces adenauer neco
nuclear weapons for? Twice verman militarism has engineeriu
world wars. Now, when the wownds oi .orld war Iwo gre oii:d
felt, he calls for nuclear wewpons, The sSundeswehr needs
them not for peace, but for unleashing a cikird worla wac.

many oi you, cowredas, iouzht in World War Two and w:av
for yourselves how much suffering it oroujht, Fou experieniad
for yourselves the meaning of war. You all understand what
a war would mean now, god forbid thaet it breaks osut. Here .
is not the number of divisicons that will be descisive.
In a2 nuclzar war the tone will he set by rockebts, atom and
hydrogen oombs. And it is not so iLaportvant how many divieio: .
will be shipped from algeria: one or ten, it makes no
difference,

Herr adenszuer did not {ixht and, evidently, wants tc
wake up for it in hkis old age. He has alsc indicatved e&gain .
whom to figzhv. As recently as least Lunday the Bonn Chancel-
lor again qualified the Soviet Union as "potential encuy’
and aemanded that the Bundeswehr zhould become equal in
arinaments with this enemy. at the same time he cursed
those who are advocatins neuvrality in 'estern Germany.

Did the Chancellor thinit what he was saying? He lovi:
pass himself off as a vicuin orf Eivler, vet ae ‘ollcws .
Hicler's foctstepses adencusr, svidently, nhas nc idec winzy
contemporary wal means, otuervise ne would nev »lay abonn
wirecklessly with the destinies i human veings,

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West berlin is an ialand inside the serman Democratic
Republic, an island, where the capitalist order has been
preserved. we do not went ©to interfsre in the domestic
affairs of the city's popula¥ion or aifect the prestige
of the United States, the United Kingdom and irance.

Is it possible to find such a solution as would satisfy
all countries that .ought against vermany and would nov
disturb the established way of life an .ecst Berlin? Yes,
it is possible, and we gropose such a solution--to srant
West oerlin the status of a free ciby, fto give 1t a
guarantee either by the xiur Great Powers, the United
States, the United Lingdom, France and the Hoviet Union,
or by neutral countries, or by the Univted Navions
organization, I the western powers have a betcer version
of guarantees, let Taem propose it,

However, it is but nasural that any vest Berlin solution

must take inte consideration that the city lies in the
centre ol a sovereizn state and that all communications
of “.est cerlin with the outside world pass across the
territory oif that state. It is accepted in international
relations tliat access to one country or ancther across the
territory ol another state has always required ap)sropriate
agreeient with the authorities of that svate.,

For instance, the Soviet and british governusnts set
up a regular air service between lloscow and Lopden. The
route of the 1lishts passes through Copenhagen. IZut no one
would have permitted us to fly via Copenhagen had we not
reached an understanding with the Danish governuent. This
is s0 normal and legitiwate, that there is nothing puzzl-
ing about it. S0 why should there be anocher procedure
for flignts over the territery of the Geruwan venccratic
Reoublic or in using her roads and railways?

rroposing t0 conclude a erman peace treaty and on
this basis to solve the prodlem of Waet Lexlir, e chre: o
no one, Wwe do not demand either changes in the postwar
social and political condivions in c¢na stote c©r anotner, or
the estaolichment o1 new frontiers. The woviet Union Jdosu
not searcn ror any gains inb the peace settlementc, aces ...
seek to humiliate anyone or inidringe upon anyone's
interests.

“he socialist countries do nct ¢ncroach upon the r:i . o
of the west serliners freely to determine the zcdal
and eccnomic order under which they want to live, Vo
one is going. to create obstacles to the access to Test
Berlin. The city will be able to establish and maiunvain
contacts with any state to the extent 1t will be advanta ...
to it.
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The soviet Governuent agrees with rresident Zennedy's
recent stcacewent thet any west Berlin soludion must not
iriringe upon the ri,hts of the population of this city
to :icke an inaepenaent choice as iree psople. Qur proposal

tully accords with c¢his demand.

The woviet wovernment is ready for the most far-reaching
suarantees as rejards west perlin. I have more than once
mentioned various forms of yuarantees, but the WATO
countriez, which fan up a psychosis over vest Berlin,
studiously hush up this part of our proposals,

The capitalist ''free' press, sensing the weakness
of the Viestern positions, is shouting that the Soviet Union
wants to seize West _erlin, make soime galns at the expense
of others, 3y such Fabrications it seeks to conceal from
public opinion the genuine nature of the Soviet proposals.

ie do not encroach upon Westv Serlin or the freedom of
its population, we are for the freedom of i/est Berlin on the
basis of freedom, ratner than on the basis of occupation.
We want nothing but the liquidavsion of the vesti_es of
World War II in order to improve the entvire climate in
Burope., That is precisely why the Soviet Union insists on
tne conclusion of a German peace treaty.

The Soviet Union regrets that the leaders of the
Western pewers do not show a desire to cooperate with us
in the conclusion of a German peace treaty., wither they
do not understand the importance of a peace settleaent
with Germany for the destinies of peace, or, what is more
likely, they cannot rise above the narrow interests
of their military blocs.

This is clear and understandable to all who search
for reasoncble sgolutions., Butb tihere are people who depict
our proposals as a “threat" and then say that they will
reply witn force to this “threat." Is this a sober policy?
It is not without reason that it is Justly crivicised
in tne western countries theuselves, iany people there
correctly assess the situation, urge the lsaders of the
United States, britein and France to abandon prejudice and
to examine how remote ijestern policy is from the real
conditions in which states live,

One can reier to such prominent authorities in the
\iestern world as the united otates General Macarthur who
in a recent speech at .anila called for outlawing world war,
Or to the British Fieldmershal liontzomery who suggests the
withdrawal of all foreign troops froam surope, the liquida-
tion of Tforeign military bases, the withdrawal of foreign
troops irow Bsrlin, etc., This is the voice of men who have
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fou_ht in warj they know the meaning of war and have a
correct idea of the calamity a new world war would bring
to mankind shoulé it break out.

e urge tne discarding of the methiod of intimidation.
Jar aust not be tolerated-—it will take far too wany
huwaan lives. the first shots might be fired on the = border
where troops are Ifacing each other. put who can zuarantes
that tnese shots will not be echoed by nuclear explosions
taroughout the world, that a war will not begin which
mixes up iront and rear? wveryone must ve aware of this.
Those who threaten us ousht to knoOw that we are able to
rebuff as;ressors, We have means for this. (Prolonged

applause,)

The Soviet Union wade tremendous progress in the
development of its economy, culture and technology. Our
people created and built up their armed forces that bore
the brunt ol the struggle against fascism and crushed
German militarisme. This gives us the right--I think I shall
be understood corecily--to appeal to the leaders of the
countries that were our allies in the last war, to the
" President of the United States, :ir. Kennady, the Presigdent
of the krench Republic, General de Gaulle, the Prime
Minister of Great Britain, Mr, Macmillan, urging them to
‘display wisdom in the soluvion of the German problem, to
‘attend a conference together with other peaceloving
states and to conclude a peace treaty. (Applause.)

Common sense and once again common sense--is needed,
above all, now, 4nd it nmust find an expression in peaceful
deeds, in the desire to eradicate tension. No other step
in our tlme can be more peaceable than the conclusion of a
peace treaty and the liguidation of the vestiges of the
last mar.

We propose peace, we want that reason should prevail
in the relations between states, that there should be
peaceful coexistence and competition as to what system
secures greater material and spiritual blessings to the
peoples., The peoples must determine thenselves what systenm
accords with their vital interests: the communist system
or the capitalist?
Proposing the conclusion of a peace treaty, the
Soviet Government does not want that some should gain and
others lose., Let us record what exists. No one's sovereignty
will be affected by thne conclusion of a German peace
treaty. The militaristic revenge-seeking quarters in
Western sermany, of course, will d@islike the psace treaty.
1: will tie their hands, make it more difficult to collect
iorces for <fresh geubles, But the meaning of a peace treaty
actually is to cut short the dangerous play of the West
German revanchists who seek to take advantage of instability
in wurope and to set at Loggerheads the Great Powers.
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I repeat, there are no serious reasons which could
really prevent a peace settlement with sermany, bGut nevertha
less the opponents of international relaxation and the
¢onclusion of a peace treaty seek to Justify such position
by all kinds of insolvent arguments.

tThey declare, for instance, that the division of
Germany prevents a peace settlement, I:L the 'estern
powers really wanted to help the ueramans to unite, far
from obstructing,they would advise the Zovernuent of the
Federal Republic oi Germany to eanter into negotiavions
with the Government of the German Da2mocratic sesuvlic. Thsy
would support the proposal of the Governaent of the German
Democratvic Republic for setting up & coniederation of
the two usrman states,

If the absence of an all-sermen jovernuent really
prevented tae conclusion of a peace tTreauvy, the ‘Jestern
powers and the rederal .tepuvlic or sermany vwould accept u.ue
proposal the uOVlet union is now makxnb, %o wit, that the

Germans should meet before the signing of a uerman peace trz-ty

to hammer out common views both on the guestion oi a peace
settlement and on bthe reunification ol the country.

It is the pus-ness of tne Germans Themnselves to resdccrc
Germany's national unity. Wo states nave the ri_ht to
interfere in this arfair, because nho one can solve this
question put the Germans themrselves. we do not intena to

conauct any valiks on Gthis guestion. Let the jovernuents
of the Feceral .epuolic of Germany and the chuan Dnmocratic
Republic reach agreeient on this question and we :iiall
recoghize any decision they come tTo,.

But if anyone calculates to liquidate witn our hands
the socialist syslem in the German Democratic Republic, he
is living in a worid ol 1lluzions. The Trerman Jeuoc;aulu
Republic has a loyal ana reliasble friend in the Soviet:
Union. (applause.)

The Soviet Union will be confronted with.the necesgity of
reaching agreement with the German Desocratic republic and
the countries that wish to conclude a peace treaty with this
peaceloving German state.

The procedure of the conclusion of a peace treaty with
the German Democratic kepublic will conform strictly to the
obtaining international practice and customs. After the conclu-
sion of the treaty the Souviet Union will lay down all obliga-
tions it had hitherto discharged orn the communication lares witi:
west Berlin. In short, the Covernment of the German Democrati~
Republic will enjoy full sovereignty ovar all its territory
Just as any other independent state. (Applause.)

You, Comrades, are military peorle and you know very well
what it is to disregard the rrovisions of a peace treaty and
to try to violate the sovereignty cf the German Demgcratic
Republic. Many of you will uerve in thr rorces which, under t- -
Warsaw Treaty, are staticned in the ferritory 01 the German
Democratic kepublic and this means thav you will have to rebuii
the aggressive forces if they declde to frustrate peaceful
settlement by force of arms. I call your attention to the facs
that it is precisely a_peace twraaty to which some people
threaten to reply with force and to cause a dangerous internatio. .l
crisis.

The Soviet Government 1s aisplaying persistence in the
conclusion of a German peace btreaty, coavinced that if measures
are not taken now to normalize the situation in Geruany and

est Berlin, the people may ve confronted wich the fact of an
aggression launched by the vest German wmiiitarists. There is
no guarantee that some venbture of tue West Cerman successors
of nitler will not kindle the fire o o big war. Then it will
be too late to investigate wihat prevent the timely conclusion
of a peace treaty and why,; desgite all the wzrnings of the
peaceloving forces, militarism in wWest CGermany was allowed to
rise to its feet ana tage up arms again.,

Remember how Hitler pushed the world to the brink of war ara
then unleashed -%. e glvanced gvadoslly. st2p by steg,
metnedically to %his goal, extorbted concessicns from the westar:
powers, he was encouraged by ti¢ ruiiaig guarters of kritain,
rance and America. Tney believe tlat witvh tvhe help of tascrzn
Fhey would be able to defeat ths Laviel Union to destroy
communisua.

There is a no little nuscer of documents and pooks
describing how Hitler vermanuy prepared world war II., kecentl,
I read, for instance, the book by the freuch journalist
Genevieve Tabcuis'Twenty Years of Uiplomatic Ltruggle ' Tuis
book snows very well the backstage side ol the collusion of
Germen miiitaristys with the reachionary rorces oi the otier
countries of monopoly capital. agpzrently. the frantic ricno-
rolists and West Lerman revancnists would not wind embarikin:
agaln on this road with & view to sectling disputed questicus
through war.
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The monopolists regard the question of comaunism, its development,
as the principal issue. Their reason is obscured by hatred for
communism, ror the countries of sccislism. Their centres of
restraint may fail them and the imperialists may unleash

3 new war. Adenauer is repeating what Hitler had done in his
time when preparing for war. And actually the same countries
that encouraged Hitler are now encoursging him. But they forget
that the situation has changed radically since then. In those
days the 5Soviet Union and People's songolia were in a capital-
ist encirclement. Now the mighty soclalist camp is growing and
salnlng in strength, a camp which unites over one thousarnd
million people. The colonial system is collapsing and ever new
lnaependent states are ewerging and embarxing upon the road of
& peaceful policy. Today it is not the forces of imperialism,
but the forces of peace and socialism that determine the main
laws, the main direction of internationel and social develop-
aent. (Brolonged applause.)

. The Soviet Union is displaying waximum good will to achieve
understandin. with our former allies and the Federal
wepublic of Germany. But the language of threats and
intimigation to which the west often resorts does not
promote a businesslike atmosphere for negotiations. woreover,
under such circumsbances, the conclusion of a peace treaty
with the German Democratic kepublic, with all the attendant
consequences; may prove to be the only way out of the obtaining
situation,

We shall sign the peace treaty and order our armed forces
o adminisber a worthy rebuff to any 8gzressor if he dares raise
4 hand on the ooviet Union or vur frieands. (Stormy applause.)

The Soviet Government sincerely strives to achieve a lasting
neace. But we must not forget that the safeguarding of peace
sepends not only on our desire, not only on our efforts. A last-
ing peace caun be ensured only if efforts to achieve this goal
are exerted also by the governmeuts of other stateg, if the
veécples of all the world fight ror this.,

we say tnat a new world war is not lnevitable. However, it
st not ce considered that tne possibiiity of war has already
veen ruled out completely, inaswuch as tne imperialist powers
~u1ll exist. “nis is why we must be ready for any contingencies
sua well prepared. The woviet people and our youths, above all,
Ju.t be vigilant and ready to defend the country, %o rebutif
tro aggressor if he aares attack cur Homeland. (Prolonged
ap. lause.)

We cannot dis-
regard suck facts as the building up of armed forces in the
Western countries, the steps to increase considerably the
number oi strategic A-bombers, which are constantly kept
in the air. The forces of iiest Germany are being equipped with
the latest weapons and increased. numerically.

The United States President dr. Kennedy proclaimed
in his recent wessages to Congress the so-called 'mew course,”
It provides for stepping up the program of developing rocket-
apsile strategic weapons, the raising of the military readiness
of all services. For this purpose President Kennedy has
proposed to increase military sllocations as compared with
the draft budget submitted by the previgus president by more -thaun
three and a halt thousand million dollars. This means that the
wilitary spendings in the fiscal year of 1961-196z will exceed
53 tnousand million dollars. The military spendings.im the
Federal Republic of (ermany iuncreased 13 per cent this year.
A considerabls growth of military spendings is characteristic
of Britsin, France and other NATO countries.

This is now the western powers are replying to the
Soviet Uaionh's unilateral reduction of its Armed Forces and
nilitary spendings conducted for several past years.

Would it be correct for us in these conditions to continue
reducing our Armed Forces unilsaterally?

But our country has inexhaustible potentialities vo
overcome this lag quickly and %o become richer than the
United States,

The Soviet people zrc convinced that the vime is not far
off when the Soviet Union will overtake and outsbrip the United
States sconomic.lly, This is not wishful thinliag, but
feasivle plans based on concrete ealculatioas,

Our desire to be richer than the United States, to overtake
it in economic development does uot mean, of course, a threat
to the United States, Some peovle cell this our challeaze to
the United Statves. But tais is o chellenge to peaceful
competition. VWhat's bad in it? Irrespective oif who wins this
competition, the peoples of botn ¢.watries will venefit from
it, because they will enjoy the voons of penceful labour,

Piesident lennedy acknowled;ed in his statesent at the
press conference that the socialisv system peraits Tthe Soviet
Union to ovcrcome the United Statv:s. He belicves, however,
that this will happen in a more distant future than indicaved
by us. He questions the feasibility of our pleaas, out Ffacts,
life itself eloquently show that he is not right.

I am sceptical, for instance, avout kr,Jlenmiedy's
statements which he made during the alection compailgn,
crivicizing disenhower Ffor the low rates of Auerican economic
development. He promised an economic upswing and lower
unemploymnent with the advent of the new administration in the
United States,

3eck in those days, speaking to iirs. Rooscvelt, I szid that
if the Democratic Party came to power and Lir.Xemnedy became
President, he would hardly be able, in my opinion; %o =achieve
more in the economic sphere than Lisenhower's Iovernuent.
45 a matter of fact, this is exactly what hapyened, Lool:, for
instauce, at the unemnloyment. Last Jebober the United States
had vhree and a helf million jovless. This Jure, eight months
later, the nwiber of unemployed did not decl.ne, ovut increased
to five and a half million.

Under the capitalist system the economic development do.ends
very little on the President. Every copitallst disposes of his
capivals himself, bhrows the workers out into the street if
this venerfits him,

Such are the laws of capitalism, draconic laws that svill
operate, however, The socilalist system, oi course, does nob
and connot have all this.

Je ean argue about the prospects of econowic develonasnt
in this or other state. We can make various guesses, out tuaese
arzusents are not a reason for war among states.

So, let's allow hisbtory, ilr.Keanedy, to determine who is
making correct forecasts and who is erring. (ipplause,)

An important role in the development of nood relations among
natvions 18 played by economic, cultural and otier coutacis, and
the Soviet Union is striving to develop them. e have
ravouravle trade relations with Great Britain, France, Italy,
Japan, cnd Jest Germany, This trade benefits both sides.

Our trade relations with other countries are developing,
teo, Sub this cannot be said about trade with the United States.
actually we do aot have any trade with the United States and
this is not to the advantage of the vwo countriss, I should
likke to “oe understood correctly. We come out ror the develop~
nent of trade with the United States of America not because
we canaot do without it, The Soviet Un-on will not only ieep
going, but will countinue its rapid sdvance, Fulfilling and
overfulfilling the drafted economic plans,
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3ut is 1t pessible to speak earnestly about the improvsuent
of relations and the creation of an atmosphere of confidence
between the two migatiest powers in the world if one of them
pursues a policy of economic discrimination with regard to
another? Of course not. If the United States had displayed
commoil sense and siven up the policy of artificially restrict-
ing trade relations with the Soviet Union, this would have
promoted the improvement of friendly relations, the improvement
of the international climate.

The Soviet policy is a policy of peaceful coexistence,
a policy of economic competition. This is why we tell
President Kennedy, General de Gaulle and My, Macmillan:
Let's compete in this sphere. This would be sensible.
If we were Lo conclude a peace treaty with Germany, shake
hands and declare that we shall devote our efforts %o economic
competition, all the people of the world would heave a sigh of
relief, This would be a good prologue for further talks and
the implementation of mankind's age-old drsam for a lasting
peace on earth., We are ready for this and we offer our hand
to the Western governments. (Stormy applause.)

Comrades, the Soviet Army has scored many glorious
victories over the enemies of our Homeland. Teoday it is the
most up~to-date, mightiest army of the world. The technical
basis of our Soviet Army, Navy and Airforce has been radically
changed during the past few years, thanks to the concern dis-
played by the Party and t.e people. Our Armed Forces will go
on developing and improving continuously, will go on being
equipped with the migntiest weapons, until a general disarmament
plan is adopted.

However, no matter how up~to-date and strong military
techniques are, they can meet their end only if placed in
reliable and skilful hands of servicemen who are ideclogically
steeled, ¢ourageous, and boundlessly loyal to their Homeland.

Responsibility for the fulfilment of the tasks
confronting the Soviet Armed Forces rests, above all, on the
officer cadres. To be up to the mark, the officers.

A Soviet officer must always and everywhere be a model
of political maturity, high morality, and must discharge his
military duty impeccably. At the same time high and constant
exactingness is needed in the Armed Forces more than anywhere
else, along with the iron will of the commanders, unbending
abidance by the principle of undivided command. To command
means tq organizey of the masses, to guide the people
skilfullf?t e set goals.
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Officers must sensibly use their great rights to raise
battle preparedness; to strengthen discipline and order in
units and ships.

Military discipline is called the mother ¢f victoxy.
And it must be said that the experience of war fully confirms
this truth, WNew equipment and new types of weapons far from
reducing, immeasurably raise the importance of military
discipline.

In our time an officer must have high military-technical
training, must possess a wide range of theoretical views,
He can successfully discharge his duty, if he keeps abreast
with the development of military theory and practice.
Suffice it to give oneself airs for a short time, to be among
those lagging behind., Critical attitude towards the
results of one's work, irreconsilability towards shortcomings,
honesty and truthfulness to the Party and the people must be
inherent qualities of all our officers. (Applause)

The Soviet Army has always been strong thanks to the
consciousness of it8 personnel, allegiance to the sacred
ideals of our Party. 4 high level of ideological belief of
the scldiers, their readiness honestly to fight for the
Soviet Homeland, for our people, for the lofty ideals of
soclalism, constitute the great. advantage of our army over the
armnies of the capitalist states.

MOSCOW PUBLIC TO MARK THE 20th AIILVERSARY OF THE 3IGINNING OF

THE GESAT PATRIOTIC WAR

Dear comrades.

Twenty years have elapsed since the day when f2scist Germany
perfidiously, without a declaration of war, attacked the Soviet
Union, interrupted the peaceful labour of the Soviev people and
thrust a difficult, devastating war upon us,

The entire Soviet people rose ia deferce of their great
homeland, in defence of The achievements of soc:zaliswm, A sacred,
people's war against the nazji invasion begar, The gi.antic forces,
the unbending will of the Soviet people, closely rallied
behind their own Communist Party, beceme menifest in 217 their
greatness during this war. (Stormy. prolonged aoplause;

The Minigter of Defence, Marsnal of the Soviet Uniou Comrade
Mlalinovsky Redion Iakovlevich in his report ard other comrades
who spoke here found fire worde to describe tihe iumnmortal
exploit of the Bovietl People, of our galiant armed forces in the
Patriotic War. We again 4nd again turn to <k events of World
War II because the war Itself and the periocd nreceding it enable
the peoples to derive highly instructive lessons,

Way back, at the time when Hitler, the German fzscists were
striving to seize power, our Paruvy and vhe Soviet Goveriwient
resolutely exvcsed the predatory navure oi fascism. warned the
peoples of the danger threatening them. The Soviet Union was the
only state which tirelessly called for curbing fascism, for
preventing it from unleasning another world war, Tre vuize of
Soviet representatives rang out loud in the [eague ¢f Nations,
and at antiwar congresses, persistently urgiong e rebuff to
fascism, unity for the struegle against the apprizching
disaster of war. The Scviet Government suzgested concretec measures
for safeguarding the security of peoples, Iv subnitted to the
League of dations a propesal ror general and complete disarmanent,
offered a collective security system which, if accapted, would
have tied the hands of the fascist zggressors.

When direct danger of war confronted the world, the Soviet
Goverument addressed France with & proposal to come out jointly
against Hitler Germany in defence of Czechoslovakia. ¥We also
tried to reach cagreement for the bourgeois goveraments of
Poland and Rumania to let our troops cross their territories to
help Czechoslovakia,
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But the ruling qucrters of the bourgeois states, blinaed by
hatred for our socialist country and afraid of the world
revolutionary movement, dld not eccept any one of the Boviet
Government's proposals though their advisability was obvious for
alls ' :

The eantire.pre~history of World Var II is e disgraceful
chapter in the policy of the so=-called wesiern derocracies,
The ruling quorters of Britain, France, Poland and other states
did not balk at betraying the national interests of their
peoples, Mankind will never forgst the disgraceful Muenich
Collusion of 1938 when the rulers of Britain and France threw
the Czechoslovak Republic at the feet of the fascist invaders,
The peoples had to pay for this traitorous poiicy with the lives
of millions of their sons and daughters and with terrible
privations,

Recall the history of the dispatch of the British and ¥French
nilitary missions to Moscow in the summer of 1939, The Soviet
Government then sugsested absolutely coacrete plans for joint
actions by the armed forces of the three powers in case Germany
should provoke a war in Durcpe., A4t that time it would aot yet
have bheen too late to halt the agsgressor, Had the riling quarters
of Britain and Irance at that time exprissed the desire
and the will to rebufi the aggressor, Hitler wouvld have thought
more than twice before unleashing the war. History misht have
taken quite a different shape. Trere might have been no world
war . Mankind would not have sustainsd such tremendous csacrifices
and losses,

The Soviet Government then saw thrcugh the periidy of the
imperialist quarters which, ccnaiving at tie aggresscr, wanted
to crush the Soviet Union by meaas of Hitler's war macaine, We
understood that by their policy of flirting with Hitler the
Jester powers pursued only one aim—-to spearhead German agpression
2gainst the Soviet Union., It was3 clear to us that German fascism
acted as the mailed fist of world reacticn which was dreaming cf
crusning our country--the strongrold of the intermaticnal
revolutionary movement,

The Western powers had a far-reaching scheme -= tc¢ destroy
The Soviet Union and at the szawe time to wezken Germany in order
To. have undivided domination over the wcrld and vo dictate their
own terms to everyone, This scheme was expressed most
cynically by Harry Truman, a former Senator, and later
President of the United States of America, He said: "If we
see that Germany is winning, we ought to help Russia and
if Russia is winning, we ought to help Germany and that way leb
them kill as many as possible..,"

Such a policy, the essence of which was so dluntly set forth
by Truman, was carried through by the Westerr. powers, These ideas
are still alive in the minde of the aggressive imperialist
quarters of the West,
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Lhey are not averse to trying this once agein if they find a
force they could push against the Soviet Union,

But now there is nc such force, The might of the Soviat Union
and the entire socialist camp has grown so much that if the
Western powers mobilised 211 their forces in an insane attempt
to liquidate the achievements of the peoples of the socialist
countries, even then they would have suffered a complete fiasco,
(Prolonged applause.)

Even the representatives of the imperialist powers themselves
now say that a balance of power between the Western states and
the socialist countries has now been established in the world.
The understanding of this represents progress on their part,

But this progress would bs even greaver if those who understand
the situation this way would sctually conduct a policy in keeping
with the present balance of power, that is a policy of peace

and peaceful coexistence,

On the eve of World War II, the so-called Western Democracies
conducted a double-faced policy and the Soviet Government under-
stood that they did not want to join efforts with the Soviet
Union against the fascist countries -- Germany and Italy, that
they sought to prod nazi Germany against our country. Then the
Soviet Government had nc other recourse but to enter into
negotiations with Hitler, although it realized that it was
striking a deal with the dsvil incarnate,

It was the perfidious policy of the ruling circles of Britain.
and’France that impzlled us tc conclude 3 non-zggrossion pact
with Germany in August 1939. - We could not act osherwise,

#e had to prevent the establishment of a united anti-Soviet front
of the imperialist powers and to give our people a pcaceful
obreathing space,

Later events showed the nearmsightedness-of the policy of the
Western countries' governments and the souadness of the position
of the Soviet Union.

The first blow of Hitler Germany fell upon the Western countries,
But they offered such weak resistance that Eitler, after roufing
them one by one and without exhausting his forces, returned to
his main aim--the attack cn the Soviet Union., In the war
against the Soviet Union the German imperialists pursued not
only predtory but alse c¢lass objectives -~ to destroy the
first socialist state in the world. They expected to attain
their aim in a brief space of time and with littie loss of
blood. This is precisely how the well-known Barbarossa Plan was
drawn up under which the nazis expected to overrun our country
even before the end of autumn of 1941,
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But t1e calculations of the German militarists were one
iring ani the rcality was quite another thing. Our Armed
Porces, she whole Soviet people gave heroic rebuif to the
invaders. The war assumed a protracted nature, it became the
r.ost blordy of all wars in hisbory, It Sook the toll of meny
rnillions of lives, brought unbeliovable suffcrings to the
peonles. Enormous material valnes created by the labour of
wany genarations perished in the flames of the war. But the
nsonle “Ohstood the trial of this war zad routzd fascist
Gerpany. Fitler haé to shoot himself and other fascist ring-
lecders who did not comait suicide were tried,

But many war criminals as for instance Hevsiager, .
Spe. 2l and ‘Foertsch succeeded in ecaping pualshment, Now
Jar from having any qualms of conscience For their black
cieeds, they succeeded in getting recogrition of their
“"services" from our former allies aud ocgupy commanding
pesse ir HATOQ. Apparently, the ruling quartsrs of the _
Yessern powers profited li%tle from She lessons of the past,

Sixteen years have alrcady elapsed since the end cof vhe
var, bub no peacs treaty has been conciuded wiln Gernmany so
Tar, Lvery sober-mirded man or woman knows that people
striving for peace end a war hy signing & ggace treaty and
ercobe all conditions for ending She state;War at the
carliest possible dawe, The Western powers do ndtwant to end
var by signing a peace treaty which would be the nornal
‘aing vo do., They strive to preserve Lhe state of war with
Germany., What Tor? For peace? Cerbtainly not, Waen peaceful
cetvlerent is artificially delayed, more tnan that, when
whose whn propose %o conclude a peace treaty are threatened
vith war, the peoples must treat the situation seriously.
They must block the way to those who push matters towards the
unleasaing of the c¢hird world war in which not scores but
hundreds of millions of people may die,

Who is inveresied in the a»seice of a Garran paace
treaty, what forces are preventing ive corclusion?

Ccrvainly nov the German people or peoples of Burcpe who
experienced the horrors of two worlc wars withia last fow
decades. The conclusion of a peace treaty is opposed by
those forces in Vest Germany wnich think of revenge and
are hatching plans for new military gambles, Dut it is clear
.- vo everyons that what matters is not only the Bonn militarists

and surviving Hitlerites. The schemes of the rsvenge-
seekers are encouraged and supported by the ruling gquarters
¢f tae .esbern powers,
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Heving ended the war, the pecples of the ccuntries of
the anti-Hitler coalition hoped and believed that Germany,
which was the initiator of the two world wars, will never
igain become a hotbed of militarism and egzression,

And what do we have in fact? Viest Germany has becone now
an influential member of the aggressive military NATO
bloc, Hitler's generals rot only command the 3undesweir,
but also hold key posts in NATO trocps; they are in commend
of those French aad British soidiers whose fothers had
fought and died in battles against nazi invadasrs, Ia
France and Britain, with the consent of the gevernments of
these countries, units of VWest German troops are bheing
instructed and treined for new campaigns, Militarists of
the Tederal Republic of Geruwany have already ot hold of
rocket weapons and are insistently demanding atom™c wecpons
for the Bundeswehr,

Recently we have discussed all these questiocus
in detail with the United States Presicent lir., Keinmedy in
Vienna, .

Ve explained to him in detail why The conclusioa of a
German peace treaty can no longer oe delayed indefinitely.
This traty must put & seal on the situation which nas
arisen after the World War II, Essentially we want nothiug
else, The pogition of the Soviet Government on this
question is known to all the world. It was stvatied ccmprehensive-
ly in the memorandum whick was haonded vo tne United States
President and published later on in the oress,

I dwelt in detail on the German quastion in my recent
radio and television cspeech and; I believe, there is
no need to expouni our proposals zgain in all detail.

What is the western reoction to our position?
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The proposals of the Soviet Gcvernagnty atirscted zraat
interest and evoked broad respcnse in all countries.
All people who are interested in strengthening rpeace recognize
the need for solving the guestion of & peace treaty with
Germany, realize that this question is not only ripe but even
overripe. They suvpport our proposals which are aimed at e
peaceful settlement of the German problem and offer a good
basie for thie,’

At the same time one must say that the ruliag circles
of the estern powers still oppose the conclusion of & German
peace treaty and would like to turn the German puestion into
a touchstone for a test of strength.

Today I should like to warn those wno, like Chancellor
Adenauer, in reply to peaceful proposals of the Soviet Uniocn,
call for "standing firm" or ever. threaten io "give rebuff,"

More than on one occasion we reminded the leaders of the
Pederal Republic of Germany about the merite of reason. Is it
possible, gentlemen, that you have forgotten the inglorious
experiznce of your predecessors and would l1iks %o repeat 117
You way try and repeat it, of course. But thet would be the
beginning of your end (Agglause). Now times are not what they
were twenty years ego. Now, not only German revange-seckers
but all thogpe who would try to suppert them in a new adventure
against us would share the fate of Hitler, (Appleuse).

These words should not be taken as a “nrect. % is an
appedl to reason. It is high time to understaad at last that
the Soviet Union ig different now, that the world i3 different
and that different is the balance of forces «nd srmaments,

Therefore, Mr, Chancellor, 4o not try to frighten us with
your "firmness"., You say, that if we conclude a feace
treaty with the GDR; you will stcp at nothing, This indicates
only the weeknessa of jour positions,

Everybody nows thet we 40 not want war., 32ut f you really
threaten us with war, we are not afreid of such a vireat,
If you do touch off a wer, that will be your auicide., (Prolonged

applause),

It goes without saying that some unreasouable person may
commit Buicide., His relations will weep over him but humanity
will not suffer from that, But when statesmen invested with
high authority are playing with fire, are threatening to plunge
their country into the maelstrom of war, they stake not only
their own lives but elso the destiny of the peoples. By draggirg
test Germeny into an acventure, you are pushing the people of
your country to suicide,
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Soviet people do not want war and just for thisg reason
we strive to remove what can cause its outbreak, TFor the
sake of this, at the end of this year, we, together with
other peace~loving 8tates, will sign a peace treaty with the
German Democratic Republic.(Stormy applause).

It is not war, not alliance of some countries against
others for the purpose of building up forces for war, that
the Soviet Union L8 offering, We want one thing oaly - lasting
peace., It is to strengthen peace that it {8 essential %o con-
clude a peace treaty, end thus eliuwinate the remnants of World
var II, This we openly proclaim and want one and all to under-
stand us correctly. The Soviet Unior wents to sign a peace
treaty with Germeny together with our former ellies.

France and other countries., I believe, however, that our former
allies themselves understand that the decisive contrivution to

eastern front: while the United States of Americe lcst in
World War II approximately 300,000 min &nd Britain aporoximete-
ly 250,000, on our front such losses were sugtained in individu-
al battles, There hardiy is & single Tamily in our country
which did rot suffer from the war. Our people lcst the lives
of many millions of their firest sons and daughtere,

Yes, it was a very hard struggle but the Soviet Union
stood the test., Not only did it stand the test but emerged
from the ordeal of World .ar II even stronger than it was.

Within a brief space of time the Soviel people repaired
all the war damage. Ilow even our sworn enemies @dmit that the
Soviet Union 1s one of the strongest powers militarily. Besides,
the Soviet Union is not alone now., We live end work within
& great community of socialist countries whose population ex-
ceeds one billion.
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Unleashing ¥orld ar II the imperialists hoped 10 bury
socialism, But actually it was fasciem of Hitler and Mussolini
that was buried under the war ruins, while socialism has bacome
even more firmly rooted in the world., (Prolonged applause).

As far vack as 1922, on Vladimir Ilyich Ienin's instruc-
tions, the Soviet delegation came oul with & disarmament proposel
at the Genoa conference., In 1927 the Soviet Union submitted its
disarmament proposals to the League of Netions, After World War
II the Sovie} Union has been pressing for the solution of the dis-
armament problem with even greater persistence, In 1959 on
behalf of the Soviet Government, I submitted to the United
Nations a full-scale plan for universal and complecte disarmament
under strict international control, Wwe firmly stand by this
position because we 3sincerely want disarmeament which is essenti-
8l for ensuring peace to all peodle.

In our plea for disarmament, for peace and security of
peoples, for peaceful coexistence of states with diffarent
soclal systems, we proceed from the idea that the government
and social sys%em of any country is the internal matter of each
people and that no oOne may impose some particalar social order
upon 1it.

The monopoly capital bosses who determine the policy of
the Western powers, naturally have aconcegtion of state and
socl o~-political system which is diametrically cpvositeto ours,
They want to perpstuate the capitalist system at all costs,
$0 preserve the system existing in their couniries wunder which
the strong plunders the weak, the ricn exploits the poor and
appropriates the fruit of his labour, The &ocialist countries
are developing on a different foundation, In socialist sgociety
all people are really equal because we have nc capitalisis and no
proletarians; each member of the society discharges his
definite social function, working for the good of the whole
people and therefore for his own 5204. The higher production
rises, the richer becomes our country, the richer becomes cur

entire society and every member of this society enjoys the
bensfits of social lebour., In the socialist society all are
equal and this equality in our country is real and not formal,
as 18 the case in the so-called "free world”, where the

srong is free to plunder and oppress the weak,
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In conditions when the governments of the Western powuis
stubbornly sabotage disarmament, the solutior of this vital
problem entirely depends upon the peoples., All peoples must
realize the earnestress of the present situation and bring
pressure to bear on those govermments which obstruct the
solution of the disarmament problam~~tne most important
problem of our time. '

The working people, intellectuals, all people who want
peace, can and must compel the governmsnts o capltsalist
countries to accept disarmament. If thic is rot dcne, the
imperislist circles may bring the peo;les to a war and then
it will be too late %o look for culprits, Meclewn war hes
its own inexorable law-mass extermination of people, destruction
of all material values.

I spegk about this in all ssriousness to make plaln to all
the importance of active struggle for disarmement, on the
outcome of which the fubture of mankind will depend in many
respects., As to the Soviet Union, the people 0l all countries
may rest assured that it wiil not be found wanting., We are
ready to sign even tomorrow an agreement on universal and
complete disarmament with any, most strict international

control. {Applause),

But we shall not accept control without disarmament,
because such control would in efrect be espiocrage. In this
connection I should like %o ssy a few words on the question
of & nuclear weapons tsst-ban. At the Geneva talks, the
Western powers have taken a position which does not rake it
possible to reach agreewent to end tiese tests,.

In its recent memorandum the Soviet Goveraumert has proposed
an interdependent soluticn of the protlem of ending nuclear
weapon tests and of universal and complete disarmament. The
other day thz United S*tates Government has sent ug a
memorandum rejecting our proposal. We shall reply to the
White House memorandum. But &lready now I am in a position
t0o say that we firmly stand by the views we nave stated.

Por close to three years already the Snaviet Uaion has
been maxing no nuclear weapoa hests, although w2 2ave no
treaty with the Western rowers on this mavter., We can
continue abstaining from nuclear *tests end offer te the
Western pcwers to reach agreement on the disarmament problem
as a whole and on ite component parts, including the question
of nuclear weapons tests,

Some American leaders urge the Unitad States Government
to ressume nuclear weapon tests if the Soviet Union does not
accept the Western povers' demands.
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whot can be said about such threeats? Jley willl frighten nc ou.
but merely expose the unreasvrnableness of those who resort oo
them. We must warn these geatlemen: HNo sooner the United
States resumes nuclear explosions, the Goviet Urnion will st .:t
testing its nuclear weapons. Quite a few devices which nececu
practical testing have teen developed in the Soviet Union. Thic
testing, of course, will increase the fighting vower of our
armed forces and enable us to develop even better atomic and
nuclear bombs and to improve the technology of their manufactur:.
If in reply to the resumption of nuclear tests by the Western
powers we did not start testing owr weapons we would domage the
defence potential of our country and of the entire socialist
community.

Thus, the entire resvonsibility for the resumption of
nuclear weapon tests will rest with the governments of the
Western powers.

The Soviet Union is persistently pursuing a polily of
peace, of peaceful coexiastence of states with differant social
systems, a policy of non-~interfefence of some states into
internal affairs of other states. In negoiiations with its
partners, the Soviet Uaion is pressing Tcr concluding an
agreement of general and complete disarmamzat undexr strictest
control, an agreenent banning .auclear weapons.

Steadily pursuing our peaceloving foreign wvolicy, we have
always mainteined that questions of the sccial and poiitical
system of states, questions of class struggle and of changing
the system within some country is tue business of the pzople
of each steate.

The Soviet foreign policy bas earred mecognition and
trust of the peoples and we are proud of this. The Soviet
Union, the countries of socialism are neki+g tremerdous efforts
to preserve world peace, are seeking peaceful settlement of -
disputable and unsolved questions in international relations.

The Soviet Union, possessing tremendous economic and
military mighkt, nas never wused and will nct use its streagth
for aggressive purposes, On the zoatrary, iv direccs all its
efforts towards ensuring peace.

Comrades, I am proud of the high award bestowed vpon
me--~the Lenin Prize for the Promotlon of Peace among the Peoples,
(Stormy applause.)
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I have already said thav I regard this prize not only as
the recognition of my personal efforts as the Head of the
Government of the Soviet Union but also as recognition cf the
efforts of all peoples of our country in their persistvent
struggle for the strengthening of peace. (Stormy applause.)

It is often said in our press that Khrushchov is a peace
champion, that he will ensure world neace and so on. This is
flattering, of course. But to pin hopes on one country, on
one person even if he stands at the head of the government of
such a country as the Soviet Unien, and to expect that they
alone can ensure peace while others will be inactive, means to
do a service not to peace, but to the forces of aggression, the
forces of war,

Life shows that to win world peace it is not encugh to
rely on the efforts of some single country. It is not enough -
to find "heroes" of gome sort and raly on them to ensure peace,
In order to ensure enduring pesace on Rarth it ic essential for
the peoples of our entire planet to make an all-out effort to
strengthen peace., The peoples and the peoples alone can force
the governments which resist disarmament, which build up
stocks of arms in order t¢ unleash war, to desist from such a
dangerous and unreasonable policy.

Peace can be ensured only when the peoples of each
country will not rely on other countries but will launch
within their own country an irraconcilable struggle against
the forces which stand for war, will make an all-out effort
to ensure peace. (Applauge,)

All the peoples want peace, peaceful coexistence. Only
8 handful of imperialists, representativas >f wonopoly
capital, a handful of aggressive ravengz-seekers in West Germany
are of different opinion. But the troudble is that represent-
atives of these circles hold com anding heights in the Western
countries, occupy key posts in governments and determine the
policy of the Western counbtries.

That is why no peorle that really wants the terrible
conflagration of the most devastating war never to break out
on earth can stay aloof from the common struzzle for peace.
The peoples should realize thst only they cen and must
compel thelr governments to reiaounce the dangerous policy
aimed at fanning up war passion and the arms rece, can and
must render harmless those people who conduct a policy of -
building up aggressive forces, the policy of preparing war.
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The Soviet Govermment, our people must clusely follow the
voends ir the international situation. It is well-kaown that
the Soviet Union went Yo great efiort to achieve a r=laxation
of international tension, Our Governmeat hes submitted a
proposal on universal and couplete daisarmamen® which has found
enthusiastic response and support in all countries of the
world., We have dismantled all our military bases abroad,

The Soviet Union has repeatedly cut its armed forces on a
unilateral basis,

However, the Western powers with which we are negotiating
disarmament have not reciprocated this, have uot adopted
the path of reducing their arued forces. Far from that, the
United States this y2ar is increasing appropriations for
armaments by ¢lose to two and a half billion dollars over
the last year. At preseat ih the United States they are
discussing the question of incseasing the nuncrical streangth
of the armed iorces, They dare busy there establisining so-
called guerrilla detachments whick are to be dispatrshed to
other countries to suppress liberation movements, to fight
against governments aand state gystens which do aot suit the
imperialist Western circles. These.deuachments are belng
trained for murdor, sabotage, subversion,

Chancellor Adenauec is Jewsnding nuclear weapone for the
Bundeswehr, It goes without seying that it is no% for play
that Vlest German militsrists want to have nuclesr weapous,
but for revanchist adventures they ave planning against the
Soviet Unlon, the sccialist countiries aad other states.

Naturally, such measures of the Western powers are not
designed to improve the International clinate, vo retch
agrcement on disarmament, but to aggravate relations between
states, to whip up the coid war, We must take a sober view of
the siéuation, be vigilant, s0 that the enemies of socielism,
the aggressive militaristic cir¢les should not catch us
unawares.

We must make every effory to striugthen still more the

As a result of the complstion of socialist reforms,
the sccialist relations of producticn, opening up unlimited
prospects for the development of productive forces in the
country, have won completely in agl branches of the
national economy of the X.P.D.R. The working class of
the X.P.D.k. has grown considerably, national cadres of
specialists have been prepared and a new socialist intelligen-
tsia has been reared.

The high rates of economic and cultural development
typical of the K.?P.D.R. speak of the undeniable superiority
of the socialist system established in North Korea and the
correctness of the policy of the Korean Party of Labour.
They have become possible thanks to the dedicated labour of
the Korean people and the utmost possible international
-mutual assistance of the socialist countries.

In the course of meetings and conversations, opinionsg
were exchanged on guestions of the further extension of
gconomic cooperation between the boviet Union and the’
Korean feople's Demeccratic Republic.

The two sides considered the progress in the fulfilmant
of the long-term agreement on reciprocal commodity deliveries
-and the agreement on Hoviet technical assistance in 1961-1547
for the furtuer development of the national sconcmy of the
K.P.D.K., signed at the end of last yesar. They expressed
- complete satisfaction with progress in the fulfilment
of the concluded agreements. The sides also reached agree-~
ment on further steps toward the strengthening of close
economic ties between the two states.

As a result of the discussion of questiongconcerning
economic and technical cooperation, an agreement was signed
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between the Government of the U.b....R., and the Government of
the K.7.D,R. on boviet technical assistance for the further
development of the national economy of 'the K.P.D.R.

Under this agreement the boviet Union will render additional
econcmic and technical assistance to the K.P.D.K. in

the development of the metallurgical and mining industries.
The Soviet side agreed to speed up the deliveries of
equipment tor the thermal power stations which are

being built with Soviet technical assistance, and also

to help in the construction of a television centre.

In response to a request of the Government of the
K.2.D.R., the Government of the U.s.o.k. oxtended to the
Korean People's Democratic Hepublic a long-term credit,
on favourable terms, to cover the expenditures of
Soviet organizations in the provision of the technical
assistance envisaged in the aforesaid agreement.

An agrecment was also signed on the additional
deliveries of certain commcdi%iéa to the K.P.D.R.
from the U.$.5.k. in 1962-1465 for the development of
the chemical industry of the K.P.u.R.

While the K.P.0.R. is on a sharp upswing, while her
econcomy and cnlture are flourishing and dewmocracy is
developing in South Korea where an antipopular
regime has been established as a result of American
occgqpation there are economic dislocation, poverty of the
nasses, waich have no rights, and a rule of military and
police terror. The recent events in South Korea were
especially convincing evidence that in its efforts to
suppress the indignation of the people of South Korea,
its striving for freedom and national welfare, the forces
of reaction have taken to the road of open military-
fascist dictatorship which leads to an aggravation of
tension in Korea and raises additional obstacles to the
country's reunification along peaceful dewocratic lines.

The Loviet _eople sympathize deeply with the Korean
people in the trapedy of the division of their country
and the occupation of her sovuthern part by foreign troogs.
The Soviet Union has unswervingly advocated the earlies
possible restoration of Korea's national unity in accordance
with the will and the interests of the Korean people.

The Soviet Union and the Korean People's Democratic
Republic hold that the peaceful reunification of Korea
is above all a matter for the Korean people itself, and
that solution of general Korean problems is only possible
through negotiations between representatives ot North
and south Korea.
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The Soviet Side attaches great importance to the proposal of the
Government of the KPDR. for the establiszhment of a confederation
of North and South Korea, In conditicns where the South Korean
authorities do not agree to the holding of demccratic all-korean
elections without forelgn interference, realization c¢f the idea
of a confederation provides the shortest ernd most reliable way
to the reunification of the country., fealization of this task
is also served by such steps of the Government of the KEDR. a5
its proposals for trade between the North and the South, the
orgenigation of economic and cultural cooperation, and the
reduction of armed forces in both parts of the country.

The Soviet side welcomes the continuous efforts of the
Government of the K.P.D.R. towards the strengthening of peace
in Korea and rapprochemant between the Worth and the South in
the interests of the earliest restoration of the national unity
of the Korean people. The peaceful polic:- of the Korean People's
Democratic Republic, along with her econumic and other successcs,
strengthens the international authority of the X.P,D.R. and wins
her the sympathy of the peaceloving states.

The Soviet Union resolutely supports the Korean people’s
just demands for the withdrawal of American troops from the
territory of South Korea. The occupation of South Korea by
American imperislists is today the main obstacle to the peace-
ful settlement of the Kerean question. The refusal of the U.S.
to clear the Korean soil ¢f its troops and military bases, its
opposition to agreement betwgen the North and the South, and
the continuous activities of/American military towards the
further strengthening of their military tases and the introduc-
tior of mass destruction weapons there, in violation of the
armistice agreement -~ ull this shows that the American imperic-
lists and their placemen have not abandoned their intentions of
extending the colonial rule to the whole of the Kerean Peninsulii.
They ought to know that such plans are doomed to failure. The
fraternal solidarity of the Soviet Union and the K.P.D.R., the
joint forces of the socialist camp reliably safequard the Koroan
People's Democratic Republic, as indeced any other socislist
Country, against encroachuent on the part of imperizlist agre s-
sors.

rotion and Mutual Assistance. This treaty cenforms not only To
the vital interests of the two states, unswervingly followliz .

interests of &ll peaceloving states, the interests of the ral... -
tion of international tension.

_The Government of the K.P.D.R, solemnly declared that in

lines, the whole of Korea would be free of commitments assumed
by eifher side under the military and pelitical treaties and
agreements concluded prior to her reunification. 4nd the )
nilitary and political treaties concluded by South Korea with
the United States should, naturally, become invelid %oo0,

In exchanging opinions on gquestions of the obtaining
international situation, both sides noted that the world
socialist system is now on a steep upswing. The national eccaomy
of the socialist countries is deviloeping rapidly.

The Soviet Union and the K.P.D.R., like all the other
socialist states, are fighting consistently to esvert the threat
of a new war and to ensure the peaceful coexistence of states
with different social systems.

Comrade N.S.Khrushchov infermed the Xorean sidc of his
meeting with the President of the United States J.Kennedy. The

A serious threat to peace is posed by the activities of
the military and political bloc of SEATO, built up by the
efforts of American imperialis¥s and serving as a tool of
imperialist aggression in South East Asia, The armed inter-
ference of the U.S5. and other SEATCO countries in the internal
affairs of Laos brought about a dangerous aggravation of the
gsituation in the area, Both sides consider that this inter-~
ference must be stopped completely so thet Laos could develop
freely as an independent state in accordance with its proclaimed
program of peace, neutrality and naticnal unity.
