ments have been made in that regard. Although the question of
possible payments to such agepits after the beginning of operations
has arisen during discussions the matter has
not been fully discussed and mou ogreemencs nove veen reached. It is
believed desirable this question be resolved at t he earliest possible
date, in order that potential agents selected for training and who
have assured of their desire to cooperate and their definite inten-
tion to remain in Alaska can be given some assurance that their
families will be provided for in the event of actual operations.

One of the persons who has already arrived for training
has pointed out that he is not a man of wealth, and that his wife
and children are dependent on his income solely. He also mentioned
that, dependent upon circumstances, he would likely be somewhad
older at the end of operctions, assuming t hat he survived. He
pointed out that while the work he would be performing as a Stay-
Behind agent would perhaps be more dangerous than that of a sodldier
in actual combat, he, as o civilian, would enjoy none of the benefits
which are attached to one who has served in the armed forces, in-
cluding veteran's preference for employment. He stated that -he
would feel much more secure, and feels that any other persons con-
sidered for similar wartime duty would feel likewise, if he had

definite assurance, and understood plans whicﬁ/may be in the nging

It can be seen that the question of fanily maintenance
and the jfuture of SBAs and E and F agents may well affect the re-
cruittment for these programs and the morale of persons so recruited.
e should be in a posztzon, at the earliest moment, to advise these
persons of the manner in which they will be cared for.

Three possibilities suggested are:

l. That consideration be given to commissioning Stay-
Behind agents and Escape and Fvasion agents in the Air Corps. This
arrangement would allow for family maintenance, provision for allot-
ments from pay, cheap insurance, and veteran's benefits. No adminis-
trative setup, in addition to those already in erxistence, would appear
to be required for.the execution of such plans. Further, persons So
comaissioned would be under militcry control cnd subject to military
discipline.

2. Payment to these persons in civilian capacities jfrom
Sfunds appropriated for the Air Corps. It appears probable that no
special administrative arrangements would be necessary since the
4ir Corps undoubtedly has many civilians on its present payroll.

3. Payment to these persons [from Bureau jfunds, which it
appears would require additional appropriations. This plan would
require a considerable amount of administrative handling at a great
expense of time and money.

RECOMMENDATION:

It is urgently recommended discussions be had

| as to future plans for payment to SBAs and E and £ agents

in the event of actual operations in order that the question may be
definitely resolved.

It is evident from our experience to date that trainees in the
captioned programs may require medical attention while at SOG for training.
It can be envisioned that some may require only minor attention from nurses,

that some may require services of physicians, and that some may necessarily
require hospitalization.

One of the trainees was suffering from a cold when he arrived in
Washington. When the circumstances came to the attention of the Bureaun

Supervisor on the first day of training, the trainee was promptly taken to
