The informant has received
information from members of the Eboli group that a plan has been devised
whereby one car containing three hoodlums, each armed with a rubber
hose type blackjack, would be stationed at a trucking terminal where
independent truckers are operating. These hoodlums are being given
instructions that any independents operating as '"scab'" labor are to
be assaulted as a warning to others attempting to haul merchandise
during the strike. In connection with this plan, Eboli has reportedly
enlisted the assistance of Brooklyn, New York, racket leaders to
furnish additional hoodlums to operate as "enforcers" in this mattez,
