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DAVID: == just kind of like, you know, -~
you know, the truth is so much better than fiction.

JOHN: Oh, absolutely.

DAVID: You know, one of the -- one of the --
one of the most awesome testaments of the, of the
scripture which is something to -- remember, it’s
sealed. You know, when you read in the Bible where it
talks about prophets and God says, seal the book to the
time of the end?

JOHN: Uh-huh. _

DAVID: You know, there’s a lot of -- there’s
a lot of symbols or allegories that are used in --
throughout scripture which makes it confusing. It
really does. It makes it confusing.

JOHN: Symbolism.

DAVID: Yeah, the symbolism.

JOHN: Right.

DAVID: And it’s, it’s designed to be that
way and, and there’s a -- and there’s a, there’s a key,
there’s a key code. And what’s awesome is that from
the, from the ancient, most ancient record like, say,
the Mosaic writings, the same key code is found
throughout all the prophetic writings. And it’s just
that he makes it to where you like men -- it’s
impossible for anybody =-- saying that scriptures came

from different periods of time throughout, you know,
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human history, the written history of man.

JOHN: Uh-=huh.

DAVID: That, that anybody could have gotten
together like that and just compiled that.

JOHN: Uh-huh.

DAVID: Of course, on the other hand, you
know, there’s a lot of -- there’s a lot of prophetic
writings which have never been fulfilled and this is
where a lot of scholars and stuff in the world lose a
lot of faith in prophetic writings because -~ for
instance, the fall of Babylon did not happen like the
prophet Isaiah or Habakkuk says, you know. It’s just,
it’s just a fact that you’ve got a lot of really basic
fundamental Christians who, you know, I believe in the
Bible, is the word of God, you know.

JOHN: Uh<huh.

DAVID: And then you ask him, well, what do
you believe in the Bible? I mean, you know, what, what
do you believe, you know? What is it? Wwhat part of
the Bible do you believe? All of it. Well, do you
understand all of it? They don‘t.

JOHN: Of course not.

DAVID: And it’s kinda like -- it’s kinda
like, you know, there’s people out there exercising
religion, you know, pointing people to salvation which

is, I would say, would be a very serious thing,
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wouldn’t you?

JOHN: Yeah, I’Q say --

DAVID: I mean more --

JOHN: -~ about the most serious thing you
could speak of.

DAVID: Yeah, especially like heart surgery
or brain surgery.

JOHN: Yeah.

DAVID: And, you know, to think that if the
AMA or, you know, these, these high surgical
institutions and stuff like that would give people the
rights and degrees to practice on people and they never
read the books.

JOHN: Yeah, wouldn’t that be something.

DAVID: Yeah, but they let that -~ they allow
that in religion though.

JOHN: Well, that’s an interesting alag --
allegory. That is =--

DAVID: I mean, you know, you can become a
preacher or a minister today, just self-proclaimed.
And --

JOHN: Yeah, and --

DAVID: == and, and they learn, -- and they
learn in college how to evade questions. That’s one of
the greatest sciences in the psychology of the ministry

is how to evade the question. That’s a good question.
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Yes, I'm going to address that in my next book.

JOHN: And that’s the end of the answer.

DAVID: Yeah.

JOHN: Yeah.

DAVID: It’s weird.

JOHN: They’re not the only people who do it,
you know. Right? People running for office sometimes
do that, too.

DAVID: Yeah, it’s politics and religion.
Keep them separate becagse they’re really the same
thing when you really look underneath the carpet.

JOHN: Uh-huh. Well, I’1l1l tell you, it, it’s
just -~

DAVID: 1It'’s wild.

JOHN: Just see some people running for
office and they’ll say anything, you know, they think
the taxpayer wants to hear, oh, cut taxes, sure.

DAVID: Well, Daniel calls it using
flatteries and he talks about, you know, about the time
of Rome where -- raise our taxes, you know. It tells
you in the story of Christ how in days of, of Pilate
Constantine that they, they begin to raise taxes in the
land and Mary and Joseph were all to be taxed.

JOHN: Uh-huh.

DAVID: You know, Daniel tells you that that

time of that emperor, it says that he comes into
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flatteries which is where the political system of Rome
began to use, you know, promising -- it began to, you
know, flatter the people by saying, well, you know, if,
if I'm given the vote, if I’m given the magistrate, I
will do thus, thus, this and that.

JOHN: Uh-huh.

DAVID: And, so, it ends up -- you know,
politicking is flattering the people, you know, who has
the biggest smile, who makes the best promises, you
know. ‘

JOHN: Right.

DAVID: The way our, our whole system works,
kind of. Of course, you know, it’s all =-- any,
anything where it becomes that kind of a system, it
becomes a family thing, you know. Politicians that are
in there today have been in there for the past 100
years, you know. It’s just a family thing, connected
to family relations and all that.

JOHN: Yeah.

DAVID: 1If me and you was to run for office,
boy, --

JOHN: Yeah. ©Oh, man, I =--

DAVID: I mean, you know -- Perot, I mean,
you know, he had all that money and still, you know.

JOHN: Oh, he had a huge amount of money. I

mean what he -- you know, it’s just incredible amount
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of money, how much he spent on those -- I don’t know if
you saw those half hour shows ==

DAVID: Uh-huh.

JOHN: =-- where he put on with those diagrams
of the debt and the income and everything. I mean he
spent a fortune.

DAVID: Backed out, too, and didn’t seem like
it hurt him.

JOHN: Backed out and came right back again.
That was the mo -- I mean that’s, that’s historic for a
candidate to do that. ‘I don‘t know how he did that and
then still, like you said, pick up -- picked up what 20
percent or 19 percent of the vote.

DAVID: Uh-huh.

JOHN: Well, --

DAVID: Wild.

JOHN: Yeah.

DAVID: But, you know, the choices seem to be
getting kind of shy, too, you know. The good old
Americanism, sober gentleman who'’s come up through the
ranks, you know, seems to be something of the past
anymore.

JOHN: Yeah.

DAVID: 1It’s more -- it’s all =-- today it all
seems to be more of pizazz and look good on the T.V.

and, you know, good ole Joe kind of guys, you know.
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JOHN: Yeah. Yeah. Well, you see more and
more of that, you know.

DAVID: Yeah.

JOHN: And you’re also seeing more and more
of dollars wins elections, media, media campaigns.

DAVID: Yeah. They need to call it something
more than dollars. 1It’s way more than dollars.

JOHN: Oh, yeah, yeah. But I mean they just
spend so much and saturate the air waves.

DAVID: Yeah.

JOHN: You know, I mean Perot spent a lot but
he just -- I think dropping out hurt him big time.

DAVID: Well, what do you think =-- okay, for
instance, if a -- if the, if the ancients =~ let’s say,
let’s say if the scriptures are true, that the ancients
did see the actual rise and fall of empires.

JOHN: Okay.

DAVID: You know, if they did.

JOHN: Uh-huh.

DAVID: Like -- well, okay, Daniel’s got it
nailed down. Every, every -- there’s no one that can
argue that, .that the powers of Babylon, Medo-Persia,
Greece, and Rome and all that are in concession with
what Daniel foretold. But, you know, he talks about
how that when Rome, Rome will divide into many nations,

some, some partly strong and some partly weak, you
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know.

JOHN: Uh-huh.

DAVID: Which it still, it still claims to be
a part of Rome because it says that the, the voice from
Rome will continue on. And, of course, you know,
Europe, like I say, we already know that Europe is
basically ruled by, you know, the Roman papacy,
original (Indiscernible) Rome, until the Reformation,
until, you know, after 1530 got started and 1798, you
know. Finally, Napoleon and a lot of guys got enough
nerve to go against thé'hierarchy, you know.

JOHN: Uh-huh.

DAVID: And they -- Berthear (Ph.) overthrew
them over the Vatican.

DAVID: That Rome would, would digest them
and they’d intermingle the seeds of men and become, you
know, you just totally mixtures of different races all
united under one banner. But then Revelation talks

about, you know, another beast, the final beast, a

JOHN: Hey, if they don‘t, they have a
problen, don'§ they?

JOHN: Well, when they’re in a foxhole,
they’ll believe in it.

DAVID: Well, yeah, that’s what I’m saying
but a person in a foxhole can commit their, their

insight to, to the hope of divine providence without

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knowing good and evil.

And I always ask scholars and people like
that or, or Bible teachers, I go, what does that mean?
How come after Adam and Eve sinned, you know, how come
they became like God knowing good and evil? You know,
what, you know, what does that mean about God? Does
God know something about evil? Has God ever done any
evil before? Well, it makes them mad. You can
understand why, right? God is holy, right? God never
sins, right?

But, you know, throughout the prophetic
writings and stuff -- are you still there?

JOHN: Sure, I’m listening.

DAVID: Now, you don’t have to tolerate me,
you know.

JOHN: ©Oh, hey, I don’t want to disappoint
you.

DAVID: No, well, the thing of it is is, like
I say, --

JOHN: You said you were going to talk some
humor. We weren’t going to get into a, into a Bible
study.

DAVID: Yeah, well, what do you think about
God sinning?

JOHN: What do I think about God sinning?

DAVID: Had you -- do you think your God ever
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sinned before?

JOHN: No.

DAVID: Well, =--

JOHN: I think he was free from sin.

DAVID: Well, that’s true.

JOHN: Sure.

DAVID: I mean, of course, you know, God, God
no doubt would be greater than his law, wouldn’t he?

JOHN: That’s right.

DAVID: Just ;;ke an adult. An adult may
have rules and regulations for his children, you know,
while they grow. 1It’s kind like when you’re, when
you’‘re a kid, you’re in your little playpen and you’re
limited to that area of freedom and then finally, you
know, you’‘re able to go in the backyard. You got a
fence around the backyard, you know. You’ve got
greater freedoms but you still have a perimeter. And
then, finally, you can go, you know, out in the back
field. And then, finally, you can go out of the
neighborhood. Then after that, finally, you can go,
you gnow, out of the country, across state. Then,
finally, overseas, you know. I mean you just -~
according to your development, you have more and more
perimeters of freedom but each, each freedom has a
perimeter, right?

JOHN: Sure, sure.
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DAVID: And so, you know, it’s like, it’s
like, you know, this, this world was here already and
it was void and darkness on the face of the deep.
There was already waters. He says, the spirit of God
(Indiscernible) on the face of the waters, you know.
So, God said, let there be light. And all of a sudden
it seems like that there began to be an unfolding of a
mystery of how, you know, God’s word, God’s image, male
and female, everything that bears seeds, procreates,
you know, after his kinq. You know, and it’s, and
it’s, it’s just awesome how that this world was here
and God says to Adam and Eve, God says to replenish,
you know, the earth (Indiscernible) replenish it which
means to put back something that was here before. And
a lot of theologians and scholars you confront with it
and they go, well, they don’t know what that is. But,
you know, was something here before?

JOHN: Anytinme.

(David laughs)

JOHN: I don’t think you’re really up‘to
that, though.

DAVID: Not, not totally.

JOHN: No.

DAVID: I think --

JOHN: No.

DAVID: -- on the picture, I think you’ve got
a few pounds over me.

JOHN: One or two but I’d sure like to meet
you when you come out and I‘m sure I will.

DAVID: We’ll meet.

JOHN: And, and John will -- John-2 also.

DAVID: Yeah, if you ever want to know more
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about that what was in the beginning, you know, the --
Jeremiah tells you something about it. He tells you
about -- he tells you about the, the source of, of
Gods, you know, the beginning and origins. And the
prophets tells you. Of course, you know, it’s all
found in the seven seals, though, mystery of God. You
know, God’s a mystery, the mystery of God, you know. A
God book, on a sea of glass in heaven, you know,
mystery of God, time no longer. You know ~-- of course,
you know, in the days of Noah, God destroyed the world,
too, didn’t he --

JOHN: Uh-huh.

DAVID: Witb a flood, right?

JOHN: Yep.

DAVID: Man, it’s awesome. Of course, the
prophets say that it’l]l never be done with a flood
again. 1It’ll be done with fire the last time. And, of
course, you =-- have you ever heard of hell and all
that? You know, people say when you die, you go to
hell and all that kind of stuff.

JOHN: Purgatory, hell.

DAVID: Or purgatory or hell, you know.

JOHN: Sure.

DAVID: Have you ever really looked in the
book and seen what the prophets teach about that hell?

JOHN: Well, you know what I told you about
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that before. I’m not -- I’ve probably learned a lot of
the book this week, last week, and the week before,
huh?

DAVID: Oh, my, sorry.

JOHN: Haven‘t I? Haven’t I? If I was
remiss in anything, that’s probably --

DAVID: Hey, have I asked for an offering
yet? Have I passed the plate?

JOHN: That'’s probably where it was. Well, I
don’t know but you may.

DAVID: No, never.

JOHN: You’re, you’re probably one of these
guys that doesn’t want to hear any noise hitting that
plate either, huh?

DAVID: No, what happens is that --

JOHN: You just want it -- want a real quiet
offering.

DAVID: Do you know how many hundreds of
thousands of dollars I‘ve turned down from people?

JOHN: No, I have no idea.

DAVID: Man, I wish they sure would publish
that. '

JOHN: Well, maybe it well be some day, huh?

DAVID: Well, you know, like Paul Fatta =--

JOHN: Uh-huh.

DAVID: -- a young guy that when he first
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came in, you know, he don’t -- he -- his company -- he
owned his own company.

JOHN: Uh-huh.

DAVID: His company brought in six million a
year.

JOHN: Wow. What kind of business was he in?

DAVID: Well, he had Handi ~- he owned Handi
Van Services in Hawaili.

JOHN: Uh-huh.

DAVID: And that was, you know, a government
contract type thing for, you know -- |

JOHN: What, just fast delivery service or
something like that?

DAVID: No, it was for like cripples and
people like that needed to get around. '

JOHN: Oh, uh-huh.

DAVID: And they had special buses and
everything, you know. His dad originally gave him the
business when he was like I think 27 or 28. And --
‘cause his dad did other things, you know. His dad’s,
you know, big pockets, you know, and all that, one of
these high rollers and --

JOHN: Yeah.

DAVID: And -- so, Paul was a -- he was a
like a ~-=- like the head elder in his church. You know

what I mean?
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JOHN: Uh-huh.

DAVID: Paid a big -- big handsome tithe
every, every weekend and stuff like that. But anyway,
like I said, truth, truth goes without, without dollars
per se. 1If a person is going to, to be a truth, he’s
going to live a truth and whatever he does, he’s going
to do in support of the truth. 1It’s just like =-- well,
the truth of most people is making a living, you know.
You’re, you‘re your person. You got a wife, you got
kids, you got to get out, you got to survive. You
know, you are your own church. Every home is a church.
Every home is a, a place in the worship of whatever we
know God to be. Okay. So, a lot of people in the
beginning, I, I first started opening up the, the
seals, they would get like really excited about it.

And of course, you know, we used -- we turned down --
we turned down a few -- in a range, range anywhere from
10,000 tb $30,000 from people because I always told
them, I said, look, the truth of the seven seals is
something that God does and only those who are bound
together and committed together and not just the
hearing of it but the furtherihg of it in the knowledge
of doing it are the ones that are part of it. And that
turns a lot of people off, John, it really does.

JOHN: Yeah. Yeah.

DAVID: You know, people, people are so
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accustomed in this commercial world today, =--

JOHN: Well, they want the simple things.
They want the simple explanations, don’t they?

DAVID: Oh, no, no, no. There’s nothing more
simple than the seals. You see, we’re talking about
people who set down and open their Bibles, not, not
people who were trying to censor -- well, you know,
what are you teaching? You know, when I taught you
about, you know, Nahum, you had no problem with
realizing that the chariots with flaming torches, you
know, that, that cause the fir trees to shake, and --
boom, you know, you have no problem with saying that’s
a tank, right? Remember that? We was talking about
that the other day.

JOHN: Sure.

DAVID: That jostle in the streets. You
know, the prophet had never seen a tank and so -- until
through inspiration the powers above and beyond our
world showed him the future. Man’s progressing into
the future. But, of course, Solomon says, what is to
be has already been. Solomon tries to tell the world
through Ecclesiastes and through the inspiration God
gave him that the world is repeating something that it
went through once before, to prove something. You
know, people say that, well, I’ve been here before, you

know. There’s this certain aura in mind of man that
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for somehow, for some reason, he feels that he’s had an
existence somewhere before. Of course, you know, if
these statements of the prophetic writers can be
clarified that they -- of their day, in the days of
horses and chariots, describe and illustrate things
which only our world contains, such as flying vehicles
and things like that, tanks, possible -- well, like,
for instance, in the Mosaic law it talks about and the
high priest. You know, the, the translator is trying
to take some Hebrew words which he has no root words
for and it always telling you in the concordance,
unknown root word. (Indiscernible) guess at it in
light of the context. It talks about the ark of the
covenant (Indiscernible) side, it was on a pedestal and
it had, you know, it had chains and it says =-- and
these two chains went to the two oracles. Now, you
know what an oracle is, right?

JOHN: Uh-uh.

DAVID: An oracle is someone that talks,
right? An orator, right?

JOHN: Sure.

DAVID: A testament. But what happens is is
that it’s, it’s very frustrating to scholars and
translators because, because, you know, they, they
really don’t know what they’re translating it properly.

So, one of the classes that I give that a lot
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of guys have sit in on, I said, now, look, let’s look
at this realistically. They’ve already discovered the
dimensions of the arch that produces electrical
current. So, this is something that science and, you
know, universities in taking the construction of the
arc and the gold content and the way it’s plated and
everything, you know, it definitely produces an
electroplate, you know, current:. And I said, now, when
you, when you’re looking at the context, let’s remember
that God is, is, is above man. God is of a higher
order. You know, God travels throughout the heavens,
man doesn’t. He can oniy, you know, perceive the
higher being. So, --

JOHN: I can’t, I can’t believe anybody has
any difficulty with that, huh?

DAVID: Right. You see, I mean it’s just
something you have to, you know, remind people of. I
go, now, look -~

JOHN: Or reinforce them a little bit, huh?

DAVID: Yeah. So, so, when I say, now, -- we
know that the high priest went into the sanctuary,
that, that says that God spoke to him between the
cherubims, which were the two archangels which were
made of gold beside the ark and the two on -- the
smaller ones on the top of the ark of the covenant.

And we know that inside the covenant there was, you
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know, contained the, the, the torah, the Ten
Commandments, you know, the two tables of stone, the
show bread, you know, it had, you know, the manna. And
it also had Aaron’s rod that bud. It was the almond
rod that budded and produced almonds.

Okay. It says, now, -- here it says the high
priest goes and God speaks to him through the oracles.
Now, what do you think it was? Well, you’ve heard of
audio plates today. You know, the chains, need a word
for the chains, it was,.it was wires. It actually was
a communication system which was given to mankind in
those days for God to be able to transmit communication
through the ark of the covenant. And, you know, they
had -- well, science, like I say, when they, when they
figure out the principles of that gold and what, what
conductivity gold actually has, you know, and the way
it’s plated and stuff like that, you know, the
electrical currents that it produces, doesn’t only
produce electrical current but it also produces waves
of frequency. 1It’s just like -- when it talks about
Solomon and he understood the, the masaroff (Ph.). The
stars declare the glory of the Lord, Psalm 19 tells us,
you know, and their voice is heard to the end of the
world and all that. Every star has a frequency
pattern.

JOHN: Uh~huh.
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DAVID: And in these frequency patterns there
is a certain ability to decode these and each statement
works on the same program as audio frequency. See,
visual frequency, light rays, is just another
continuation of the audio spectrum of waves.

Everything works -- oh, they’re subsonic, sonic, you
know, hypersonic, supersonic, you know, everything
continues on in a wave. That’s why the whole universe
is based on the ocean theory. You know, people say
that, that there was a big bang theory in evolution.
You know, we, =-- sciencélis always intrigued about
matter and anti-matter. You know, there’s an answer to
all these things and it’s really simple. But, again,
the seven seals, the seven seals. You know, an'atom,
an atom is the building block of all matter, right?

JOHN: Uh-huh.

DAVID: And yet what -- the atom contains an
energy force far greater than the outer elements of
matter. I mean, you know, you split the atom through
fision or, or fusion, you know, combine it or split it.
And what do you get? You get all this mandate of, of
energy that pushes other matter out of the way. I mean
it causes a, a hellistic explosion, doesn’t it? Right?

JOHN: Sure.

DAVID: All right. But, but the thing of it

is is where did all that power come from? Where did
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all that energy come from? You know, what is the
oracle of creation trying to tell us about God? 1It’s

JOHN: Well, we’ve seen so many things over
the years, though.

DAVID: Exactly.

JOHN: You know. I mean and it constantly
progresses.

DAVID: There’s a short cut, you know.
There’s a short cut to the key of all knowledge. You
know, Christ could have given all this knowledge 2000
years ago, couldn’t he?

JOHN: Sure.

DAVID: I mean he was able to deatomize
himself and walk through walls and --

JOHN: It wasn’t his intention, though, was

DAVID: Well, it was. Really, it was.
Remember when he told the -

JOHN: Well, --

DAVID: -- pharis -~ well, he told the
pharisees -- '

JOHN: He had to die for our sins, though,
didn’t he?

DAVID: Well, he had to die because of our

sins. I mean, remember, man was already traditionally
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patterned, chromosomically by tradition. His patterns
of mind, the, the thoughts of his mind were already
mandated to that existence, that -- man’s a
habitational creature, you know. Our surroundings
affect us. We like to rest, we like to eat, we like to
be comfortable, you know. And unless we have, you
know, a tradition -- like, for instance, the orientals,
the Japanese, very industrious people, right?

JOHN: Well, they sure are.

DAVID: As a tradition --

JOHN: Most, ﬁﬁst, I guess, orientals are
pretty industrious.

DAVID: Exactly.

JOHN: Vietnamese, Japanese, whatever.

DAVID: Yeah. And they (Indiscernible)
they’re perfect in socialistic government, aren’t they?
I mean they, they get together and they get the job
done as a people. Well, you know, you don’t develop
that just by individuals assigned to do that. That’s
something that comes about by having a mandate of law
and principle over hundreds of years.

JOHN: Very disciplined society.

DAVID: Exactly. When a man and woman, when
they make love, you know, the way a man thinks, is, is
patterned within his whole chromosome spectrum. And

the way the woman thinks and it’s blended together and
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the first thing created in the womb is the mind. So,

when God says, in the law I will visit the iniquities
of the fathers to the children, well naturally, you
know, the first thing that’s created in the womb is our
mind. That’s our machinery.

JOHN: Well, one thing, though. You look at
the disciplined societies. I mean strict discipline
societies, they certainly don’t have the freedoms that
we have in this society.

DAVID: That’s true.

JOHN: You knéw. They Jjust never have over
the years literally cast systems.

DAVID: Yeah. And the question is, are the
happy?

JOHN: Well, many don’t know better, do they?

DAVID: We know they’re not happy in Japan.

JOHN: No, but I mean you get into some of
the -- ybu get into some of the rural areas and even,
you know, really socialistic society, they don’t know
any better.

DAVID: Right.

JOHN: They’ve never been taught any better
and that’s why, you know, your views on a lot of these
things, although sometimes very confusing for me and
probably more confusing to others that haven’t talked

to you, are, are interesting. And I think you’re
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probably going to open a lot of eyes when you, you come
out and you get the opportunity to, to discuss it with
people because it may open a few eyes, huh?

DAVID: Well, you know, we hope ==

JOHN: It really might.

DAVID: ~- we hope that the truth will be
known because the truth--

JOHN: Well, at least people will listen to
you and then I guess they can make up their own mind
but they’ll be able to ;isten to you. 1It’s -~ you gave
them what 52 or 58 minute shot and a lot of people
listened and a lot of people not only heard what you
said but, of course, read what you said and --

DAVID: We got the tape here, John, --

JOHN: Uh-huh.

DAVID: -- of the, of the Houston theologian

JOHN: Uh-huh.

DAVID: =-- and --

JOHN: Yeah.

DAVID: -- he, he states in the written
manuscript they, they misquoted from the actual
dialogue that was given on the tape.

JOHN: Uh-huh.

DAVID: But, you know, one thing, one thing
that, that is a blockade to the minds of a lot of
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people that were listening is that they are not
accustomed to instructional doctrine. They’re used to
sermons. Well, --

JOHN: Brief sermons.

DAVID: Well, sermons, you know, that are
tradition -- you know, now, now, well, the Lord says
when, when we love, you know, blah, blah, blah. And,
you know, that reminds when I was a little boy and, you
know, the preacher tells you about his fishing trip and
all that kind of stuff and, and a lot of halleiujahs
and around, around the =--

JOHN: Well, that’s the, you know, just the
pure Sunday religious ceremony part of it but I think a
lot of other -- whether you are Baptist or Methodist,
Lutheran, Catholic, whatever, I think we still had
Sunday school or Sunday service for the children where
it wasn’t just sermon, it was reading and question and
answver as opposed to, here it --

DAVID: And they call it Sunday school.

JOHN: -- here it comes, grab it, right.

DAVID: Right.

JOHN: Accept it. Yeah, Sunday go to
meetings, huh? But I guess there -- you know and I
know in today’s society whether it’s in a public
elementary school or a, or a public or private high

school. 1It’s a lot different when we were growing up
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because you weren’t asked for input and I wasn’t asked
for input from a teacher, were we? It was just doled
out and it wasn’t, David what do you think, John what
do you think. And that’s changed an awful lot. And we
can see it in our children. Your children, my
children, ask a lot of the, the who, what, where, when
and why type of questions. That basically my father
told me something, I accepted it. My teacher told me
something, I accepted it, accepted and respected per
se, huh? |

DAVID: Well, knowledge has increased to such
a large degree today that, you know, it’s just awesome
to watch three and four year olds sit in front of the
T.V. playing video games. '

JOHN: They’re inquisitive.

DAVID: I mean they have to know how to
utilize and operate those things, --

JOHN: Sure.

DAVID: == you know.

JOHN: Sure.

DAVID: Which opens the mind -- which goes to

JOHN: But that’s a change in our society,
too, though.
DAVID: Well, the scripture says in Daniel

very clearly, the prophet was told to seal his book to
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the time of the end and he said -- and the prophet was

told by Gabriel that much knowledge shall be increased
and man should be running to and fro. One of the
Hebrew contexts is man shall be, shall be with great
speed going to and fro. And it says, you know, but the
wicked should do wickedly and none of the wicked shall
understand but the wise shall understand. So, you
know, Daniel’s last projection of Daniel Chapter 11 and
12 in his prophecy about this last confrontation
between the king of the north and the king of the
south, he talks about during this presentation how that
tidings will emerge from the north and from the east
that will trouble him. And he goes forth with fury.
And it says, that time Michael stands at the
(Indiscernible) people and they’ll be delivered those
who are (Indiscernible) in the book. But there’s a
time in there of 1290 days and also 1335 days. And at
the end of the 1335 days Daniel is told that he’ll
stand in his lot at the end of those days. Of course,
the prophets say that all the prophets in the
toun&ation of the world will be resurrected and all
those who’ve been slain and all those who'’ve beén, you
know, ridiculed and rejected for believing in the
testament of the prophets will, will be raised from the
graves in a, in a confrontation against the world of

unbelief, a world that ends up fulfilling the very
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testament that they were slain for. I mean, you know,
it’s kind like this. Michelangelo -- excuse me --
Leonardo da Vinci and all these quys --

JOHN: Hey, just think of the ones that
thought the world was flat.

DAVID: Yeah, they were persecuted.

JOHN: But people believed that. Religious
people believed that also. |

DAVID: Catechism brought that in.

JOHN: Sure.

DAVID: The dark ages.

JOHN: Sure.

DAVID: When, Qhen, when there’s true
knowledge of God -~

JOHN: Just -~ hey, your, your knowledge
doubles every ten years, right?

DAVID: Not any more.

JOHN: Well, it does.

DAVID: 1In the, you know, in the musical
industry right now, it doubles every, every one year.

JOHN: Well, it may.

DAVID: Technology and especially wheh it
comes to the, you know, the gadgetries of, of
electronics.

JOHN: I still like the one that plays the

banjo.
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DAVID: You like banjo?

JOHN: Love it. I love it.

DAVID: I play banjo.

JOHN: However, I’m just not inclined to play
but I love to listen to it.

DAVID: You all, you all hear any of my --
any of my music yet?

JOHN: I listened to your -- some of your
music, didn’t I?

DAVID: When was that? I’m trying, I’m
trying to think.

JOHN: Lord, =--

DAVID: Oh, it was --

JOHN: == you’ve got to go back a few nights.

DAVID: -~ (Indiscernible), yeah.

JOHN: Yeah. But we listened to it. Not bad
for a young fellow.

' DAVID: Well, not bad. I mean you haven’t
really heard me light up yet.

JOHN: No, I haven’t. But I don’t mean the
music you were playing out, you know, outside. You
were playing some music for us to hear one night on the
phone and it, and it was enjoyable. Shame you don‘t
have a banjo in there, isn’t it?

DAVID: Well, like I said, it’s -- a lot of

the stringed instruments that you’re going to really
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get proficient on one, you need to stick with one.

JOHN: Yeah.

DAVID: 1It’s -- I mean like anything
stringed, you know, I, I can play but --

JOHN: Some better than others.

DAVID: And, yeah, I see -- well, see, like
if I -- I developed two hand technique anyway. So, as
long as you got your, your finger picking and all that
stuff --

JOHN: Uh-huh.

DAVID: -« down, your patterns down and,
besides, I play, I play strictly by ear. I don’t have
any --

JOHN: No classical?

DAVID: Yeah, I do classical, too.

JOHN: Do you? If you can play classical,
you can play it all.

DAVID: Yeah. 1It’s -- normally I can do
jazz, you know, that kind of stuff but --

JOHN: Yeah. That’s just talent because a
good friend of mine played -- a guy that I worked with
played classical guitar and he could play it all.

DAVID: 1It'’s, it’s a, it’s a, it’s an art.

JOHN: Hey, I just -=-

DAVID: I loved it.

JOHN: == I just wish I had that art. I
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listen to a player piano at home and that’s as far as I

go.
DAVID: Seriously. You have one of those --
JOHN: I wish I could play the piano, too,
but --
DAVID: You got one of those sheeted pianos?
JOHN: Yeah, we do. We do, you know.
DAVID: Did, did you get it from one of the
older -- what was the name of that pizza place'that

JOHN:

Hey, "it is.
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DAVID: 1Isn’t it? I mean it’s, it’s awesome.

JOHN: It is.

DAVID: I mean definitely Christ if he ever
came again, he would come in, in the latter days when
it’s like this, wouldn’t he?

JOHN: Well, --

DAVID: I mean, you know, could you give =--
what kind of -- what kind of clothes do you think
Christ would wear if he came today? I mean if he came
to do for the Gen =-- let’s say the Gentiles were off
the track.

JOHN: Well, his clothes -- when =-- his
clothes, his clothes as I perceive them and I’ve been
taught to perceive them, back then were similar to the
clothes other people were wearing.

DAVID: Exactly, high quality.

JOHN: Sure.

DAVID: You know. Simple, nothing, nothing
too elaborate. You know, he didn’t want to be like the
Sanhedrim and the Pharisees who were wearing, you know,
the (Indiscernible) and all that really fancy stuff.

JOHN: Well, he came from a simple family.

DAVID: Right, and his message was for the
simple.

JOHN: Yeah.

DAVID: You know, the, the rich and the wise
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had their reward, you know. But I mean, you know, you
have people today, you say now, do you think he’d wear
Reeboks or Nikes or maybe, you know, something from
Kinney Shoes.

JOHN: I don’t know. Would it be American
made or not?

DAVID: Uh -~

JOHN: Hard to say, isn’t it?

DAVID: 1Isn‘t everything from Japan American
made really when you, when you trace it?

JOHN: I don‘t know. I don’t know. Maybe a
percentage.

DAVID: I know the music industry when you
buy like, for instance, Charvelle or Jackson quitars,
the ones that are made in Mexico and the ones that are
made in Japan are actually really -- the wood and
everythihg is -- comes from here. They ~--

JOHN: The wood? And a lot of the initial
design.

DAVID: Oh, everything in Charvelle and
Jackson is all here. .

JOHN: Well, it’s just the labor forces are
so much cheaper, that’s all. That’s, that’s the nuts
and bolts of it.

DAVID: Yeah.

JOHN: Yeah. We design them. You name it, we
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design then, they manufacture them.

DAVID: Merchants. I bet --

JOHN: Hey, how’s, how’s Judy doing today?

DAVID: Uh --

JOHN: Better?

DAVID: Not ~- yeah, she’s -- her finger went
down and, you know, --

JOHN: Dpid it?

DAVID: == all of us here, you know, ny --
oh, I’ve got, I’ve gotnjust two great big gigéntic hole
== well, you know the holeg --

JOHN: Yeah. Yeah.

DAVID: -- in the front and the back, they,
they look like a baby’s naval button when it first, you
know, comes off.

JOHN: Yeah.

DAVID: so, you know, the hand, it, it looks
like a big piece of beef jerky there, you know, dried
out beef jerky.

JOHN: Well, I talked to David Jones and, you
know, he seemed to be doing better but he said he had,
you know, really run out of any kind of antibiofic or
anything but at least his spirits were up, 1 guess,

You know, and that’s the important thing.
DAVID: Well, Dave’s a good guy.
JOHN: That’s the important thing. And --
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SO, we had a good conversation. You were mentioning,
mentioning Paul Fatta. Is his dad still alive that you
know of or --

DAVID: on, Yeah.

JOHN: -~ some kind of message that he’d like
me to give to him? 1’311 be happy to talk to him or,
you know, anybody else in there that wants to talk to

DAVID: I don’t know. I imagine, I imagine
Paul’s dad is probably in the vicinity somewhere, I
would imagine.

DAVID: Yeah, thera’s several different
places from what I understand.

JOHN: Just travels a lot?

DAVID: Right. He’s, you know, he’s on easy
street supposedly.

JOHN: Well, if Paul’s got --

DAVID: No, anywvay --
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JOHN: -~ if Paul has a message, just let him
know he can call me.

DAVID: Yeah, that was the thing I was, I was
telling you about. You see, I told -- you know, what I
did was I told Paul, I says, look, Paul, if you want to
learn these seals -- because I already showed him, you
know, the preliminarieg -- I said, give the business
back to your dad.

JOHN: Uh-huh.

DAVID: see, that’s, that’s, that -- you
know, that’s one of thé things that is, is predominant
with a lot of People with me. And for some reason,
these are the things that are never mentioned. See, I
don’‘t, 1 don’t, I don’t, I don’t need to have a
business to make $6,000,000 a Year. You see, --

JOHN: No, but you need enough money to
survive and food and -~

DAVID: Well, that’s easy.

JOHN: <-- nourishment and things like that.

DAVID: That’s easy.

JOHN: And construction.

DAVID: Construction?

JOHN: Well, to build the church out there
and to build your facility out there.

DAVID: oh, remember, remember, when you see

this place, remember, originally there was 13 houses on
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this property.

JOHN: Yeah.

DAVID: That provided a lot of woed.

JOHN: Yeah, but I’'m Sure some of that was
old lumber, too, yeah.

DAVID: well, Yeah, but old lumber ig good
lumber. Remember that. You know, grade three and
stuff today ig -- should be really actually grade ten.
I mean it’s, it’g ungradeable.

JOHN: Yeah. vYeah.

DAVID: You know, You go try to find you
$1.50 stud and see what it’s like.

JOHN: Yeah. Well, whether You got the
talent to, to construct it and everything else, you
still have to pay for that roofing material and pay for
everything else and jt doesn’t come cheap anymore.

DAVID: well, it’s, it’s not too bad.

JOHN: Yeah.

DAVID: As a matter of fact, it’s cheaper
right now than it was five, six years ago. |

JOHN: Yeah. Yeah.

DAVID: You see, I used -- I’m a carpenter.
And we used to build -- let’s see, back in 1973, uh,
uh, Timberline shingles -- say, say if you want a
composition roof or something like that =-- Timberline

shingles were like 18 to $20.00 --
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JOHN: A square?

DAVID: Yeah. Okay. And, and what are they
right now?

JOHN: Yeah, and those, those were asphalt
shingles?

DAVID: Yeah.

JOHN: Which --

DAVID: Composition is three square foot.

JOHN: <-- you don'‘t, you don’t even use --
don’t even use those anymore, using fiberglass shingles
now, most places.

DAVID: Well, yeah, well, but see, but what
they are is is they do use fiberglass ’cause fiberglass
are even cheaper now.

JOHN: Yeah.

DAVID: And that quy Owen Corning and all
that --

JOHN: And they resist and they’ll last
longer.

DAVID: Well, actually, they, they don’t in
the respect that if you, if you don‘t put them down in
the heat of summer, --

JOHN: Uh-huh.

DAVID: -- the under, undercoat doesn’t
adhede to the top ocne and then when they blow up, they
break off. That’s the only thing bad about the
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fiberglass shingle, you know.

JOHN: Well, let me tell you, they survive in
south Louisiana better than those asphalt ones because
of the heat and humidity and everything else.

DAVID: Oh, yeah. Does it, does it really
get that hot down there?

JOHN: Hot, hot. You wake up in the morning,
the humidity is 6:00 in the morning 90 percent.

DAVID: Un.

JOHN: And it’s going up. It’s not going
down. |

DAVID: Are you actually down in the slew
area and all that where the alligators are?

JOHN: Yeah. Well, I don’t walk out my door
and see them but when I go fishing, I see thenm. When I
go duck hunting, I see them.

DAVID: What’s, what’s the fatalities of
people out there that get, that get it --

(End of Tape #136)
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JOHN: == will allow them to cut down the
Population and they try to get some of the big ones
Out. And it’s not that hard. Just hang a chick on a
hook and tje it to a tree. You’ll get then.

DAVID: Does the game administration ang all
that, they stil1 allow to skin them and all that? 1
mean --

JOHN: Yeah, but you’ve got to tag them. 1
Rean it’s -- yoy go through a procedure so that --

DAVID: Right.

JOHN: -- so that they try to insure that
when you’re thinning down the, the population, it’s
done Properly and, and it’g just grown ang grown and
grown down there. But You don’t hear of real problems.
Usually they’1l -~ they don’t want to be around humans
that much, you know. It’s like a moccasin, they’11,
they’11 fight you if You corner them but they’11 stay
away from you.

DAVID: wWhat’s the biggest you think you’ve
seen so far?

JOHN: Alligator?

DAVID: Yeah.

JOHN: Fourteen feet probably, something like
that,

DAVID: Hum.
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JOHN: That was big enough.

DAVID: Yeah. You feel like a lunch when you
See something like that, don‘t you?

JOHN: You'’re looking at breakfast, lunch and
dinner, huh?

DAVID: on, boy.

JOHN: But they, they, they really avoid you,
You know. If you’re out, you know, when there are
frogs around at night time or other things, you’ll know
that a gator is around or if a moccasin is around or
something like that 'cﬁﬁse those frogs will be hopping
like crazy to get out of their way.

DAVID: Uh-huh.

JOHN: But they don’t bother people too much,
not unless you’re tormenting them, you know. You’re,
you’re toying with them, you’re teasing them. Then
they’re going to get aggravated. But I can remember
going to the old alligator farms over in st. Augustine,
over in that area. You eéver go over there, been there
before?

DAVID: 1I’ve been through there before.

DAVID: == a little, a little, a little
insanity.

JOHN: Yeah, yeah.

DAVID: I mean the only time of the year
there’s any snake kissing done in, in the scriptures is
when God sent the, the snakes in to bite Israel because
of all the rebeilion.

JOHN: Right.

DAVID: I don’t think they were kissing them.

JOHN: I mean some things you just don’t use
a lot of common sense, do you?

DAVID: No. It’s -- the serpent is one of
the most mysterious of all creatures, especially when

it’s so, it’s so personified like the symbol of faith
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and all that kind of stuff. Those were a symbol of
God.

JOHN: Yeah. Hey, I can’t tell You how much
we appreciate the way things worked out today.

DAVID: Well, what we don’t understand --
well, I understand it --

JOHN: Yeah.

DAVID: == but what a lot of people don’t
understand here is how all of a sudden everything got
gazapped all -- in that -- and these are the two quys
originally that were going to come out in the first
place.

JOHN: You understand what we told you,
though, huh?

== person to person, I’m hoping that you --

JOHN: What John told you, what I told you, it
was -- I don’t know, what frustration, aggravation?

JOHN: -- want to try and resolve it and

like I say, they’ve got to stand before your judicial
systenm.

DAVID: Well, the thing, the thing of it is
is that -- when we was talking to John --

DAVID: Well, see, my limitations are based
upon this. Whatever is acceptable in the sight of man
regarding my position, fegarding my position and the
respect of my explanation of my position in the light
of the seven seals.

DAVID: == you know.

JOHN: I’m sure you did. I’m sure you did.
I’'m sure it was a difficult thing.

DAVID: And --

JOHN: And I know when, when we inquired
about some of it, we were given some answers, too,
that, you know, the lumber pile being moved because
people didn’t have a clear view of certain areas up
there and, and some other things, that it was going to
be done and, and --

DAVID: You know, that -- you know, the, the

hair fraction of the war starting all over again, I
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mean that’s -- you know, somebody that’s, that’s human
that doesn’t have a well posi -- as well a position say
as I do or --

JOHN: Yeah, yeah.

DAVID: -- Steve, you know, can just start,
just start blasting out --

JOHN: Yeah.

DAVID: == rounds because that’s like =-- here
you’‘re watching your car being demolished.

DAVID: It’s,'it's, it’s, you know, it’s
really, it’s -- well, actually, let me, let me tell
you. On the part of the commanders, it was a very
immature move.

God’s given all this time -- I mean everybody’s got a
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Bible. Let’s, let’s just me and you talk like we’re on

the side of the street corner, right. And we’re --
let’s, let’s pretend like we’re just two normal gquys,
Everybody’s got a Bible. I mean even -- they used to
give them out in schools. You remember that?

JOHN: Uh-huh.

DAVID: They used to give them out in
schools.

JOHN: Not anymore, though, huh?

DAVID: Not anymore. You got these people

You know, but a Bible won’t
hurt nothing, no more than any other kind of bpok.

JOHN: Well, we all have our, our opinion as
to whether that’s good, bad or indifferent.

DAVID: Yeah, but it’s, it’s just freedom of
the press.

JOHN: That’s the law, though, isn’t it?

DAVID: Freedom of literature.

JOHN: That’s the law now.

DAVID: Right. oOkay. So, so, the thing of
it is is everyone’s got one. I mean, hey, you know,
it’s to be read. You know, some read it and some don’t
read it, get some information. It’s about God. Those

who want to know about God will read it. Those that
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kind of -- well, don’t care about God might not read

it, you know. 1It’s got, it’s got stories about people
of the past. 1It’s got future projections. It’s got
prophecies. 1It’s got Jesus. It’s got, you know, it’s
got -~ it’s revelation of Jesus, seven seals. What is
it?

JOHN: Well, you’ve got the 0ld Testament and
the New Testament and --

DAVID: Yeah, but you know Isaiah is not the
O0ld Testament. Isaiah ;s the New Testament.

JOHN: Uh-huh.

DAVID: All the prophets talk about Christ.
See, people get -- they get mistaken. They say, well,
Isaiah and Jeremiah, Ezekiel, Hosea, Obadiah. Micah,
Zephaniah, Habakkuk, they’re all o0ld Testament. That
is wrong. The prophets tell you of the new covenant.

JOHN: Uh-huh.

DAVID: They foretell of Christ. Now, that’s
New covenant. Jeremiah 31, when Jeremiah says, lo the
days come, sayeth the Lord, that 1 will make a new
covenant with the children of Israel, not
(Indiscernible) with the covenant that I made with
their fathers wheu I brought them out of Egypt which
covenant they break. For I will make a new covenant.
I will put my laws in their hearts and in their minds
while I right them. Aand they shall no more teach ever
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man saying, know the Lord for they shall all know me,
from the least to the greatest,

JOHN: You’re, You’re going to pull it off on
me, aren’t you?

DAVID: No, I’m just simply saying --

JOHN: Huh?

DAVID: -- that in the new covenant there’s
only -- no one can teach anybody else about the Lord.
Only, only the Lamb can reveal the seven seals. That’s
the whole fulfillment of the New Testament.

JOHN: oOur difficulty is for the young to
really interpret and understand and that’s why they
need guidance, don’t they?

DAVID: Well, actually, what happened is
Christ at 12 years old was given those pharisees to
keep out of trouble, wasn’t he?

JOHN: But we’re not, we’re not Christ at 12
years old. You know, I’m saying the young people need
not only to read and to try and grasp at themselves but
they need the guidance, no more than your young people
need your guidance and Steven’s guidance and other
adults in there to guide them. Other religions the
same way, they need more than just parental guidance as
far as the interpretation if the parents themselves
don’t understand it that well.

DAVID: That’s where instruction anq learning
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comes in,

JOHN: You bet. You bet.

DAVID: That’s when the Christian church ~-
Paul tells us that, for he gave first Apostles, second,
prophets. Then teachers, governments and helps to come
to the unity of the faith. of course, you know, you’ve
got to ask yourself the question, if that’s the case,
well who are the Apostles and prophets of today, you
know. Some churches don‘t even have Apostles or
prophets. Some, some do. And even if they do or
don’t, the question still remains, what are those seven
seals? You know, it’s all a part of the ingredients of
the chili, right?

JOHN: Yeah.

DAVID: You’re going to make a good bowl of
chili, you’re going to look down at the book and you’re
going to see what the ingredients are. Well, the last
ingredient may be chili. You know, you might -- got
your beef, you may have your bell peppers, you may have
your onions, you may have all your, all that stuff
together, and you got it all cooking, now what'’s,
what’s the last ingredient to make this chili? chili
powder. Weli, S0, you got, you got Matthew, Mark, Luke
and John. You'’ve got Acts, you’ve got Romans,
(Indiscernible), Galatians, Ephesians, Philippians, you
know, all this. You’ve got all these quys talking
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about this New Testament. Christ ig the me of the New
Testament. New Testament, it’s going to come. Peter
said be ready for the salvation that should be revealed
to you at the revelation of Jesus Christ. You know,
all these guys are talking about Christ, the me, and
all of a sudden You get the Book of Revelation. Come
up here, that what’sg fixing to be. Well, this ig going
to be hereafter, here, right here. God’s on the
throne. He gives the book to the Lamb and the Lamb’s
going to come. Yea, tge New Testament’s going to be
fulfilled. Then all of a sudden you come today and you
say, hey, you going to learn this New Testament. oh,
that’s Matthew, Mark, Luke and John. No, no, no. No.
Matthew, Mark, Luke and John tells You that the Jews
did not benefit from Christ keeping the law because
that was the 014 Testament.

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about why Christ died. And, of course, we, you know,
we do talk about Good Friday and we do talk about
Easter Sunday and all of that.
