CHUCK: Yeah. This is Chuck Lucas.

UNIDENTIFIED MALE SPEAKER: Yeah, Chuck.

CHUCK: Testing the line.

UNIDENTIFIED MALE SPEAKER: All right. I
read you loud and clear.

CHUCK: Great. Does this, does this sound
better than it was before?

UNIDENTIFIED MALE SPEAKER: Yeah. Well, to
me it sounds louder or maybe you'’re just talking
louder.

CHUCK: Well, maybe I'm talking louder. What
was the complaint before, there was a buzz on the line
or static?

UNIDENTIFIED MALE SPEAKER: Yeah, static,
like a bad plug in the, in the handset or, you know, --

CHUCK: Okay.

UNIDENTIFIED MALE SPEAKER: -- in the
connection or wall.

CHUCK: But, but this is intensely better,
right?

UNIDENTIFIED MALE SPEAKER: Yes.

CHUCK: Okay, 10-4. We'’ll probably make one
or two more calls before we finish up to test this out.

DEC: Right, or I heard a voice and I just
assume it was --

STEVE: That, that was David.

DEC: Oh, okay. Well, I, you know, --

STEVE: He'’s a tenor.

DEC: It was all garbled and, you know, and
then it was all crinkly and crackly.

STEVE: But he can also sing base. Hey, so,
so, --

DEC: He can?

STEVE: -- what happened with -- I thought
they were going to get back to me about dropping off a
line or something.

DEC: My understanding was that the phone
people are on their way out there.

STEVE: Oh, okay, so they’re still working on
it?

DEC: Right. Henry just left a few minutes
ago and the phone people afe on out there -- heading
out there with the lines. I mean, you know, that will
take probably a few minutes, but --

STEVE: Okay.
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DEC: -- we’'ll probably get a call back here
when they arrive. I know they tested the line once.

STEVE: Right. And theirs was okay, huh?

DEC: Yes.

STEVE: We tested it from this side but now,
again, we’'re having -- he was trying to call through.
We’ve been trying to call through. 1It‘s -- it was
totally dead. Then it crackled. Then, finally, now I
can hear you ockay or at least somewhat okay.

DEC: Yeah, it sounds pretty good now.

STEVE: I don‘t, I don't understand what's
going on myself.

DEC: Well, they were going to test the line
at different places, I guess, -;

STEVE: Okay.

DEC: -- and then get a line out to you to
crank into your phone again.

STEVE: Hello, hello?

DEC: Yeah.

STEVE: Is that your’s?

DEC: No, I think it must be your line.

STEVE: Well, I'm not even moving here.

DEC: Huh. Well, there'’s, there'’s some
glitch there, Steve, somewhere.

STEVE: There’s an extreme -- right now

there’s a clicking going on.
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DEC: Yeah, that'’'s, that’s probably on your
end because like when I answered the phone, --

STEVE: 1I'm looking out the door right now or
at least toward the door ‘cause I wanted to see if
there’s any dogs or anything else near or on the line
or chewing on it.

DEC: Sure.

STEVE: I know -- hello?

DEC: Yeah, still here.

STEVE: Yeah, in the past we’ve had problems
when it rains, even with the regular telephone lines,
even long before this.

DEC: Yeah.

STEVE: So, I mean --

DEC: And that might be part of the problem.
But they’re supposed to be on their way out there.
That was what Henry told me and he just left a few
minutes ago.

STEVE: Okay.

DEC: You hear that again, huh?

STEVE: Yeah, right.

DEC: Well, --

STEVE: So, I'll just wait until he gets --
do you want -- do you have any -- did they get the
letter, by the way?

DEC: Yes. They just brought a copy into us

probably five, six minutes ago.
STEVE: So, you read it?
DEC: Well, I'm still -- I started. I'm like

on the second page and --

STEVE: Just started, on the second page.

DEC: -- we had the phone call and I had --
another phone rang and --

STEVE: David wanted to give his appreciation
for your, you know, I mean the cordialness of exchange
and so forth.

DEC: Uh-huh.

STEVE: Hello?

DEC: Yeah, still here.

STEVE: Of course, you know, we had hoped
that you would have turned off the sounds during that
hour at least but I, I know you were having troubles
getting ahold of the commanders and --

DEC: Well, I got in, in here after that and
Henry told me that that was a request and that, you
know, he said he didn’t know the status of it out there
on the other end --

STEVE: 1 see.

DEC: -- by the -- by your, your compound
there.

STEVE: Dec, let me tell you, that which --

you haven’t gotten toc the last page but wait till you
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see the last pages. I’'m -- I can’t emphasize enough
how extremely serious it is.

DEC: Uh-huh.

STEVE: The thing about the Lake Waco area,
Old Mount Carmel being shaken, about the dam being
burst, guaranteed, guaranteed, that is serious.

DEC: Okay. I, you know, --

STEVE: Anytime in the past that he’'s ever
shown or said anything of that nature always comes,
always has.

DEC: Okay.

STEVE: Never did he -- he’s not the type --
he’s never been a doomsday sayer or a profit, none of
that kind of thing, I‘ve -- six and a half years that
I've known him. It is extremely serious.

DEC: Yeah. I haven’t gotten that far. I'm
lifting up, --

STEVE: Okay.

DEC: -- looking about Lake Waco area and 0ld

Mount Carmel --
STEVE: The last page, last paragraph.
DEC: -- will be shaken. Yeah, okay.
STEVE: That'’'s it.
DEC: I mean where -- is there a time frame
on that?

STEVE: Time frame on that? Has -- the time
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frame hasn‘t been shown.

DEC: Uh-huh.

STEVE: Did you know -- did you hear though
on the news -- he came and told me about it and then
right after that is when Austin was hit with a small
one. Then up north, also, there was another area that
was hit with a earthquake.

DEC: Uh-huh. I wonder where that --

STEVE: 1It’s definitely moving up, seriously.
Yeah, Austin was. Not maybe, it was on the news.

DEC: Yeah, okay.

STEVE: And that was after he showed it to
me, read it to me and then wanted to, to get out to you
people.

DEC: Yeah. Well, you know, obviously, what
we’'d like is for you all to come out of there before
any earthquake --

STEVE: Dec, it’s so serious. Dec, listen,
if that God shows them those kind of things that we're
finally in the days -- remember, whether you believe in
the Bible or not, if it’s -- now, look at -- all the
science of the worlds believes there was a great deluge
5000 years ago, --

DEC: Right.

STEVE: -- somewhere around there.

DEC: Uh-huh.
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STEVE: But, anyway, the great flood. And
what it shows -- even in that day, it was a bright,
sunny, beautiful daf, like any other day, when finally
black clouds started rolling in and all the rest. 1It’s
going to be that way. Christ said in Matthew 24 in the
final days. I know you don’t buy it. It’s another
beautiful day in the neighborhood.

DEC: Right. Well, I mean, you know, I --

STEVE: 1If you only knew the book. If you
only knew what all these prophets had to say. They
died with their testimony intact. 1It’'s come down.
Everybody’s got a copy of the book these days. 1It's
there for you and I to check, to judge. The truth is
to be judged.

DEC: Uh-huh.

STEVE: And pro-- give, you know, give the
guy a fair chance, Dec. I mean in honesty, I mean
religion is pclitical, religion is life.

DEC: Steve, I'm trying to sit here and be
impartial.

STEVE: I know you are. I know you are.
That’s great. I’'m glad you are.

DEC: We're, we’‘re here and we'’re trying to
facilitate everybody coming out safely and --

STEVE: O©Oh, I hate that when you say that

because, you know, our thoughts are number one, God
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first. And when we appreciate, you know, your
perspective and, and working that out with you, there’s
not a problem here with any individual that way, none
whatsoever.

DEC: Yeah. All right. Well, --

STEVE: Yeah, in fact, like David says, we've
always loved you guys, you know. I mean seriously. I
mean finally the day comes where you and I, everybody’s
got to give an answer. It’s time to stop our foolish
nonsense and see what God’s got. And either you're
going to live forever or it’‘s going to end for you.

DEC: Well, none of us are going to live
forever. You know that as well as I do.

STEVE: Oh, no, yeah, we are. No, you can.
There’s no reason --

DEC: Spiritually we may later on but --

STEVE: Well, that shows that you don‘t under
-- see, we can -- right now David has the ability the
show you physically, spiritually, how that’s going to
be. I'm talking about matter, antimatter, the physics
of it.

DEC: Uh-huh.

STEVE: Now, you would never know unless you
tock a little time to hear and then you judged it, you
evaluated it.

DEC: Yeah.
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STEVE: But it’s serious. It really is
serious.

DEC: Well, you know, --

STEVE: That’s true. If you don’‘t care about
spiritual things, it’ll never benefit you anyway, if
you either haven’t or you don‘t now.

DEC: Yeah. I see someone here -- yeah,
somebody handed me this note, said that, you know, we
don’t want to lose sight of --

STEVE: Like, you know, --

DEC: This situation is not going to go away,
you know.

STEVE: No, no, and that’s --

DEC: We're not going to go away, Steve, and

STEVE: No. All the problems that we have,
it never came by the political realm. 1It, in fact,
came by religious, religious leaders, those that did
not want to hear because they were making money off the
masses. They were getting a name. They had followings
and so forth. David has never wanted that. He's
always wanted the truth to get out, that people might
judge the truth, not the bearer of the truth.

But we're -- the
whole reason why this has come about and that the
circumstances are here is for men to be, be quiet and
to hear and to judge ’‘cause now is the day and the time
to do that. There’s --

DAVID TO STEVE: We'’re the victims right now,
they’re not the victims.

STEVE: Yeah, that’'s right. We’'re the
victims right now, of course. You know, you're not the
victims.

DEC: Well, you have to come out and
straighten that out, Steve. You know that as well as I
do.

STEVE: This is correct. This is correct.
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DEC: Sure. Sure.

STEVE: And we have not, you know, changed
from that position or that stance.

DEC: Yeah.

STEVE: We’ve said that right along.

DEC: Yeah. Who, who wrote the letter?

STEVE: That, that -- the letter was written
by Judy.

DEC: Judy, okay. 'Cause we were kind of
looking at this and John -- what are you, John-5?

Yeah, --

STEVE: David, David dictated it --

DEC: 1I see.

STEVE: -- word, word for word.

DEC: Okay.

STEVE: There'’s nothing that’s there that
wasn’'t dictated by him.

DEC: Yeah. 'Cause we just kind of surmised
it was feminine writing and --

STEVE: You know, I'm going to tell you for a
fact, he does not even -- he does not breathe when he’s
doing that. I’'m serious. You can get a doctor
gsometime if you want and bring one in here and -- it’s
true.

DEC: Uh-huh.

STEVE: 1It’'s a strange, strange thing.
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DEC: Yeah. How's -- speaking of Judy, how’s
her finger?

STEVE: Her finger?

DEC: Yeah.

STEVE: 1It’s -- that’s an -- she’s going to
leave it behind with the rest of her one day soon.

DEC: What, what does that mean?

STEVE: Well, Dec, you know, I mean you --
you’'re --

DEC: She’'s going to leave it behind with
what -- I mean is she fixing to die or --

STEVE: -- you'’re talking about -- well, you
know, I'm trying to get you guys to one realm and
you’'re talking about the here and the now which --

DEC: That’'s right. 1I'm concerned about the
here and the now.

STEVE: Yeah, but like it was in the days of
Noah. It was a nice, beautiful day that day, too, Dec.
It really was.

DEC: Yeah. Well, I'm --

STEVE: A beautiful day. Six thousand years
later -- you don’‘t -- you and I don't know what beauty
was as it was in those days. Now, after 6000 years of

DEC: Life was pretty bad back then.

STEVE: -- degeneration and degradation.
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DEC: Yeah, yeah. Well, what’'s --

STEVE: I -- let me ask you if you know
anything of this information, do you remember or do you
know when the earthquake took, took place there in
Turkey, Mount Ararat and the Ark was discovered? Are
you aware of that?

DEC: No. I -- it’s sometime in the past.

STEVE: It is, is right.

DEC: I don’t remember exactly when it
happened.

STEVE: 1It's a warning to this generation.
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After thousands of years the Ark, as you know, was
finally found. They finally discovered it.
DEC: Yeah.
STEVE: Atheist speak -- historians would not

acknowledge anything to do with that, any portion of
the Bible, especially that because it blows away the
theories of evolution. Hello?

DEC: Yeah, I'm still --

STEVE: Here we -- oh, brother, --

DEC: Here we go again. Right.

STEVE: Yeah, this is weird. I don‘t gquite
understand what'’s going on here.

DEC: I don‘t either but it’s -- it’s not on
this end ’'cause I jiggled all the connections we have
here.

STEVE: Well, see, you know, as far as, you
know, I told them we’'d go out so far from the building
and as far as we tested, it was okay, also the line.

DEC: Right.

STEVE: But it could be -- I don‘t know, you
know, after that, I'm not certain.

DEC: Yeah. They’'re supposed to be getting
it --

STEVE: Yeah, I just about lost you there.

DEC: Supposed to be getting that line out to

you, Steve.
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STEVE: Okay. Okay. I expect to see him
here anytime now.
DEC: Okay, Steve, --
STEVE: Yeah.
DEC: -- one of the radio -- telephone guys

just came in and said that he’s received word they're,
they’'re ready to put up the line but we have --

STEVE: Okay.

DEC: -- to shut this down on this end here.

STEVE: All right.

DEC: You have to hang up your line.

STEVE: Okay, I’11 do that.

DEC: All right. We’ll try and get back with
you later on.

STEVE: Well, Dec, talk to you in a little
bit.

DEC: Okay, bye.

STEVE: Okay, bye.

STEVE: Okay.

DEC: But he said they haven’t put it in yet.

STEVE: Okay. How much time because I'1ll
kind -- I’ll have somebody keep an eye open. And as
soon as a Bradley comes to the bend or wherever else --

if they want to drop it off, 1'll walk over there and
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get it.

DEC: 1Is, is the Brad -- hold on just a
minute, Steve.

STEVE: Okay.

DEC TO OTHERS: 1Is the Bradley going to
deliver it up there?

I
haven’'t gone anywhere. No one’s touching the lines,
the phone.

DEC: Well, for a second I thought maybe you
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were playing games with us and messing with that line
there.

STEVE: Not in -- no, not in the least.

DEC: Yeah.

STEVE: You were talking and saying how good
the line and all of a sudden it went totally dead.

DEC: I know. Yeah, we were talking and it
finally went dead but let me -- I’'ll tell you what I‘'m
going to do. Let me hand off the phone here for a
minute, --

STEVE: All right.

DEC: -~ Steve. We’ve got a, a telephone guy
here that certainly knows more about wires --

STEVE: All right.

DEC: -- and pliers that I -- than I do.

STEVE: Okay.

DEC: And maybe he can direct you with this,
this hookup for the, the line or something.

STEVE: Sounds good.

DEC: Okay. Hold on.

STEVE: All right.

DEC: It's Jim, right? This is Jim.

STEVE: Okay.

DEC: Okay.

JIM: Hi, Steve, how ya doing?

STEVE: Hello, Jim, how are you?
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JIM: Oh, I'm fine.

STEVE: Good, good. So, what do we have now?

JIM: Well, what we’'ve got, Steve, is a whole
separate line coming into you, a different line.

STEVE: Okay. Okay.

JIM: And it’s, it’s beige in color.

STEVE: Okay.

JIM: And on the end of it -- what we think
is happening is the -- the best we can analyze it from
what you’‘re telling us this morning --

STEVE: Right.

JIM: -- and from what we’ve tested with the
phone company, is that there may be a short close to
where you folks -- we’re not really sure how you tapped
into the telephone line, how you got your phone working
off of the line that was dropped in there.

STEVE: Well, Jim, I don’t understand why
it’s so extremely clear right now. I mean there’'s no
crackling. There’s nothing.

JIM: Well, I could tell you why right now,

STEVE: Oh.

JIM: -- because right now what we’'re doing,
we’'re pumping extra voltage down the line.

STEVE: Oh, I see, 1 see, okay.

JIM: And what that'’s doing --
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STEVE: Yeah, yeah, I got vya.

JIM: -- that’'s jumping over the potential
short that’s leaning.

STEVE: 1 see, okay.

JIM: So, but we can’t keep doing this
because it will overheat your instrument.

STEVE: I got it, got it.

STEVE TO DAVID: Right now he’s as clear as
can be but he can’t -- they’'re pumping more voltage and
it will overheat the instrument. So, there’'s still a
crackling, a break somewhere in the line. Okay.

JIM: So, what we’re, we’'re doing right now
is we’'re preparing to drop another line in there and on
the end of this line is a telephone connector.

STEVE: All right.

JIM: It’s got four screws. There’s four
wires hooked up.

STEVE: Okay.

JIM: Now, we're going to talk you through
them right now.

STEVE: All right.

JIM: Along with this telephone connector is
a piece of paper.

STEVE: Okay.

JIM: Now, I’'ve got a Xerox in front of me of

on the block you’ll see a "G", that stands for green;

We need that.

Just put it anywhere you

feel comfortable putting it as long as it’s stationery

because we think that’s where the short is --

STEVE: Okay.

JIM: 1It’'s sort of swinging out there.
Anytime you --

STEVE: So, it will be on the end of -- it
will be on the end of a line and we should bring it
into the building somewhere where it will be
stationery?

JIM: Right.

STEVE: Okay.

JIM: Because it’s all exposed, because we
don’t want you to think -- like you mentioned this
morning, --

STEVE: Right.

JIM: It’'s, it’s, it’s dry in there. 1It's,
it’s out of the elements.

STEVE: Okay, good, good.

JIM: We don't want to -- we don’t want to
cause any problems here.

STEVE: I think there -- is there a Bradley
coming up right now? Could this be the one now? I
hear one coming by.

JIM: Well, they’re in the area. And when
we’'re doing talking right now, what we’re going to do
is we’re going to cut the line we’'re on, --

STEVE: All right.
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JIM: -- reconnect it to this, drop the
voltage down, --

STEVE: Okay.

JIM: -- the normal voltage.

STEVE: All right.

JIM: Reconnect it to the other line and hand
this thing into you, okay?

STEVE: Okay, sounds good.

JIM: And this way there’s, there'’s no covers
on it. 1It’s all exposed. You can look at it. You can
analyze it.

STEVE: All right.

JIM: It’s there.

STEVE: Okay.

JIM: And all -- there’s -- all we -- all you
need to hook up is a screwdriver.

STEVE: Got it.

JIM: And the instructions there will read on
the top of this piece of paper, hook your telephone to
the green and red screws.

STEVE: It will be -- it's, you know, --
usually, it’s self-explain or just looking at it.

JIM: Right.

STEVE: Okay.

JIM: And believe me, the cables are colored.

Okay, the cable’'s coming in --
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STEVE: All right. Well, that will make it
very simple.

JIM: Green to green, red to red.

STEVE: &all right.

JIM: And we’'re going to see -- now, the only
problem that could arise, okay, --

STEVE: Okay.

JIM: -- is the fact that you may not be able
to access dial tone. And that’s no big deal because if
we don‘t -- well, we’ll call you and we're going to
test this to see if you can dial out, okay?

STEVE: All right.

JIM: If you can’t, you can tell your
telephone man that you’'ve got in there that we’re going
to reverse polarity at the pedestal --

STEVE: Okay.

JIM: -- in the front of your compound there.

STEVE: All right.

JIM: We’'re going to handle all that, okay?

STEVE: Okay.

JIM: All we want you to do is hook your
green and red wires to it and away we go.

STEVE: Sounds good.

JIM: Now -- all right?

STEVE: Okay.

JIM: Now, we got all -- we’'ve got -- this
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should work just fine for you.

STEVE: Okay.

JIM: All right. As long as we -- you take
your screwdriver out and you clamp those two down, --

STEVE: -- we'll do it all.

JIM: -- it will work.

STEVE: Okay.

JIM: So, now, --

STEVE: So, the next step, the guy’s bringing
the cord, now what?

JIM: Well, the next step’s going to be that
we’'re going to get the cord out there.

STEVE: Okay.

JIM: Now, there’s also a package coming into
you.

STEVE: Okay.

JIM: 1It’s a -- I believe it’s a, a prayer
book somebody requested or somebody sent to somebody in
your compound.

STEVE: Oh, someone is sending a prayer book
into the compound?

JIM: I guess. 1It’s, it‘s in a language that
we really don’t understand.

STEVE: Really? Like Hebrew or something?

JIM: Right. That’s going to be dropped off

there, too. 1It’s in a brown paper and you can --
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STEVE: Brown paper.

JIM: Again, it was important that it get
into you for some -- somebody’s mother sent it to him,
I guess. I was just told --

STEVE: -- mother sent --

JIM: There's a name on it.

STEVE: Who, who is that, Jim?

JIM: I have no -- I can go find out for you
if you want --

STEVE: No, no, no, no, that'’s okay.

JIM: 1If you want to talk to the --

STEVE: No, that's okay. Are you with the
FBI yourself or --

JIM: Right, I am.

STEVE: Hello?

JIM: Yeah, we got problems here now so --

Apparently, then they
must have a dam. They must have a very large -- I know
they have -- there’s Lake Waco or something like that.

BYRON: Right.

STEVE: I wasn’t aware of a dam but,

apparently, if they have a dam, --
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BYRON: That, that bothers me, and I know
that --

STEVE: Could I -- Let me get a copy of it,
okay? Just hang on one second.

BYRON: Sure.

STEVE: Let me grab it. [gap] Yeah.

BYRON: Yeah.

STEVE: Okay.

BYRON: You have it?

STEVE: Yeah.

BYRON: Okay, my concern, Steve, is, and, and
I think it’s yours as well, is we’re trying to keep a
lid on this thing. We’'re trying to get it worked out
without anyone being injured and so forth. And, you
know, the whole letter itself is just -- has a lot of,
of direct threats of violence.

STEVE: Byron, you guys just don‘t
understand. We’re not talking one human being to
another here.

BYRON: Well, this sounds pretty one human
being to me. I mean, if, if the --

STEVE: I mean, if there’s a God -- You say
you believe in Christ, you believe in the Bible, you as
a person?

BYRON: Yes. Yes.
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STEVE: Okay. If you believe in the Bible,
you know that all the testimony that you and I have in
that book called the so-called Holy Bible came by men
and women that were not accepted in their day. If you
go back and you read about Micah, Ho§ea, these men were
common people, shepherds, fig pickers, people that were
not accepted by the intelligentsia of that day. They
were not accepted. But they came along with messages
and most of them, if you read Hebrews 11, were
persecuted, tormented, killed.

I mean, that, that was what happened to these
kind of people. But their statements have never come
to pass, so they’'re false prophets. But they qualify
their own statements by saying in the last days, just
like in Isaiah 2 and Micah 4. All of them talk about
the final days of earth’s history. So the same spirit
I believe in, and you yourself would have to test David
in his spirit by the Bible, the tests of the Bible,
which are Isaiah 8:20, Jeremiah 28, verse 9, Matthew 7,
verses 15 through 20, Romans 113.

BYRON: But Steven, Steve --

STEVE: Okay. But here‘s what I'm saying.
He’s got to be tested, but a spirit, inspiration was
shown him, given to him where he wrote this. And this
is not only for you, FBI, it’s for Steve Schneider,

it’s for the world, it’s for all. And you guys -- I
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your hands if you don’t show what he has been showing
in regards to that dam and in regards to the -- And I
take it when it says shaking here it’s talking about an
earthquake. It says here, he forewarns you the Lake
Waco area of old Mount Carmel will be terribly shaken.
That’'s an earthquake.

BYRON: Okay.

STEVE: The waters of the lake will be
emptied through the broken dam. Well, it’s going to be
a strong enough one to break the dam.

BYRON: Okay, he’s talking about it as the
result of an earthquake, as a natural disaster?

STEVE: Positively.

BYRON: The fact that he’s saying --

STEVE: Well, I don’'t know --

BYRON: Wait a minute. When he says --

STEVE: Not natural in one way, but natural,
meaning it's caused by divinity or, or divine
intervention.

BYRON: Okay, but not an explosive charge or
something like that?

STEVE: Posi-- Never. Positively not.

BYRON: Okay. Because let me tell you what,
what my concern was is that this sounded like a very

premeditated warning of, of a criminal act which is --
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which could easily result in death for several people.

STEVE: Oh, for --.

BYRON: See, that’s my concern, Steve.

STEVE: Byron, how -- I don’t see how you
could get that when the whole tenor of the thing is
nothing but scripture. 1It’s nothing but like first --
At least Bob Ricks read it right when he read it in the
first person, as from God. David is saying that God’s
name is as it is on the back, and scholars will tell
you -- You should already know yourself there’s four
consonants that have been left.

Rabbis themselves do not know because there’'s
not vowels and they have lost the name of God, how the
correct pronunciation is. 1Is it Jehovah? 1Is it Java
{(phonetic sp.)? 1Is it Yahoo (phonetic sp.)? How do
you pronounce God’s name? In Psalms 150 and Revelation
5 it says even the animals pronounce his name. How so?
Well, we can show you. It‘s very simple and, in
itself, is profound. But, I mean, and the last name,
Koresh, also, if you lock up the name and you
understand what David’s opened up to you, it is -- he’'s
implying that is God’'s surname. That'’s pretty strong.

But in Deuteronomy 32, the song of Moses,
which is the most powerful prophecy, going all the way
down to the final days, it says in there how he -- how

God’'s name will be published. And all the prophets --
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If you look up that word "name," you’ll see the
importance of a name. After all, your word is only as
good as your name and your name as good as your word.

BYRON: Okay. Do, do you notice up there in
the next to the last paragraph where he’s talking about
Mount Carmel will be terribly shaken?

STEVE: Yes.

BYRON: Waters of the lake will be emptied
through a broken what?

STEVE: Dam.

BYRON: Okay. Spelled D-A-M-N, as in
damnation, verses a dam as in an earthen structure.

STEVE: Well, then that’s, that‘s Judy’s
mistake. I see that myself. It was handwritten here
and I see that.

BYRON: Do you see what I'm --

STEVE: Yes.

BYRON: Okay.

STEVE: That’s a mistake.

BYRON: All right. I just -- Let me ask you
this question then. The -- When Ricks mentioned this
during the press conference, the fact that throughout
this letter David’s dictation is, is first person --

STEVE: Right.

BYRON: ~-- as far as "mine", "the truth is

mine", "my judgment", "my hand"“.
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STEVE: Right.

BYRON: "I am". And, you know, it’s not lost

on me the fact that "I am" is in capital letters --

STEVE: Right.

fact,

BYRON: -- as in referring to, to God
Almighty.

STEVE: Right, exactly.

BYRON: Now,’is David claiming to be --

STEVE: No, not at all. That‘s -- In
if you want -- like going through here, it says

you fighting against? It starts out saying the
mine. This is God. God --

BYRON: Okay.

STEVE: -- of course, you know, wrote
with his own finger.

BYRON: Then if this --

STEVE: He’s the author of life and death,

isn’t he?

David but it is -- then this is a message from God? Is

this the message we’ve been waiting for?

He hasn’t

said. 1In fact, ourselves we’'re, we're waiting -- By

the way, I’'ve got a second letter that is now finished

that I wanted to give to you from him again, a second
one.

BYRON: Okay. Well, I'm, I'm very hopeful.
I, I take this in a -- With what you’ve told me, and I,
I think you and I have got a straightforward and an
honest relationship here, I take it as a very positive
sign then that -- If, if he is getting this type of a
message --

STEVE: I think so.

BYRON: -- from God --

STEVE: I think so.

BYRON: -- then maybe what, what we’ve been
waiting for and all this will, will come to fruition
after Passover.

STEVE: Oh, Byron.

BYRON: For sure.

STEVE: Byron, I mean, I really do like you a

lot. I do. And let me -- I can tell by, you know,
your reaction, the tone of voice, what -- the very
things you'’re saying that you’re -- What, what, what
would ever -- what could ever be said or done to get

your attention to see that this could be real? I can
tell in your voice, you know, you don’‘t -- you’'re just
wanting us to come out. What if this is true, Byron?
What if the guy has this ability --

BYRON: Steve, I'm saying, I'm saying both,
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okay? I'm not discounting the truth or not --

STEVE: You’ve got to talk to the man
yourself, Byron.

BYRON: Put him on.

STEVE: Hit him with any kind of a question
you want in this world and see if he can’t show you the
answer from your own Bible.

BYRON: 1Is he there? I'm ready to talk to
him.

STEVE: He’s not here, no.

BYRON: Okay. Let me, let me finish my train
of thought there.

STEVE: Okay, go ahead. Go ahead.

BYRON: I take this letter as a very positive
sign from David, a sign that David is, is getting,
hopefully, this message from, from God that he’s been
waiting on. Which leads me to the other thing that I
wanted to discuss with you this morning and we‘ve had
these -- the phone difficulties and so forth. Did you
hear them mention -- did you hear Ricks mention to you?
Because just before he left, I asked him to put into
the press conference the comment regarding the, the
wire that’s going to be placed out front. Did you hear
him mention that today?

STEVE: I can‘t --

BYRON: The fencing?
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STEVE: I don’t remember hearing that, no.

BYRON: Okay. Well, I wanted him to, to make
sure that you got the message so that it wasn’‘t a
surprise to you. What we --

STEVE: Right.

BYRON: We’re taking you at your word. We'’re
taking you and, and your attorneys and, and what you
and David have had relayed to us now for 42 days, that
you fully intend to come out, that, that no one’s
looking for an armed confrontation or the --

STEVE: Never have.

BYRON: -- the senseless loss of anyone
else’'s life or injury. Right?

STEVE: It was such a -- Never have and --

BYRON: Okay.

STEVE: -- it was such a shock to me that day
that it happened. Such a shock. Still is.

BYRON: 1In order to facilitate that, Steve,
what, what we’ve done -- And the commanders have talked
to me about it and I‘ve, you know, my feeling that I
expressed to them is exactly what I'm -- I want to
discuss with you. As I, I’'ve agreed, not that my
agreement made much, much of a difference as far as
decisions to get it down, but agreed with them that,
that we need to, to do as much as we can to get things

in place to help facilitate a safe and an orderly
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transition when you all are ready to come out.

STEVE: Okay. I don’t think that’s going to
be a problem, because when we come out we‘’ll do
whatever, you know --

BYRON: Right. Just like we have decided on
back on the second --

STEVE: -- originally.

BYRON: Okay.

STEVE: You’'ve got it right.

BYRON: So let me just explain to you what,
what you're going to see over the --

STEVE: All right.

BYRON: -- the next few hours or couple days,
whatever time frame we’re talking about. What they’'re
going to do is -- Now, visualize this, if you will.
The driveway that leads out to your left, if you're at
the front door looking out.

STEVE: Right, if I'm looking out. Okay.

BYRON: Okay. That driveway is exactly the
route that we’ve talked about. 1In fact, that’s the
route that everybody’s come out safely to this point.
They’re going to be laying down some, some wire,
basically just to keep -- for one thing, to, to answer
one of your concerns, is to help secure that crime
scene. They’'re going to go ahead and lay this wire so

that we don’t have anymore unwanted visitors, so to
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speak, coming in, like Mr. Amen and Alaniz and some of
these people.

But it’1ll also assist in an orderly exit
route for you all when you come out. You’ll come out
the front door, just as we talked before, turn to your
left and proceed down that driveway. That exit will
still be open to you. It’s been open to you since day
one. Okay, that’ll continue to be open to you. What
they’'re going to do is they’re just going to bring some
wire in and it’ll basically ring the immediate vicinity
of the, of the buildings.

It’s not going to encroach on your buildings
at all or, or your position inside. But what we’ll be
able to do then is be able to control access into the
facility so that it’s, it’s going to be very closely
monitored. The rangers are going to be involved in
the, in the crime scene aspect and the supervision of
any of the crime scene search teams. They’ll all be
coming through that -- through a singular point of
entry. Okay? So when that’s, when that‘s laid, that
resolves any kind of concern or issue as far as
possibility of somebody coming in the back unobserved
or whatever the situation might be, or the sides or
whatever. The front, for that matter. 1In addition to
that, they’re also going to bring in some metal

detectors so that when, when you all are coming out
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you’ll be able to walk through metal detectors.

They’ll be able to determine, you know, that
nobody’s got anything on them and vice versa. When the
search teams in the long run are going in, nobody's
going to be bringing in anything that’s not
inventoried, which was a concern that you and Wayne had
made earlier, the possibility of, you know --

STEVE: Um-hum.

BYRON: -- something being introduced to the
crime scene that wasn’t there before. Well, that’s not
going to be a problem.‘ We're ensuring that for your,
for your safety, to begin with, but also for the, the
accurate securing of the crime scene and what’s, what'’s
there is exactly what’s there. Nothing, nothing
additional introduced and it won’t be unchanged or
anything like that. And, again, it, it facilitates you
all coming out. They're also going to put -- I think
we had decided before that the actual point of
exchange, where you’ll be taken into custody, will be
down that road about the place where you and I had our
face-to-face. Okay? So at that point, at that
location, I think they said that’s a little bit further
than where the metal detectors will be, and they’ll
also set up a, a Red Cross-type flag, something that
you all can visualize where you’re walking to, where

there’ll be an orderly transition into a, into a
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custodial-type situation.

And then they’ll be searched and moved on.
There's really nothing different. We’re just pre-
establishing anticipating an orderly transition out of
there, the points that you all will be able to, to
visualize so that it won't be -- you won’t have as much
of a heightened level of anxiety as to what’s going to
go on. So, hopefully, it’ll give you peace of mind.
But I wanted to explain that to you.

STEVE: Well, the truth is, you know, it
doesn’'t matter to me the way. You know, I mean, if I
were -- if something happened to me between here and
there or in the jail or in the process, Byron, you've
got to know it, none of that bothers me. What bothers
me is the letter that I had part of delivering to you
people which is for everybody. That bothers me. I
know that -- by the history of the Bible that any truth
that is rejected that is truth, that is of, of God, of
that book, will one day destroy when rejected. I mean,
that’s what you see over and over again throughout the
scriptures. That’s what concerns me more than
anything.

I was concerned when Ricks did not say
anything about -- I thought it was pretty strong that a
man would make the kind of comments as he did about the

L.ake Waco area, old Mount Carmel, and the dam.
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BYRON: Sure.

STEVE: So, 1 mean --

BYRON: Well, another thing is we --

STEVE: I will tell you --

BYRON: -- wanted to clarify that with you.

STEVE: David did want me to make that clear
to you and to Ricks and whoever else. If you don‘t
make that clear to the people in this vicinity, this
area, it’s going to be on you people. And it will be
brought up that you guys were told.

BYRON: Okay, that‘s why I'm going to ask you
again, if he’s talking about a natural disaster, then I
understand what you’re saying.

STEVE: That’'s what he’s talking about.
That'’'s exactly what he’s talking about.

BYRON: But if he’s talking about a
premeditated act of criminality --

STEVE: Never has.

BYRON: -- that’'s something we need to, to
figure out.

STEVE: We’ve never heard -- He and myself
and everybody here, anybody to do with us, has never
heard anybody under any circumstance --

BYRON: Well, of course, we both know that
there were people hurt on both sides. Right? So --

STEVE: That's -- I believe that'’s probably
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true.

BYRON:' Well, that’s -- Unfortunately, it is
true. You all have lost life inside and the ATF lost
life out here.

STEVE: I, I do hear the statements made by
Swine and, what’s his name, David Troy, that both of
these guys are talking about bringing murderers to
justice. Well, those murderers are still running
around on the loose out there that killed Perry and
Jaydean and some of these people. Jaydean, mother of
four, laying in her bed. Never had a chance. Now,
that’'s murder. That'’'s total murder.

BYRON: Windell? Windell?

STEVE: Pardon? Wendell, yes. And they are
saying they don’t know if it’s true. Well, don't
believe me, of course.

BYRON: Well, Steve --

STEVE: We went and buried Peter Gent who you
guys would not take out. We -- First, you told the
press that you would take our dead and all that sort of
thing. So we decided to see how you were with one of
them, and, and I want to lodge a terrible complaint
against you people. After he was buried and the red
flowers were put on the grave, and it’s been there ever
since, and the last five days your people have run that

grave over and definitely the tracks have sunk a couple
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feet. The body’'s probably crushed. I know it’s going
to have to be exhumed.

BYRON: Yeah. O©Oh, of course, it’ll have to
be exhumed. But I understand that concern and I‘m not
saying that --

STEVE: I mean, the atti-- And yesterday, you
know --

BYRON: Again, Steve, again --

STEVE: Byron, can I tell you something about
yesterday?

BYRON: Yeah, but let me just address that
issue with you. Again, by laying that perimeter around
there, by laying that wire, that’ll, that’ll keep that
from happening again. And I --

STEVE: Well, it‘s already happened, though.
Those guys --

BYRON: But, Steve, I mentioned to you
yesterday and I sincerely believe that that wasn't
intentional.

STEVE: But the spirit and the attitude of
these men of yours, they’ve got to answer to somebody.
I mean, when, when a woman looks out the window, and
this young girl that did that'’s about 11, 12 years old,
and here you’ve got a man -- he was wearing -- he was
in black and he was in the Bradley that was by the

south end of the building where the lines are being
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laid. He’s flipping them the finger. What the heck?
And then he, then he was out there, sitting there
basically doing nothing.

I was told that he -- They came and got me
because they thought you people wanted me. And as with
you and I, I came out on the porch and I put my hands
-- and then do you have the wire? What do you want me
to do? And I'm trying to -- I’'m asking like that and,
all of a sudden, the jerk throws the distraction
grenade. I mean, you think I'm -- He didn’'t see me
jump or even more an iota.

BYRON: No, I heard about that last evening.

STEVE: He, he threw a second one. That
doesn’'t bother me. How would he like me to grab
something like that and throw it back at him, or worse
yet?

BYRON: No --

STEVE: What kind of an idiot is this guy in
this Bradley? First he flips the finger. Get these
kind of unprofessional -- If you’re a negotiator or
some of these other guys are, get some control over
these young punks you have.

BYRON: Yeah.

STEVE: I’'m serious. I mean, I --

BYRON: Steve, I know you’re serious --

STEVE: 1It's terrible.
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BYRON: -- and I agree with you. I’m not
defending any type of -- any kind of action --

STEVE: Do you, do you people have any
authority over these guys?

BYRON: Steve, can I mention something to
you?

STEVE: These guys are trying to -- are they
trying to create a volatile situation here?

BYRON: No, no. The sole purpose for you
being on the line and me being on the line is to keep
that from happening. And it’'s counterproductive when
that stuff happens.

STEVE: Well, that’'s why I was really --

BYRON: Can I mention something to you?

STEVE: And, you know --

BYRON: Steve.

STEVE: Wait, let me just finish by saying
didn’t I even say to you yesterday how, how happy I was
and I thought it was great about a man by the name of
Tom, how decent he was?

BYRON: Right, exactly.

STEVE: And it was -- That’s why I felt like
I was slapped in the face and insulted, because after I
said that then five people come and reported that.

Five people saw that guy flip the finger like that.

BYRON: Okay, can I mention something to you?
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STEVE: Please do.

BYRON: Okay. And, and I'm not, I'm not
saying that this is absolutely factual, okay, because I
wasn't there to observe it, just as -- I don’'t know if
you’ve observed the, the people flipping the bird to
you. But what I‘m hearing is that some of the guys
have mentioned -- I think it was in the tower that at
least one of your people has done the same thing.

STEVE: Never. Never so.

BYRON: Well --

STEVE: 1 mean, maybe --

BYRON: The point I’ve gotten -- Steve, the
point I'm getting at --

STEVE: They have waved in friendliness and
some of your people have waved back, and they think
that’s neat. They think that’s really cool.

BYRON: I think they were waving with one
finger. But the --

STEVE: BEyron, we don’t do that here.

BYRON: I don‘t either, Steve. What I'm
getting at is that I don‘t have control of, of every
single one of those people who make some sort of a
gesture like that.

STEVE: Well, let me -- the guy that was
dressed in black that did that yesterday and the tank

which was by the building, the south end when the wire
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was being laid, and the guy that threw the distraction
grenade was in green fatigues or Army fatigues or
whatever they were. Camouflage.

BYRON: Well --

STEVE: So one was in black, one that flipped
the finger, and the other guy that was so cool, he’s
the one that threw the distraction grenades.

BYRON: Okay. Just, just remember, if you
would, Steve, that just like you didn’t have control
over the person that came out arbitrarily on the roof,
I don't necessarily have control over the pecple that,
that may or may not be making these gestures.

STEVE: Look at things, look at the kind of
things you do, though. I mean, seriously. You want --

BYRON: Let’s keep them in perspective. What
we’'re really here trying to resolve is the issue of, of
the shooting incident on the 28th of February.

STEVE: It looks like they're trying to use
any kind of an excuse or reason they can to show that
they’'re -- What are they trying to show, that they’re
powerful, strong men or something, hiding in a tin can?

BYRON: I, I normally find that people that,
that have to do something like that are just the
opposite. So I agree with you.

STEVE: I, I find a guy that was in there was

lacking in common sense, wisdom, and sound judgment.
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That'’s what I see.

BYRON: Okay. Well --

STEVE: When I came out there pointing to the
cord and, and obviously wondering -- In fact, they came
to get me because the tanks, the Bradleys, sat there
and sat there and sat there and revved the motor,
revved the motor. And that’s what they thought maybe
he was trying to get my attention. I don’t know if
they have horns or anything else. &and I know that your
own loudspeaker, your, your bullhorns, whatever they're
called, like yesterday when I walked over to the
Bradley the, the people who were in there didn’t -- I
couldn’t hear a thing.

The Bradley is running. You‘ve got those
stupid sounds going off like you always do. I couldn’t
hear a thing. And then, finally, I see someone stick a
part of one of those horns out, and then, finally, I
could hear a little bit of something.

BYRON: Yeah.

STEVE: I mean --

BYRON: Well, I'm sure it’'s difficult to
communicate. I, you know, I can hear it in the
background now. But what I’'m, what I'm getting at is
that we need to focus on the, on the critical issues
here.

STEVE: That is critical. I’m telling you --
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Let me finish for just a second.
Okay.

The people coming out on the roof,

you know, us not being able to coordinate every,

every -- or orchestrate every single action, to some

extent we’'re going to have to live with that.

And they’re, they‘re in
effect to, to protect you, and also to keep from
anymore of these unnecessary incidents as far as, you
know, like the flashbacks and so forth. I‘m sure -- I
am absclutely convinced that was just a lack of
communication as to what, you know, what you were doing
outside. You thought you were there to accept the
wire, which you and I had worked out. And it’s just a
matter of not being able to work it out.

STEVE: David actually had a pretty strong
statement to make in reaction to the guys doing those
kind of things.

BYRON: What'd he say?

STEVE: Well, the warning, you know, it’s a
strong warning, don‘t do that kind of thing again like
that unless you want to change the whole procedure and

how things have been going thus far. I mean, if people
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want to start doing that kind of thing and going out of
their way to either injure or intimidate or threaten or
anything else -- You people have told us from the
beginning it’s been -- It’s been a one-way street, you
know, we’re not to do this, we're not to do that.

The same better from now on hold true on the
other side also. I mean, there are people here -- 1I
can‘'t, like you know, I can‘t control everybody. I
don’t know where they’‘re always are, I don’t know what
they’'re doing. I'm serious.

BYRON: Well --

STEVE: I need to know one can say to people
don’t -- Like with this incident on the roof, I knew
nothing about it. No one here did.

BYRON: Well, that’s the point, though,
Steve, is that you knew nothing about it.

STEVE: But your guys, there are times you
haven’t known about things that these guys are doing,
also. That’s what I’'ve been telling you.

BYRON: Right, but you‘re in a position to
try to reign that type of thing in, and I'm going to
try to do the same thing. But we need -- you and I
need to make sure that we continue to have control over
what’s going on there and people don’t take --
unilaterally don’t take action on their own, without

having checked with you or David. And, and we'll

STEVE: 1I’'ll see what David -- I mean,
myself, David, everyone here, they wouldn’t -- no one,

no one would ever be for such a thing. We’re the
opposite. I like these guys. I happened to look out
the window one day and, and I saw them off to the
horizon. I mean, I don’t have a problem with any of
these guys. That’'s why I was actually very, extremely
happy to see a person with the attitude and spirit of,
of Tom. And I would have expected that just from my
own understanding of the -- your agents, see, I would

have expected that’s the way it’s always been.
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BYRON: Well, basically, that is the way it
is, and I think you’ll find out when you all come out
that, that you are dealing with individuals that are
professional and that will treat you in a gentlemanly
manner. The way that, the way that they would expect
to be treated if they were in the same situation you’'re
in. But the key here is that, is that you all hold the
key as to when you come out. You can come out --

STEVE: God does.

BYRON: -- right now.

STEVE: God does.

BYRON: You’re right. And, and you know as
well as I do that you can come out right now and we
stand ready to live up to the same promises --

though, between the envelope that says "friends" and
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some of the, some of the comments that are, that are
inside.

STEVE: Not so. Not when you think about it.
Don’t you remember Noah warning people for a number of
yYears? What he warns about is very intimidating. 1It,
it is that way. God says I'm going to do this and that
to you, but here’s a way out. There’s an ark of
safety. Here’'s what you need to know. God’s going to
do what God is going to do, what he says he’s going to
do.

BYRON: I don't see a reference in this
letter, though, about any type of an exodus or an
orderly departure from that -- from your facility.

STEVE: Well, this is exactly what he was
shown, though, Byron. Remember that. This has -- I'm
not talking to you about any kind of an exit from the
building. God showed -- This is one of the first
things he’'s shown him after all this time. And now
I've got a second letter to be delivered.

BYRON: Okay, where, where do you propose
delivering the letter?

STEVE: I like you, I like people, but I want
to see you have a good time, be fulfilled, completely
happy forevermore, never to lose your children, your
family.

BYRON: I, I couldn’‘t agree with you more.

STEVE: And that’s what I’'m into --

BYRON: But, Steve --

STEVE: -- number one.

BYRON: -- let me respond to one guestion --

BYRON: -- 100 people inside that building
that I want to see come out safely, soundly, in an
orderly fashior and nobody else get injured.

STEVE: -- the Bible. Well, nothing. That'’s

okay. (Talking to someone else.)

BYRON: Know what I mean?

STEVE: Yes. Just a minute. Let me hand you
-- Graham, I'm coming right back. Just let me hand it
to him for one minute.

BYRON: Okay.

GRAHAM: Hello, Byron?

BYRON: Yes.

GRAHAM: Yeah, I, I was just talking with one
of the other guys about our little problem. He has
knowledge in this area, also, and he said he thought
that -- ’Cause normally you only need two lines for
voice communication on a phone system, but --

BYRON: I mentioned this to Steve. And,
again, realize you're talking to an absolute ignorant
when it comes to electrics.

GRAHAM: Yeah.
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BYRON: Electronics.

GRAHAM: Yeah.

BYRON: Well, you didn’t have to agree quite
that fast, but --

GRAHAM: Yeah.

BYRON: -- anyhow, what my rad-- or my phone
guys here have told me is that they’ve -- what they've
got written down here is that they have doubled up the
pairs to give you a better audio path. Does that make
sense to you? \

GRAHAM: Double up --

BYRON: Because it lowers the resistance on

the line.

GRAHAM: Okay, yeah.

BYRON: Okay? So apparently -- You know, I
didn’t -- I don’t know what they’ve got as far as the

number of pairs and so forth in the line, but they’'ve
-- what they’ve said here is that they’ve doubled up
the pairs --

GRAHAM: Yeah.

GRAHAM: So do you know which, which pairs
they’re talking about?

BYRON: I have no idea. But I can tell you
that whatever you did to fix it, it’'s just as clear as

BYRON: Yeah, I would have preferred
Australia anytime.

GRAHAM: Well, it’s not all that much
different than here, but, anyway, I better give you to
Steve.

BYRON: Okay. Good talking to you, Graham.

GRAHAM: Okay. See you again.

BYRON: All right.

STEVE: Hello, Byron?

BYRON: Yes, sir.

STEVE: Yeah, what I was last wanting to read
to you is in Acts Chapter 5, just a couple statements
‘cause this is really what we're about. You remember
the incidents, how after Christ went back to heaven the
Apostles, Peter, were given power?

Then, of course, they
wanted to scourge these men, they wanted to persecute
them. And verse 34, a very learned doctor there by the
name of Gamaliel stood up and had something to say.

BYRON: This isn’t some doomsday letter
that’s sent out and then, all of a sudden, you’ll elect
to go back on everything, every precept that we've
discussed, is it?

STEVE: Explain -- I'm not sure I know what
you’'re saying.

BYRON: I'm, I'm talking straightforward
about doing injury to one another, to yourself, to
others in there.

STEVE: Oh, oh. Well, no, you know that’'s --
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How many times -- I don’t -- Do you need to have me
reiterate those things everyday to you?

BYRON: Well --

STEVE: We're not a suicide bunch. We love
life.

BYRON: Steve.

STEVE: We hold life so highly. That’s why I
want it eternally. And no one cannot go break the
commandments by taking their own life --

BYRON: Okay, that’s, that’'s --

STEVE: -- because that’'s blasphemy against
the Holy Ghost.

BYRON: I understand.

STEVE: One cannot --

BYRON: I, I agree with that and I'm glad to
hear you say that.

STEVE: Well, I've said it almost -- I have

to say frequently

BYRON: Okay, but let me ask you this.

STEVE: -- because people on that end of the
line are not understanding plain English.

BYRON: Steve, let me tell you why this
concerns me. Let me, let me tell you why this concerns
me. You mentioned Peter going out and spreading the
word. Christ didn‘t send out a letter, he sent out a,

a missionary, right?
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STEVE: 1If you want to get -- Hey, I'1l1l give
you -- You and I --

BYRON: Isn‘t that right? I mean, I'm not
trying to debate theology with you.

STEVE: You know, every generation --
Remember this, Second Peter 112 --

BYRON: Steve, just answer my question.

STEVE: 1 am.

BYRON: Did he send out a, did he send out a
letter --

STEVE: 1I'm answering your question.

BYRON: -- or did he send out a missionary?

STEVE: Let me --

BYRON: Come out, be the missionary.

STEVE: Listen now. That’s, that’s Byron
Sage speaking. What God required in the days of Noah
he does not require today, does he, Byron? You and I
are not going to go build a wooden boat and --

BYRON: We'’'re not talking the days of Noah.
You're talking about a message from Christ.

STEVE: God has shown this man that’s in this
building what to do on a day-by-day basis. And as it
says in Second Peter 1:12, it were to be established in
the present truth. You, Byron Sage, I'm here to tell
you unless you can show me plainly from the Bible, you

don't know what the present truth is for 1993. You

don‘t know it. If you do --

BYRON: Steve, with all due respect to you,
Steve, and to David and so forth, I’m not here to
defend my salvation with you or David or anyone else.

STEVE: Well, you don‘t have to. No, no, you
don’t have to defend it. 1If you --

BYRON: I'm, I'm firm in it. What I'm
telling you --

STEVE: No, no --

BYRON: Wait a minute. Wait a minute.

STEVE: Wait till God in his plan shows --
Byron. So I can live and you 1live.

BYRON: Steve, Steve, what I’'m telling you --

STEVE: The -- you to the truth, are they?

BYRON: Steve, Steve,are we talking at each
other or to each other?

STEVE: No, no, no. I’'m just --

BYRON: Then let me finish a thought here.

STEVE: Then let me finish, ‘cause you
interrupt me before I‘'m able to finish my statements.
You know that.

BYRON: Okay. Tag, you’re in, you finish.

STEVE: No, no, you go ahead now.

BYRON: You're sure?

STEVE: Yes.

BYRON: Okay.
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STEVE: Then you give me the opportunity to
respond to you.

BYRON: 1’11l be happy to.

STEVE: Okay, go ahead.

BYRON: That‘s called conversation.

STEVE: It used to be. Go ahead.

BYRON: Steve, you've been in there too long,
buddy.

STEVE: Maybe so.

BYRON: Well, again, you know, I don’'t offer
pizza this many times to --

STEVE: Okay, well, I appreciate that.

BYRON: Okay.

STEVE: Go ahead.

BYRON: What I’'m getting at is that when,
when Christ had a message, he didn’'t send a letter to,
to Gethsemane, he went himself. 1If David has a
message, have him bring it forward.

STEVE: I can’t -- If he ever went contrary
to what God said -- In some instances, I can’'t --

BYRON: God is saying thou shalt not leave
the Branch Davidian --

STEVE: Let me respond to you. Byron, let me
respond to you. I can give you 30, 40 examples right
off the top of my head how God has worked different

with one prophet on a day-by-day basis. One day he
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might have the prophet screaming, next day he might
have them writing a letter, the next day like in Isaiah
Chapter 20, he’ll have the guy take off all his clothes
and go nude and barefoot, like it says. Take a look at
that, verse 4 to 6. I'm serious. You take a look at
Isaiah 20. So God works -- I mean, divine inspiration,
as Paul says in Corinthians, he goes on to show that
Paul -- he said of himself was God’s bond man.

He answered directly to God because he had a
telephone line directly to God. Where the others in
his church, there are those that he was instructing
that could not have that kind of inspiration.

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STEVE SCHNEIDER: -- I can understand that
You wouldn’t be, because you’ve never really -- you’ve
gotten to hear very, very little, if any -- if
anything. First -- your first impressions have been by
rumors, slander, innuendo, all sorts of hype and
speculate --

BYRON SAGE: No. My first impressions --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: -- sensationalism.

BYRON SAGE: -- were the -- was through the
loss of life, which is a tragedy on both sides.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: That is true. That is
true.

BYRON SAGE: Okay? That'’'s what I've tried
to, to come in here and try to, to commit my abilities
to, however meager they may be. And I'm --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: And I understand that.

BYRON SAGE: =-- I'm, I'm glad that we haven’'t
had any more loss of life.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: I have a deep appreciation
for your reasons for being involved.

BYRON SAGE: Okay.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: I really mean that.

BYRON SAGE: And those are the only reasons I
have. You know, you talk about David not, not being

here or yourself not being there for fame or fortune or
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42 days --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: I believe that.

BYRON SAGE: -- including myself.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: I --

BYRON SAGE: But --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: -- totally believe that.

BYRON SAGE: -- Steve, we need to get
together on this thing.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: I --

BYRON SAGE: Now, I, I understand --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: -- I can only go as fast as

this God that I believe in goes. I right now believe
-- see, what you don’'t understand, I r-- believe right
now this is a period, a probationary period, where you
and others have an opportunity to hear and see
something about the Seals. Then God’s going to bring
-- those that reject truth, you‘re going to have to
experience the truth you know nothing about, like in
the days of Noah. God tells you about the incident
ahead of time. If you don‘t want to know, you’'ve got
to experience it firsthand.

BYRON SAGE: Okay. Let me ask you this.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: 1It’s, it’s best to learn

about something as a warning so you don‘t have to
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experience it.

BYRON SAGE: When is this supposed to happen?
When does he anticipate this great shaking of the earth
and the, the --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: He doesn’t know, but he
personally was hoping that would happen here pretty
quick, like even today. But, I mean, he doesn’t know,
and time hasn’t been shown in this instance.

BYRON SAGE: Has -- do you know if he has any
kind of a time-frame as to -- or do you have a time-
frame as to whether or not you’re going to be able to
comply with or live up to -- let’'s say live up to --
the time-frame of Passover, as far as coming out of
there?

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Live up to the time-frame
of Pa-- I want to tell you positively, as a fact, as a
statement of truth from me, that I was in there every
time DeGuerin and Zimmerman were here. There never was
one time we even hinted or suggested or even
acknowledged that we’d ever beem set on anything to do
with time, unless God showed it to him, revealed it to
him, made it plain and clear to him. We did not allow
them to box us under any circumstance into --

BYRON SAGE: No, I'm --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: -- some kind of corner --

BYRON SAGE: We're not trying --
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STEVE SCHNEIDER: -- in regards to time --

BYRON SAGE: -- to box you into --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: No, no, no.

BYRON SAGE: -- a corner.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: I’'m not saying you. I'm
talking about these two men.

BYRON SAGE: Okay.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: And, so, whatever Ricks has
been saying they said -- I mean, I don‘t know what they
said to Ricks or --

BYRON SAGE: Oh, I thought --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: -- whoever else.

BYRON SAGE: Okay. I'm talking --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: I just know what they said
is not the truth, what they said about us coming out, '
because we might come out even today.

BYRON SAGE: Good.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: We might come out next
week. But I -- right now, I don‘t know. 1In honesty, I
don’t know. I know right now the most important thing
to every individual in this building is this letter and
its implications and how it is founded on this book
they believe in.

BYRON SAGE: Okay. Let me get back to the
letter then for a second. I know that you’'re going to

have your dailies here starting in about 10 minutes.
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STEVE SCHNEIDER: Right.

BYRON SAGE: Because of the windy conditions
apparently outside -- and I haven’t been outside for,
for quite awhile, you can say the same thing -- when
they set the letter down -- let’s say, for example, if
it’s on -- if it’'s out by the, the horsewalker or
the --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Yeah.

BYRON SAGE: -- the light standard --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Right.

BYRON SAGE: For the sake of discussion,
until I get back to you again, let’s say that it’s
going to be on the -- isn‘t there a blue -- is there
still the blue light standard out there?

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Yeah. Hang on.

BYRON SAGE: The white light standard, right?

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Let me look out real quick.
Hang on one second.

BYRON SAGE: Just behind the, the
horsewalker.

(Pause.)

UNIDENTIFIED FEMALE VOICE (in background) :
(indiscernible.) -- fence or the back. They’re on the
south side right now.

STEVE (in background): The yellow one, the

yellow one --
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UNIDENTIFIED VOICE: The white light
standard. Put it on there with a rock or something.

BYRON SAGE: Steve, you there?
(Pause.)
STEVE SCHNEIDER: Byron?
BYRON SAGE: Yes, sir.
STEVE SCHNEIDER: Yeah, there’s -- where that

horsewalker thing is, it’s now on its -- it’s by
itself. 1It’'s got a, a yellow one that from my
perspective would be on the left-hand side over toward
the bend in the road. And, then, on the right almost
the same distance is a white one s-- with two small
lights sitting --

BYRON SAGE: Okay. That --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: -- almost right on it.

BYRON SAGE: ~-- that white one that probably
would like it’'s almost behind the horsewalker from you?

STEVE SCHNEIDER: It’s ac-- it’s actually to
-- 1f you were looking at the complex here --

BYRON SAGE: Yes.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: -- you’re looking directly,
it’d be on the left-hand side.

BYRON SAGE: Okay. Why don’'t we just, for
the sake of conversation, would -- let’s say that
that’s where we’'re going to ask you to put the letter.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Okay.

BYRON SAGE: When the letter’s put up on that
or near that, we need to have you put a rock over the

letter so that --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Okay. If there’s a clump

BYRON SAGE: -- it doesn’t blow off.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: -- of dirt or rock,
whatever, I’'ll just pick something off the ground there
and set --

BYRON SAGE: Good.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: -- it on it.

BYRON SAGE: But don’t come out until, until
we get this thing --

BYRON SAGE: -- absolutely worked out on the
time-frame.

BYRON SAGE: Like motorcycles or --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: The only thing I‘'ve ever
done that --

BYRON SAGE: -- butane tanks or --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Yeah, I don’t do stuff like

that. The only time I ever did anything at all,
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because we never had an -- number one, we never had an
agreement. Nothing was ever spoken about. One day, as
you recall, I went outside as, as agreed, and on the
way back I saw a child’'s little motorscooter sitting on
the very edge of the door or -- right where the
entrance is.

BYRON SAGE: Right. What did you need that
for?

STEVE SCHNEIDER: We -- I pulled it inside.
It’s stuck in the back room right now. In fact, it’s
not even been touched since. 1It, it belongs to one of
the little boys here. And apparently they ran over --
there, there were three of them, and that‘s the only
one that’s left. So, I grabbed it up and they’re
excited about it. So, it's sitting there till the day
when they can use it again.

BYRON SAGE: And I hope that’s soon. I
really do.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: I do too. I really mean
that. But anyway, of course, John Cox -- and he got
excited about that. And I says you remember, John, you
and I agreed upon a lot of things, but nothing like
that was ever discussed in the --

BYRON SAGE: Well --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: -- first place.

BYRON SAGE: -- we also --
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STEVE SCHNEIDER: And this is still private
property. It still belongs to the ownership --

BYRON SAGE: Right.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: -- of m-- of those that are
here.

BYRON SAGE: Steve, but you need to
understand that we need -- you know, we’'re playing --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Well, no, I understand
that. But, I mean --

BYRON SAGE: -- semantics here.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: -- you know -- no, no.
Meaning that, you know --

BYRON SAGE: If you‘re going to pick
something up, then take it back in there, then
obviously that, that defeats the credibility of John or
myself or whoever that you’re talking to that we try to
orchestrate dropping the letter off or dropping off the
milk or whatever. 1It’'s --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Well, you know, you guys
don‘t --

BYRON SAGE: -- it’s like a gentleman’s
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agreement.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Well, wait --

BYRON SAGE: And then all of a sudden --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: On the other side --

BYRON SAGE: -- if you walk in with something
else --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Byron, on the other side,
you people --

BYRON SAGE: We look like idiots.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: -- a tyrant. On the other

side of the coin, you people have done many, many, many
things without acknowledging or letting us know
anything either, things that actually would have gained
a response or reaction of almost -- well, in fact, it
was taken as a number of threats that you people should
have -- there could have even been retaliation.

BYRON SAGE: Okay. That'’s not going to serve
anybody’s best interests.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: That'’'s what I'm telling
you. So, I mean, you, you’ve actually done things,
your people have done things, that were extremely
dangerous to those that are inside, and they couldn’t
have been taken any other way. And you didn’t tell me
anything about it. You never --

BYRON SAGE: Well, that‘s --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: -- see me come out there
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with a cannon or bazooka or, or a rocket launcher --

BYRON SAGE: And I hope, I hope --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: -- have you?

BYRON SAGE: -- I never do.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: But you understand what I’m
saying?

BYRON SAGE: Steve, I hope --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Do you un-- no, no --

BYRON SAGE: -- I never do.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: But, Byron, do you
understand what I'm saying?

BYRON SAGE: I know exactly what you’re
saying.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: I mean, you know --

BYRON SAGE: And you know what I‘m saying.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: I, I'm, I'm walking out
there always with a t-shirt and hard-- you know what I
mean? You can totally see that I‘m not armed, I'm not
anything.

BYRON SAGE: Okay.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: And, then, on the other
hand, you people do -- and then you get all excited
when I'm out there trying to fix and communicate with
-- about the telephone line, which I thought is what
you wanted.

BYRON SAGE: Right. It was what we wanted.
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STEVE SCHNEIDER: And then at the same time
you go and throw these dis-- I mean, come on, Byron.
Let’'s --

BYRON SAGE: No.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: -- have a --

BYRON SAGE: No.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: -- let’s have a two-way
street here.

BYRON SAGE: I, I agree with you. 1I'm not
debating that at all.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: I mean, soO, you know, when
you guys start threatening me like John did yesterday
-- first I get the distraction grenades thrown at me.
Then he’'s got the audacity to, to talk in the manner he
does after something like that.

BYRON SAGE: Okay. I, I would --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Why didn‘t he throw, why
didn’t he throw a hand grenade at me? It wouldn’t have
made a whole lot of difference to me, honestly, Byron.

BYRON SAGE: Steve, I wasn’t here. I don't
know exactly what you’'re talking about. But it -- you
know, it’s unfortunate that -- and, again, I think it's
just a lack of communications is what caused that --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Well, hey, that --

BYRON SAGE: -- to happen.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: -- kind of lack of
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communication could be extremely dangerous on both
sides --

BYRON SAGE: Exactly.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: -- couldn’t it?

BYRON SAGE: Exactly. That’s, that’s why --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: So, if I were you --

BYRON SAGE: -- you and I need to make
sure --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: -- I'd take a guy like that
right off this property and away from here, because a
guy like that’s dangerous for everybody concerned.

BYRON SAGE: Are you talking about John?

STEVE SCHNEIDER: I'm talking -- no, I'm
talking about the guy that was in the, the Bradley that
didn’t use any sense.

BYRON SAGE: Okay. Sometimes John’s been,
been somewhat questionable about the level of sense,
but we’ll --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: Well, to tell you the
truth, I really don’'t know if I care to talk to John
anymore.

BYRON SAGE: Okay. That’s, that’s, what,
John-47?

STEVE SCHNEIDER: John-5.

BYRON SAGE: 5. Oh, good Lord. We'’'ve been

here too long. When we start getting up into double
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digits, you and I are both in trouble.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: I know.

BYRON SAGE: Okay.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: No, John-5, you know
yourself, on, on one hand he acts like, you know, he'’s
know that the attorneys want to be in here. I’'m not --
they don’t -- you know that they actually requested
that I not even talk to any of you again or that no one
here does?

BYRON SAGE: Well, that’s, that’s why we --
you’ll notice that we’ve not tried -- I've not --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: But -- no, no.

BYRON SAGE: -- tried to --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: But John-5 has.

BYRON SAGE: -- to delve into --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: John-5 --

BYRON SAGE: -- into matters that are, are
protected as far as your --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: If you listen to the tapes
of the --

BYRON SAGE: -- attorney-client privilege.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: -- conversations and some
of the questions that John-5 has asked me, you know, he
gets very detailed. He gets very personal. I know,
you -- there’s three -- you’ve had the common sense not

to get into the sensational too much. But --
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BYRON SAGE: Right.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: -- there’s been a few of
these guys that want to pick up on the tabloids and
some of this sensational crap that the newspapers --

BYRON SAGE: Well, the -- you know, you --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: -- put out.

BYRON SAGE: -- need to be ad-- you need to

be advised, though, that some of those things are going
on.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: O©Oh, y--

BYRON SAGE: I mean, that’s a major

discussion point out here that reflects on you’all in

there.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: That’'s fine. You know --

BYRON SAGE: Okay?

STEVE SCHNEIDER: -- if you take a look at
the Bible, has -- isn’t that what Satan’s always done
to those that -- any time you’ve got a message -- you
never bothered as -- you can belong to a church group

like I did and you can be in there smoking, drinking,
committing adultery, and they won’t kick you out. But
the day you learn about a truth, you start asking
questions like I did, they remove you, Byron. I was
removed out of a Christian church I'd belonged to for
years.

BYRON SAGE: Sure. It's probably

threatening.

STEVE SCHNEIDER: All because I asked
questions they could not answer, and it actually
unsettled their stupor --

STEVE SCHNEIDER: I could sit here and give
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
