He stated that he taped it on his own telephone,
He sald the taped conversations referred to RICHARD
GERSTEIN's request of him to give testimony concerning
his development of photos containing the name LARRY O'BRIEN
and Democratic National Convention thereon. He advised

that during these conversations, RICHARD GERSTEIN main-
tained that this wag an nff'ln‘ln'| investigation and the

information suppiied by him would remain in strict
confidence, MICHAEL RICHARDSON advised that these
taped conversations, coupled with GERSTEIN's press
releases and leaks to the press concerning his state-
ments, show that GERSTEIN's effort was a pure political
mapeuver aimed at winning him the primary election 1in
the Democratic Party in his request for State Attorney.

had given the FBl & description of this individual a few
months ago. The FBI contacted him to determine if he
recognized or could better ddescribe this individual, Mr.
NELSON then asked for a description of this individual and
stated that he was preparing a column to be printed in the
newspapers on September 11, 1972,

OLGNER (phonetic). He stated he contacted BOB FOLGNER because

FOLGNER is the individual who first told State Attorney
GERSTEIN that he, RICHARDSON, had developed photographs for
BARKER and FIORINI depicting the name National Democratic
Committee and the signature of LARRY O'BRIEN thereon.
MICHAEL RICHARDSON &lso advised BOB FOLGNER that the FB1 had
contacted him on Friday, September 8, 1972, He, therefore,
assumed that BOB FOLGNER had relayed this inforaation con- .
cerning the FBI interview to MARTIN DARDIS or RICHARD GERSTEIN,
MICHAEL RICHARDSON advised he wished to confirm the suspicions
that FOLGNER bad relayed to State Attorney GERSTEINK infor-
mation concerning the FBI ipnterview on September 8, 1572,
He stated he has not folunteered any information because the
publicity concerning this case has been detrimental to him
a4nd to employee JENERO PEREZ, He stated sometime after the
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telephone call to him., JACK NELSON advised that subsequent
to his first conversation with him, MICHAEL RICHARDSON, he
JACK NELSON had contacted MARTIN DARDIS, MARTIN DARDIS
related to JACK NELSON that a source of his told him that

the FBI when interviewing MICHAEL RICERARDSON questioned him
concerning the DARDIS-GERSTEIN investigation. DARDIS told
JACK NELSON that the FBI made remarks indicating that DARDIS'
investigation was behind the times and was hindering the
official investigation concerning the burglary at the
National Democratic Headquarters. MICHAEL RICHARDSON advised
that he told JACK NELSON that the FBI did not initiate or
make any remarks or give any opinions concerning RICHARD
GERSTEIN, MARTIN DARDIS, or any aspect of this investigation,

JACK NELSON advised thenm that MARTIN DARDIS' source must

have exaggerated the story. MICHAEL RICHARDSON advised that,
because of this and because of the questions asked by JACK
NELSON, he assumed that the newspaper article was going to
be favorable towards RICHARD GERSTEIN and MARTIN DARDIS and
derogétory to the FBI because of statements made by DARDIS
and by DARDIS' scurce of information. MICHAEL RICHARDSON
advised that DARDIS' source of information according to hia
opinion is BOB FOLGNER,.
