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About six months after GORDON beganHhs
business association with STEVENS, that is about January
or February, 1972, STEVEN made a statement to GORDON
that he (STEVENS) had permission from the Federal Communicatic:
Commission (FCC) to make surveillance equipment for
United States government agencies, such as the Federal
Bureau of Narcotics and Dangerous Drugs, Federal Bureau of
Investigation (FBI) and Internal Revenue Service. He
did not mention the Central Intelligence Agency (CIA).
GORDON believes he recalls observing “official looking"
papers in possession of STEVENS.

About this same time, STEVENS displayed to

GORDON a transmitter small enough to fit inside a
clgarette case, He asked GORDON to try to get a case for
the transmitter. GORDON went to « store near Damen and
North Avenues and had six cases made. He belicved these
were zinc or brass plated cases, costing less than $2.00
a plece. STEVENS told GORDON that STEVENS was having an
engineer design this transmitter, but STEVENS never

The frequency
was tunable to anything on the FM band that is,
between 88 and 108 MgH.

STEVENS also displayed a larger unit with
an attached microphone. He said this was a ''room bug".
This unit was tested and it operated efflciently withln
a short range (less than 100 yards).

About two weeks later, STEVENS offered to
pay BARCAL to build a prototype of a listening device.
STEVENS threw $50 on the table and told BARCAL to use
it for expenses. BARCAL told STEVENS he did not
have the time vight then to work on the device, but
STEVENS told BARCAL to keep the money anyway. About
this time, STEVENS displayed to BARCAL a plece of paper
with the top folded over so that BARCAL could not
read the letterhead, The paper contained several
typewritten paragraphs and a signature at the bottom.
Underneath the signature BARCAL noted the designationy
"Central Intelligence Agency'.' STEVENS told BARCAL
that this letter authorized him to make bugging
equipment for local police agencies and the United
States Govermnment.

About three or four weeks after the initial
meeting in the restaurant, STEVENS brought in a
transmitter which he wanted BARCAL to fix immediately.
BARCAL told him the crystal was defective and a new one
was nceded. STEVENS then went to Motorola Company at
4545 West Augusta in Chicago and purchased a new crystal.
After the crystal was installed, the device was operativec.
BARCAL believed it would transmit on a frequency of
about 149 Mgh, STEVENS had with him a pocket pager
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which would pick up the transmission of this unit.
STEVENS claimed that somebody else had built this
particular unit and indicated only that this person
was from Schaumberg, Illinolis. BARCAL was able

to locate In his office this transmitter and furnished
it at this time to the Federal Bureau of Investigation
(FBI).

BARCAL recalls that about the time the
Watergate incident hit the newspapers, and the name
of JAMES WALTER MC CORD became prominent, STEVENS
told BARCAL that he hoped the investigation did not
go any further because "I supplied them with the equipment."”
BARCAL did not believe STEVENS at that time and

thought he was merely bragging.

STEVENS said little else about the Watergate
incident except for a comment shortly after the
plane crash in Chicago in which Mrs. E.H.” RUNT died.
STEVENS said that the money found on Mrs., HUNT was
money she was bringing to him and was money owed to
him for his bugging equipment.

Beginuing about the first of the year, in
1973, BARCAL had several business deals with STEVENS.
On one occasion STEVENS obtained 26 walkie-talkies
from the Motorola Reconditioned Equipment Department for
a price of $2,730, STEVENS and BARCAL then cleaned
up the walkie-talkies and either resold them or leased
them at a profit. BARCAL stated that STEVENS dealt

BARCAL knew little of STEVENS travels,althourh
STFEVFNS told him he has flown all around the world
on clandestine missions and in fact, had traveled
to Washington, D,C, on several occasions, including
as recently as March, 1973,

In BARCAL's opinion, MICHAEL STEVENS has
the intellectual ability to design sophisticated
electronic devices, however, BARCAL feels that STEVENS
is one of those individuals who may not have the
mechanical ability to make the design into a fubrnished
product. STEVENS ind{icated that the individual in
Schaumberg, Illinocis, did the assembly of some of
STEVENS devices and that a technician at RMD Electronics
helped him on some projects,

BARCAL has not had any contact with STEVENS
since March, 1973,

The caller advised he
charged a fee of $11,000. for making the transactions and
deposited appro:imately one third of the money in a Swiss
Bank Corporation; one third in a Swiss Credit Bank; one
third in the Bank of Nova Scotia and purchased $100,000
worth of gold bullion which is placed in corporate custody
in another country. The caller advised that he exchanged
the money for travellers checks and has possession of the
slips which were attached to tha travellers checks. The
caller then advised that he has delivered the receipts and
certificates of ownership to one of the persons who testified
at the Watergate Hearings.

The caller would not divulge his name nor the name
of the person who had given him the $1,100,000. until he had
