Heart Device

WASHINGTON, June 10 (AP)—The
government announced today the world’s

first known nuclear-powered Cardiac

Pacemaker—a potential weapon against
a serious form of heart disease—has
been implanted in a dog.

The device is designed to operate for
at least 10 years, and its implantation
was hailed as a potential ‘“major mile-
stone’” in the cardiac field.

The  Atomic Energy Commission,
which developed the device, announced
the operation .had taken place at the
public health service’s National Heart
Institute.

1t is the first of several implantations
planned during the next eight months in
heatlhy dogs. The first human trials are
tentatively scheduled sometime there-
after at Beth Israel Hospital, Newark,
N. J., the AEC said.

The nuclear-powered device, only two-
thirds the size of a pack of cigarets,
and weighing only 3% ounces, is hope-
fully designed as a long-lasting replace-
ment for batfery-operated artificial car-
diac Pacemakers now used by 20,000
Americans.

By letter dated April 15,
1969, Assistant Attorney General J. Walter Yeagley advised

In August, 1969, Shapiro was interviewed by
representatives of the AEC, He advised that his commercial
interests were such that he had frequent and continuing
contacts with Israeli officials. He avowed that he never
furnished classified information to the Israelis nor were
any requests for this type of information ever made. He ,
professed a fragmentary recollection of the November, 1968,
meeting at his residence and was unaware of the_identities
of those in attendance (excepting Hermoni) o

AEC contemplates no further action in this matter
and this Bureau has concluded its investigation.
